LIBERAL TEEMS OF SURRENDER.

Sheridan's Troops Head OSf Lee Corre-

spondence of the Two Great Command-
ers The Surrender, Sunday, April 9,
18G5, at Appomattox Court House.

Gen. Lee's retreat was delayed the whole
lay on the 7th of April, 18o5, by the activity
of ths troop3 of the Second Union corps
(Humphreys'), who harassed his army along
the Appomattox route westward. During
tho night he put his men in motion for their
last march to Appomattox Court House.
He reached it with tho advance about 8
o'clock on tho evening of the 8th, and soon
afterward a dash of Union cavalry from the
south gave warning that a force was across
his front and new plans were necessary. The
new force was the cavalry corps under Gen.
Merritt, which the detention of Lea at Appo-
mattox on tho 7th had enabled to get into
position to aid in tho pursuit. ,

On tho morning of tho 7th, when Hum
phreys was forging his way in the face of Lee's
battalions, Merritt
(under Sheridan)
was in a r c h in g
along the south
bank, and by night Jj

Col. Walker and three railroad trains of sup-
plies. Crock a cavalry also reached the vicin-
ity on the night of the 8th, and before morn-
ing Ord and Griffin's Fifth corps arrived.
Humphreys was in the vicinity directly in
rear of Lee, having inarched twenty-si- x

miles on tho 8th, much of the time within
sight of Lcngstrect's columns, which now
formed the Confederate rear guard. Leo
was beset on the side?. Sheridan was on his
front with ilerritt and Crook. Ord, Griffin
and V right had three corps strung along the
Lynchburg railroad southof him, and Hum-
phreys was closing up from the east.

Gens. Grant and Leo had been in corre
spondence for twenty-fou- r hours relative to
a surrender. Tho communication opened with
tho following:

"Headquarters, Aoril 7, 1SS5.
"Gen. R. E. Lae, C. S. A:

"The results of the last Week must convince
you of tho hopelessnoss of further resistance
ontho part of tho Army of Northern Vir-
ginia in this struggle. I feel that it is so, and
regard it as my duty to shift from myself the
responsibility of any further effusion of blood
by asking of you the surrender of that por-
tion of tho Confederate States army known a3
the Army of Northern Virginia.

"U. S. Geaxt,
"Lieutenant General."

During the night Grant received the fol-

lowing response:
"April 7, 1SC5.

"Gieral I havo received your note of
this date. Though liof entertaining tho
opinion you express of tho hopelessness of
further resistance on tho part of tho Army of
Northern Virginia, I reciprocate your desire
to avoid useless effusion of blood, and there--
lore, before considering your proposition, ask
tho terms you will offer on condition of its
surrender. II. E. Lee, General.
"Lieut. Gen. U. S. Grant, Commanding

Armies of tho United States."
On receipt of this Gen. Grant answered in

a note forwarded by Gen. Humphreys through
Fitz Lee, who was on the front of the Second
corps:

"Aoril 3, 1S55.
"Gen. R. E. Loe, Commanding C. S. A.:

"Your note of last evening in reply to mine
of same date, asking conditions on which I
will accept' tho surrender of the Army of
Northern Virginia, is just received. In reply
I would say that, peace being my great de-
sire, there is but one condition I would insist
upon, namely, that the men and officers sur- -
rendereu shall bo disqualified for taking up
arms against tho government of tlie United
States until properly exchanged. I will meet
you, or will designate officers to meot any
officers you may name for tlie same purpose,
at any point agreeable to you, for the purpose
of arranging definitely the terms upon which
tho surrender of tho Array of Northern Vir-
ginia will bo received.

"U. S. Grant, Lieutenant General."
Tho armies wero now moving steadily to-

ward Appomattox Court House in tho order
as described. Humphreys was close upon
Leo's rear guard. Grant and Meade wero on
tho sarao route some miles behind Hum-
phreys' advance. At dusk on the Sth Hum-
phreys received Lee"s second note to Grant,
which read:

On tho evening of the 8th he had called a
council of corps commanders to consider
Grant's terms, as stated in his letter of th8
8th. It was decided not to accept unless it
should be demonstrated that Meade's whole
army was up. Fitz Leo and Gordon wero or-

dered to fall upon Sheridan and Crook at
daylight on tho 9th, and open a road toward
Lynchburg, and, failing to do so, to send
word to Leo, who would go back toward the
picket lines, with tho expectation of meeting
Grant to treat for peace. Gordon and Lee
advanced at sunrise, striking Crook and
driving two of his brigades, with the loss of
guns and prisoners. Merritt r.ow sent in
Custer, and he was forced back.

Foster, Turner and Gibbon, of Ord's com
mand, wero sent to relieve the cavalry.
which was retiring in confusion. A new line
was formed, and GrifSu's Fifth corps got
into position to support Ord, and tho whole
moved out at double quick to bo met at once
by a white flag. Tho bearer asked for a ces-

sation of hostilities pending tho negotiations
between Leo and Grant. Ord's bugles sound-
ed a halt. Sheridan rode oft! toward the left
front, where Gordon had passed tho outposts
and was forming for battle around Appomat-
tox Court House. Sheridan sent Gordon a
demand to surrender, and he answered:
"Givo my compliments to Gen. Sheridan,
and say that I will not surrender."

"But Gen. Sheridan wiii annihilate you,"
said the bearer of tho summons.

"I am perfectly aware of the situation,"
responded Gordon.

Information now became general that there
was a truce and that Grant and Lee were in
communication. Sheridan asked of Gordon
and other leaders an assurance that tho nego-
tiations intended surrender, and this was
given. It was arranged between Sheridan
and Gordon to await events, and both dis-

mounted, and the men learned for the first
time the exact state of affairs.

When Leo reached the picket lines,

where he hoped to meet Grant, he found
there that general's third letter, which in-
formed him definitely that the writer would
not treat for peace. Grant had had instruc-
tions through Secretary Stanton to have no
conferenco with Leo except for the capitula-
tion of his (Lee's) army, and after sending
Leo the answer to this effect he had ridden off
to tho left and south to get around to the
head of the column. On reading Grant's note
Le who had by this time hoard from Gor-
don and Fitz Lee that the Union
was confronting them, dictated the follow-
ing:

Tho generals met about 1 o'clock, at tha
houso of Wihner 3IcLean, in tha villajro of
Appomattox, and tho details for tho surren-
der of tbo Army of Northern Virginia were
arranged. Tho terms were, parolo of otlicers
aud men, with the privilosro of going home.
The private property of officers paroled was
not to be disturbed, and soldiers who claimed
horses were allowed to keen them. The sur
render embraced about 2S,000 men, but only

tho 10th, and hearing the surrender started
into North Carolina to join Johnston.

VETERANS OF THE HOUSE.

DEATH'S RELENTLESS HAND HAS

BEEN AMONG THEM OF LATE.

Tliree Hare but Eecontly Passed Away,
Cox, Kelley and Kandall Two TVcre

Philadelphia Men, and So Is tho Present
Father or the House, O'Xeill.

Special Correspondence.
Washetgto- -, April 21. Death has been

busy among the veterans of the house. With-
in a few months three of the groat common-
ers who stood side by side for a quarter of a
century hare passed' away. First Cox, then
Kelley, now Randall. Two of these patri-
archs were from th3 same city, Philadelphia,
and there was but one congress difference in
tho length .of their service. The present fa-

ther of tho Mr. O'Neill, who so feel-
ingly announced the death of his colleague
last week, is also from Philadelphia, and en-
tered congress on the same day that Mr. Ran-
dall did. Mr. FJelley started one congress
earlier, and Mr. O'Neill missed one congress,
the Forty-secon- but with theso exceptions
the servico of the throo men has been alto-
gether in parallel.

A few months ago Kelley was father of tha
house. Then tho honor descended to Mr.
RandalL Nov.- - the mantle falls on Mr.
O'Neill Thus Philadelphia still retains the
uistmcuon wmen it has held for so many
years. Thero are two in tho house who
were there when Mr. O'Neill came, but thov
have not scored continuously, and the aggre-
gate servico of neither of them is as great as
that of tho Philudelphian. It seems odd to
look on O'Neill an the father of the house
when Nathaniel P. Bunks, who was a member
ten years before O'Neill made his first appear-
ance, sits but a few fecjt away.

Mr. Banks entered congress in 1858, Mr.
Holman in lfioO, while Mr. O'Neill began in
1SC3; but while O'Neill has missed but ono
congress, Banks missed nine terms and Hol-
man throo. Mr. Holman has reaily served as
many years as O'Neill, but having served les3
continuously ho cannot become father of tho
houso till after tho death retirement of
O'Neill.

and superiors. "When he first appeared in
congress tho times were out of joint, and
thero wero many careless and reckless men,
and not a few corrupt ones, in public life.
With the sturdy, unflinching, even stubborn,
honesty which was one his chief characteri-
stics, he set his faco against them. From tha
very first he was a. man who could not bo
"reached," who would not bo influenced by
any of the means which promoters of legisla-
tion usually find efficacious. He was always
against extravagauce, always against waste-
ful use of tho public money simply because it
was public money and thero chanced to be
plenty of it the treasury.

As speaker of tho house ho organized tha
committees against extravagance. chair-
man of tho committee on appropriations ho
spent many days and nights laboriousl
scrutinizing every item. business man
ever scanned more closely tbo books which
were kept; an account of his expenditures.
Kandall in his day saved tho government un-
told millions of dollars. But ha made no
money himself. Ho died a poor man, as
he had lived, and no more fitting inscription
than this could bo put on his tombstone:
