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CAHING FOB THE CHILDREN.

The American Sunday School Uunlon.

Xo prophecy for tho future of the state
can command our faith if it ignores the
rising generation. Down below the ques-
tions of physical or natural resources and
political economy are the questions of
character; and to build a state permanent
nnd grand, necessitates a worthy founda-
tion, in the character of its citizens. That
work that cares for the moral training of
youth is of the first importance in relation
to the state.

Among the organizations which b!cs
this land is the American Sunday School
t nion, organized in 1S24, as a Sunday
pcliool missionary society, to gather into
Funday school the unreached children
nnd youth of the United States for instruc
tion in the Bible. The society's headquar-- .
tors are in Philadelphia, while the head-
quarters of the Rocky mountain district,
comprising Kansas, Colorado, Utah,
"Wyoming and New Mexico, is in this city,
where Superintendent AV. L. De Grofl is
located and in chargo of the work of the
missionaries in the above territory.

The society, like the Y. M. C. A., is un-
denominational, as its peculiar field can
best be occupied in that manner, and its
work is supported by the gifts of individ-
uals, Sunday .schools and churches of all
denominations.

A plan of work under the auspices of
this society, and in use in Sedgwick county,
is that of having county Sunday school
missionaries, who thoroughly care for the
schools of a county, and whose support is
provided by the citizens of the county.
Tho calls upon Mr. DeGroff to introduce
this work in the various counties of the
Mate come much faster than he can reach
them. During the past year tho society's
missionaries have plnnted l.GSo new Sun-
day schools, nearly five a day for the year,
enlisting therein 7,353 teachers and 59,432
fccholars; distributed 10,115 copies of the
Scriptures, and visited 42.222 families in
the interest of the Sunday school work.
The society also publishes a large amount
sf Sunday school supplies and religious
literature, and lias distributed $S,000,000
worth of sound religious reading in tho
past sixty-si- x years. Many leading citi-eei- is

and business men of this state and
nation provide through the society, wholly
cr in part, for the support of Sunday
school missionaries who labor to establish

CATTI.K, HOGS AND GKAIN.

The week's business at the stock yards
and packing houses has been very satisfac-
tory. Good prices have been the rule on
all grades of good cattle; some days there
have not been enough cattle to go around.
Thursday the buyers were a little slow, as
reports from eastern markers quoted sharp
declines. Friday found them ready for
business again and they took everything
that was offered. The fir-- t three days
found the hog market the lowest in price
for some weeks, and for the last three days
it has been getting stronger and closed last
night 10 cents higher than the opening
price. There have been several new ship-
pers on the market and all have been well
pleased with prices obtained and the man-
ner in which business is transacted at the
yards.

The packers are drawing many hogs
from the north nnd east of AVichita, and
nearly all the hogs from the south and
we&t, not because the shipper would rath-
er come here with his stock but from the
f.ict that the AVichita packers do pay with-
in 7'j to 10 cents of Kansas City's prices
all the time, and the shipper says ho can
not afford to pass this market.

The packers repot t a very satsifactory
week's business. The combined ship-
ments of tho two packing houses for the
wet k were fort j seven cars of hog products
or 1,175,000 pounds which represents a
money value of about SS3.000 a large per
cent of which goes into the pockets of the
shippers and stock raisers of southwestern
Kansas.

The grain has been pouring in-- in large
quantities and it has bothered the elevator
men to take care of the receipts. Corn is
about V cents lower than a week aco
full particulars of which are "given in this
morning's market reports.

J. G. Miltver & Co., old time grain
1 uyers, are on the market and run one of
the elevators on First street. They report
it very good business for the week.

People who have given the subject much
thought, say this will surely be the dis-
tributing point for all the Texas stackers
and feeders this fall, which will make a
wonderful increase in tho cattle business
U; the yards.

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THE WATER "WORKS.

(Continued From Fifth vase.)
not hesitate to make haste in im-

proving the system. The first thing
to do was to get a good "water supply
which at last was secured. The next thing
to put in station machinery entirely relia-
ble and with a capacity to meet any emer-
gency. That being done the system of
mains was die next to improve and the
wooden mains were soon being replaced
with cast iron and extensions made in
every direction where the demand desig-
nated. The result is a system net excelled
anywhere and in any particular and en-
tirely in keeping with the city. The fact
that the company placed so many hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars into the sys-
tem forcibly indicates that a most conserv-
ative company has unlimited faith in
AVichita and was not slow to recognize a
western city when they became acquainted
with it.

By means of comparison with some other
cities it will be readily seen that AVichita
has an extensive water works system.
Both of the Kansas Citys have only eighty-seve- n

miles of main, AVichita thirty miles
and Topeka has twenty-eigh- t miles of main
and a water supply suggestive of a pack-
ing house sewer system. Leavenworth is
taken in by twenty-thre- e miles of main
and San Antonio, Tex., is the only town in
thai state having more mains than AVichi-t- a.

AVhile the capacity of the AVichita plant
is twelve million gallons and consump-
tion three millions, in Topeka the capacity
is seven millions and consumption less than
two million. In Leavenworth, capacity
nine million gallons and consumption
eight hundred thousand gallons. The de-

mand in Kansas City is but little over
double that in AVichita while capacity is
only fifteen'million.

The stock of the company is con
trolled by the American AVater
AVorks company with headquarters
at Pittsburg, Pa., with Mr. J. H. Purely
president; S. M. Highland, secretary; AV.
S. Kuhl, general manager and Frank C.
Amsbary local superintendent. Mr. Ams-bar- y

has held that position here two years
and a half and has made many friends.
The .procession of volatile and nervous
superintendents that preceeded him were
uncomfortable to themselves and decided-
ly so to the people of tho city. Heposesses
the happy faculty of attending strictly to
business and never crossing a bridge until
he comes to it. Always business and never
disagreeable. In the management of the
business he gives special attention to
every thing and the engineers at the station
never know when he is likely to come
around. He is quite careful to look after
the fire service. The arrangement at the
station is such that an alarm turned in
from the fire department causes a gong to
sound loud enough that it can be heard
anywhere at the plant and continues to
give the alarm until tho current is broken
by the engineer there. The engineer by a
system of electric currents is warned by a
gong when the steam in the boilers is five
pounds above or five below a given point.
This also causes the firemen to give close
attention to their departments.

EDITORIAL ASSOCIATION.
The Northwestern Kansas Editor's Association

Pay a Short Visit Entertained by tho
Citizens Favorable Impres-

sions Obtained.

Thc Northwestern Kansas Editor's asso-
ciation en route for Galveston.paid AVichita
a visit yesterday and the members ex-
pressed themselves as amply rewarded for
their lay over. The party arrived on the
Santa Feat 7:40 and were met by a com-
mittee of citizens, appointed by the board
of trade. After breakfast they were driven
to the packing houses, car works and other
points of interest. On the return they
were given a glimpse tf the city and shown
as much of it as was practicable in the
short space of time at their disposal.

At 11 o'clock they all assembled in the
board of trade rooms where Mayor Clem-
ent being introduced by President Rouse
of the board of trade, delivered an address
of welcome. He spoke briefly of many
portions of the city the party had not
been enabled to see and referred
in a modest way to the phenomenal growth
of AVichita in the last few years. As his
listeners were newspaper men they were
quite able to appreciate the rapid advance-
ment evident on every hand, and were no
ways slow to express their admiration.
The speaker further stated that the pres-
ent prosperity of AVichita had been pur-
chased, like every success, with brains, en-
terprise and hard work, and that the peo-
ple of AVichita had plenty more just such
capital on hand. In both word and man-
ner a hearty welcome was extended to the
excursionists, who, one and all, seemed to
be glad they had come.

The Hon. A. T. Riddle, of Minneapolis,
Ottawa county, governor,
responded briefly, in substance as follows:

I have on diverse and sundry occasions
before partaken of the hospitality of AVich-
ita, and been received with open arms; it
is not only noted therefore as the windy
wonder, but as the most hospitable of all
the hospitable cities in the state. .Wichita
has a faculty it would do well for many
other cities to imitate, that of making peo-
ple like them, and it emanated from open
hearted liberality. That spirit that did
not pass its time in fault finding, or tear-
ing down under a wrong impression that
it was the way to build up, but they were
broad guaged; as ready to give as to take,
and if possessed of a fault, it was the ex-
treme of their hospitality, which made
them enemies among the cities the spirit
of whose citizens was mixed somewhat
with the element that clogs parsimony.
AVichita is an ornament to Kansas, and no
one has as great a belief in Kansas as its
newspayer men. Their faith is rock rib-
bed and as boundless as its prairies. This
has been the greatest factor and in its
mighty achievements as a state, no news-
paper man ever became discouraged, even
if there was a failure. They always be-

lieve that everything will come out all
right in the spring. The city's guests to-
day represented this element, they would
return all well pleased with their recep-
tion here, and if, like me, with a faith in
AVichita as a matter of state pride, allied
to the state and as inseparable. AVe are
not a talking people, especially on this oc-

casion: we are out on a lark, we have all
worked pretty hard for a year and are en-

titled to a recess once a year, which we are
now in process of taking."

Our location being remote in so large a
state as Kansas, we are not in the habit of
making weekly visits to AVichita. but as a
factor we can not be ignored by AVichita
because not in the district called southern
Kansas. Many among those of us here to-

day are for the first time seeing the city
they have heard so much about, and being
among them, can say that the absorbing
interest among them since we started out
was centered in their desire to visit AVic-
hita." He hoped that at their departure
the same would not be said of them that
was officiall ysaid of the Kansas legislature,
"We are glad they have left us."

After the speech making they passed the
following resolutions:

Resolved, That as Kansanswe are proud
of tho wonderful c'rty of AVichita, of her
man1 fine churches, of her splendid public
school buildings, her factories, her beauti-
ful residences, of the public spiritedness of
her citizens; and v e extend our thanks to
the mayor, the president of the board of
trade, reception committee, and to the citi-
zens in general for the courtesies extended
to us during our short but deligetful visit.
Our sincere desire is that her future de-

velopment may be as rapid as in the past.
