eternity." Stato organizations are author-
ized and are to bo called divisions. The
presiding ofiieer is entitled general, and
the first general of the association is Gov-

ernor John B. Gordon, of Georgia.

A Literary Treasure.
One of the treasures of the library of Mr.

George "W. Chllds is a large folio contain-
ing tho portrait of every president of the
United States, from George Washington to
Gen. Chester A. Arthur. Upon the leaf
following each portrait is an autograph
letter from the president represented. The
letters begin with the last letter Gen.
"Washington ever wrote, which is dated
"Mount Vernon, 8th December, 1799," six
days bofore his death. A curious fact comes
to light, resulting from the collection of
these documents It is that of the entiro
list the most difficult letter to be procured
was that of President Andrew Johnson.
Johnson's letters written by an amanuensis
and signed by himself aro easy to obtain;
