It is a matter of knoTviedse men

iind womeu bora ia levr England that the
samnwis are longer as measured by the
healed term and the winters warmer than
they vrere a half century ago, and that this
result has been reached by slowly but surely
operating causes, and this slow but sure
change ia tho climate of tho country is oae
of momentous interest not only to the nat-
uralist, but to tho average citizen as well, for
Ehould it continue vast changes would follow
in tho industries and products of the country,
as Trell as in its hygienic conditions.

It would not bo an unprecedented experi
ence if the northern half of tho American
continent "was passing through a climatic
change of so positive a sort ai to bor.ome
memorable in the history of the globe. For
while scientific observation and records ars
of too recent a period to supply us with ade-
quate data for inteliigenc judgment as to it,
nevertheless literature is filled tvith evidence
bearing directly upon the point, and so im-

plicit in its nature and so emphatio in its
Iteration as to bo unimpeachable. As most
Americans are too busy to know much of the
past, it may be interesting to tho readers of
Tho Herald should wo recall a fow of tho
passagesin ancient irri tings which might be
quoted in enforcement of our suggestion or
surmise.

nrrAXEsrcii axd italy.
The land of Palestine is certainly not to-

day a wintry country. But thirty or more
centuries ago un ancient poet wrote: "llast
thon entered into tho treasures of the snow?
Or bait thou seen tho treasures of the hail!
Out of TTiiose womb camo tho ico and tho
hoary frost of heaven, who hath gendered itf
The waters aro hidden as with a solid roc!:,
and tbel'acoof tho deep is frozen." Such,
evidently, was the degrco and effect of the
cold in the land of tho Midianites thirty cen-
turies ago. And David, writing several cen-
turies later, gives tho following description
of inteuso winter weather: "He giveth snow
like wool. Ho scatteroth tho hoar frost liko
ashes. Ho casteth forth Jiis ico like morsels.
Who can stand before his cold?" Such is tha
account of the chmato in tho land of Pales-tm- o

tweuty-eight-a- thirty centuries ago.
But instead of snow, hail, ico with tha

solidity of rock, and frozen sea, tho inhabit-
ants of that country today live in a hot, sul-
try climate, in which snow and ico aro never
Been.

Tho climato of Italy, as it was of old time,
and tho great change which has coma to it,
are aiot beyond tho student's imo wlpdjo. Vir-
gil was bothj. poefcandaskHIedagnculturist.
And in his "Georgics" ho often gives direc-
tions for tho security of young catUo against
Iho dangerous effects of ico and snow and
periods of intensely cold .weather. TTis direo
tions were for tho neighborhood of Mantua
and Naples,, ami g of Calabria,
the most atrathcrn. and hottest part of Italy,
lo alludes to tho freezing of tho larger rivers
and 6tream3 as a thing to bo annually ex-
pected.

ZScr does ha stand alono in his witness as to
this matter, for Pliny, Juvenal and other
authors of their time speak of ico and snow as
prevalent in. all parts of Italy, whilo Slian,
if we remember correctly, devotes a wholo
chapter io tho giving of specific directions of
liow to Cbh for eels when the rivers aro cov-
ered with ice. Those descriptions of Italian
climato apply to it as it was eighteen cen-
turies ago.

Ovid can bo quotedin this connection also.
TVe aro writing from memory and with less
fullness than wo might could wo turn to tho
author's books, bat should any classicist bo
Interested to follow us ho will find that our
recollection xs essentially correct. This poet
was banished from Italy to Tomas by tho
emperor. This placo is near tho coast of the
Euxino sea, and climatically includes the re-
gion round about Constantinople. Ho spent
F3ven years in exilo in this region, and ho tells
us that ho saw tho Eicane, or Black, sea cov
ered with ico; that tnis ice was not only
strong enough to support men, but oxen and
heavy sleds loaded with products. Ha states,
moreover, that tho wine of tha country was
often frozen, and that tho snow m many
places in the forests was never fully molted
during tho oatiro summer. It is a well estab-
lished feot that in the year 401 tho Euxine
tea was frozen over for twenty days together.
This is certainly a mobt extraordinary picture
to ono who has, lived in this oentur' in Con-
stantinople or has Jaiowledgo of its climate,

CHANGES Ef GKKMAJrY'S CLIMATK.
The Alp3 and Appeuiues aro tho highest of

European mountains. History has no stran-
ger tale to tell than tho march of Hannibal's
army over these lofty ranges. It was one of
tho wonders of antiquity. Livy and Polybi-ti- s

both bear repeated testimony to the suirer-ing- s
of Ins troops from the terrible cold they

encountered and the awful obstacles of tho
enow and ico. But these mountains are casdy
passed today, for tho old time conditions con
nected with the severity of tho climato do
not now exist.

Nor have tho changes in thedimatoof Ger-
many been less remarkable. A Latin historian
records that in. Qssar'-- timo tho Rhine and
tho Danubo were not only frequently frozen,
but 80 deeply frozen that the ico was able to
uphold, without cracking, tho heaviest of
weights. He says that the barbarians the
native Germans chose the winter season for
their campaigns, because thry could then
transport their armies, cavalry and heavy
wagons along these rivers over a solid bridge
of ice. And this is precisely tho state of
tilings which, until reSontly, tho ZSew Eng-
land people ha-- been accustomed toseo tho
picture of frozen rivers and lakes used as the
highways of pleasure and tha heaviest n.

"Wo might easily continue these quotations
from the ancient authors in vi itness that the
cl.niate of both Asia and Europe has under-
gone a vast change in tho last 2,000 or 3,000
ycars a change so profound that it has
uffoctcd both tho character and habits of tho
peopieisnd tho products of these countries;
u change which amounts to ono degree for
each hundred years; but wo have suggested
enough to givo direction to the popular

PHYSIOLOGY AND HYGIENE.

SypnoHsm JTofi to So Trifled "With Un-
pleasant Results Caused-- by It.

At Nursmburg a oaso-o- f somo public in-
terest was tried in the polica court. A
commercial traveler while in a'ssstaurant
told the waitress to look steadily at the
white of his eye, ,ind hypnotized her. On a
second occasion he repeated the experi-
ment; but this time the sleep was so pro-
found that a medical man-ha- to
who had the utmost difScuItyin rousing
tho girl. Tho commercialtrtveler wa3 ac-

cordingly summoned to appear before the
magistrates, and tho sorere sentence of
eight days' imprisoncient was passed on
him, which will probably be efficient in
checking similar performances in that re-
gion. In France the practice of hypnotizing
people for amusement seems to be very
common, and unpleasant consequences are
frequently reported.

At a supper party in Paris one of the
company hypnotized a girl, and was unable
to rouse her. She was consequently taken
to the house of a medical man, and after a
time she recovered consciousness. The
wholo party were taken into custody by
tho police, and wero not released until next
day. Even when hypnotism has been prac-
ticed by competent medical men for reme-
dial purposes, unpleasant accidents and
ulterior consequences have again and
again occurred; so much so (hat an order
has been issued by the French government
prohibiting surgeons in the army and navy
from practicing it. The London Lancet,
which notes the foregoing instances, says
that it ought to be distinctly understood,
both by the profession and the public, that
hypnotism is not devoid of danger at tha
time, and not infrequently hsa perma-
nently impaired tho moral and emotional
control of patients. A medical man ia
bound, before recommending hypnotism.
for a patient, to weigh the question as care-
fully cs he would that of tho advisability
of administering an ansBsthetic.

Scarlet Pover Transmission.
To Tho Boston Post is accredited tho

story of a remarkable caso of transmission
of scarlet fever. In 1846 a boy S years old
was taken down with scarlet fever and
died. Ono of the nrincinal amusements of
his illness had been looking over a large
picture book. After his death, this, with
several other useful playthings, was packed
away in a trunk. Twenty-si- x years later,
in 1872, the trunk was taken to England.
Tho trunk was opened tho second day after
its arrival, and book was taken
out , and presented to a boy 2 year3 old.
During tho next fortnight tie little fellow
was attacked, "with scarlet fever. It was a
wonder to the doctors who were called in
consultation how the disease had'been con-
tracted, as there had been no scarlet fever
in the town . At last it was sug-
gested that tho picture book might haro
transmitted the disease; and the medical
men in attendance, on being told the facts
connected with it, agreed that it had re-
tained tho poison for twenty-s- . years, and
then communicated it to the child.

A Novel Preventive of Soro Throat.
People who are subject to inconvenient

throat trouble, caused by a proneness to
catch cold on slightcxposnre, aro advised
by a recent writer to place a few threads of
Berlin wool around the neck and wear
them continuously. From ten to twenty
threads aro.enough.ibr the purpose. They
ehould only bo removedor making ablu-
tions, and should bo lef b off gradually by
discarding daily one thread ata, time. The
remedy probably acts- by keeping up a belt
of skin action, thus acting mildly and con-
tinuously as a slight counter-irritan- t.

A Heart Tonic.
SL Germain Seo recently expressed Iho

opinion, before tho Academy of Meiicine,
that iniodidoof potassium is found tho
real cardiac drug; that so far from being a
depressant it is really a cardiac tonic, of al-

most equal value to digitalis or strophan- -
tiius m certain oases, in which it enables
tho heart to recover its power, and affords
also better facilities for tho coronary circu-
lation, thus improving the nutrition of tho
heart muscle.

SOCIAL ETIQUETTE.

The Silver IVeildins Anniversary and "Ways
in "Which It Is Celebrated.

Tho fact of the Princo and Princess of
Wales and other notable personages hav-
ing celebrated their silver weddings has
brought this interesting custom into great-
er notice. To celebrate twenty-fiv- e year3
of married life, and to call it a "silver wed-
ding," is essentially a Gorman custom, and
is followed throughout Germany, both in
castlo and cottage, from royalty down-
wards. Few reach fifty years of married
life in comparison with those who arrivo
nt twenty-liv- e years, and even when they
do, are hardly equal to celebrating tho
event in a joyous manner as befits a golden
wedding. Xot so with regard to a silver
wedding; thobriuo and bridegroom have
presumably but reached the meridian of
life, and are capable of taking part in any
festivities consequent upon tho occasion;
but whether silver weddings will ever be-

come popular in general society is very
problematical, for many reasons.

Royal personages and prominent peoplo
can afford to celebrate publicly this inter-
esting epoch of their lives; again, married
people of the well to do classes, and who
lead quiet domestic lives in their own small
circles, are pleased thus to remind their
friends that they Ijavo enjoyed twenty-fiv- o

years of married life, that the' have reached
a certain nge, and that their sons and
unugntcrs nro marriageable, or even mar
ried; but these aro prcciseh- - the facts that
men and women in general and in fashion-
able society are not too anxious to impress
upon their friends.

"When a silver wedding is to be celebrated
invitations may 1 issued in the united
names of host and hostess en at homo
cards printed in silver, whether the invita-
tions bo to a dinner, dance or an at homo.
Each guest may send a present in silver,
trifling or costly, according to inclination,
but silver it must be; and so many pretty,
useful and ornamental things are made in
silver that there is little difficulty in choos-
ing something suitable.

A favorite manner of celebrating a silver
wedding is to give a dinner, followed by a
reception or a dance, tho immediate rela-
tives and most intimate friends being in-
vited to tho dinner, and acquaintances to
tho recoption or dance. The dinner table
or supper table is decoratad with white
flowers and silver leaves, the center piece
being a large wodding cake decorated with
silver and cut at dessert. Thobridoand
bridegroom of twenty-fiv-e year3 standing
receive their guests and their ccngTatula- -

uions side by side, lhoy open tnc cance or
ball by dancing the first dsnea together,
and together lead the way into the supper
room.

WHAT BABIES SHOULD WEAR IN

ORDER TO BE COMFORTABLE.

Fine Flannel Should Bo Worn During the
First Few 3Intlis Then Fine Knit
Wool Should Constitute the Apparel.
Short Oresbes on a Child.

"The fashions change in infants' clothing,"
said the woman in charge of the children's
department at the Lilliputian Bazar. "But
it is most important, of course, that their
clothing shall be of a style to make them
happy and comfortable; stylo and comfort
should be united above all things in the case
of infants."

"Will ycu give me some ideas of how a
child should be dressed until it is at least a
year old?" was asked.

"Begin with the first thing needed that is,
a fine flannel baud, which should, in three or
four months, oe replaced by one knit of
Saxony wool. These bands are knit like the
top of an enormous stocking. They should be
largo enough to slip over the child, but should,
when unstretched, cling closely to tho body,
and then they will give what little support h
needed to the abdomen. Theso knitted bands
should be worn both winter and summer, and
are quite a preventive against tho bowel- -

troubles so prevalent among young children.
Many mothers keep them on their children
until they are 3 or 4 years old.

"And it's a good, sensible idea to put
woolen shirts on infants, and it's becoming so
common now that the poor little frozen baby
of a few years ago is fast going out of fash-
ion. Tho home made knitted ones are al-

ways pretty, but the machine made Saxony,
or cashmere, are nice for mothers who can't
get the time to knit. Then there is the flan-
nel, which is also nowadays considered &

necessity for the poorest baby."
"What kind of flannel sliould be used

must it always bo of tho finest texture?"
"It need not be extremely fino necessarily,

but it must bo soft and pleasant to tho touch
in fact, only such as is made from the finer

quality of woobshould come in contact with
tho baby's sensitive skin, but it need not be
of tho expensive sort."

"Do you know a good way to wash flannels
and knit goods?"

"They should be washed in warm water,
into which a tablespoonful of ammonia has
been tlirown. If soap is used it should be
whito and dissolved in tho water. In case of
spots a little soap and a few drops of ammo-
nia may bo rubbed on the fabric. It should
be remembered-thoug- that much rubbing
tends to harden the goods. Souse tho gar-
ments up and down in the water, squeezing
and rubbing them gently with the hands;
then when they are clean rinso them in clear
water of tho same temperature as that in
which they aro washed. Bo sure and rinso
out all the suds, then pass them through clean
water a third time, this also to be of the samo
degreo of heat as the other two if a blue
tone is desired add to this last water a few
drops of bluing."

"For an infant's first dresses ordinary little
slips of fino English nainsook are more suit-
able These are very simply made, and aro
only trimmed with fino edgings. Six are suf-
ficient, of course. Jloro aro sometimes con-
venient, but that will do. After a few weelcs
even tho most sensible mother is anxious
about the baby's appearance. So tho little
slip which has thus far formed the child's
only outer garment is worn only at night or
in the early morning, and a little dress
takes its placo. This i nowadays generally
mado of fino English goods; at least that is
the fashion, though other materials are used.
Tho tiny little yokes and sleeves are composed
of hair tucks and feather stitching, whilo the
whole is edged with tho daintiest embroider-
ies. But mothers who aro not ablo to afford
these more expensive dresses need not feel
badly, as the very simple dresses aro now
mado so prettily that an infant may be con-
sidered 'well dressed' with but little outlay."

Hero wero shown two dresses representing
the two extremes of fashion, ono being a fine
nainsook with a small yoke of tucks and
feather stitching finished with Valenciennes
lace; this was also at tho neck, and the whole
skirt was nearly composed of the samo lace.
The other, though but a simple cambric, was
charming. The skirt was perfectly plain, but
tho waist had three box plaits, with Jaco at
tho neck, whilo a cambric sash came from tho
back and was tied in a bow in front. Theso
dresses wero both long, to bo worn by the
baby until it was four or six months old,
when it puts on "short dresses."

"It is well," continued madame, "that a
child should not put on its short dresses too
soon, though circumstanees or tho weather
must rulo here. Tho exposures a child is sub-
jected to aud many other conditions must bo
taken into consideration." New York News.

Eudyard E3pling, ths new literary light la
the London sky, i3 a young man of 25. TT?t

poem, "They're Hanging Danny Deever in
the Horning," which has made such a sensa-
tion, is a British army lyric.

The late Armand Augustin d Pontmartin
was for years the oldest contributor to Tho
Gazette, do France, the oldest newspaper in
Paris.

Blanche, Balzac, George Sand and
Zola.

Marion Crawford has been awarded a prize
of 1,000 francs by the French academy as an
acknowledgment of the merit of his novels,
and especially of two of them, "Zoroaster"
and "Marzio s Crucifix," which were written
in French as well as in English.
