THE CAE OF THE HANDS.

Lemon jnice and water rubbed quickly
over the handr, will increase their white-
ness, but should not be used too often.

Powdered pumice stono or a solution of
aqua ammonia and water will remove
stains, and sand soap used occasionally is
valuable for the same purpose.

To trim some nails overmuch would be
to render them thick and ugly, and to leave
others too Ion? uncut or uupared would in-
crease theinteudency to brittlcncss.

Sit down at least for a qnartcr of an hour
with your manicuring implements, a small
bowl of warm water, a soft napkin or towel
and have ready good soap and a well made,
firm nail- - brush.

Tepid water and a good- - unscented soap
should be used to wash tho hands, while if
glycerine agrees with you a little applied
to the linger nails and back of tho hand
(wet) is alwa3's softening in effect.

FiWjachsido of the ton of the nail slight
ly, rsS; with the emery paper, taking care
ncvetSise file or emery on the fiat sur-
face Gi the nail, after which a little Panga
or cold cream may be well rubbed in.

Rest tho fingers of one hand for a few
moments in the bowl of water; dry them
softly and quickly, then with the little
scissors trim the nails at each side, cutting
them all around, once a week being suffi-
cient.

If the hands have to be plunged into hot
water a little club moss powder rubbed
over them in advance will be found an ex-

cellent preservative of the skin, as it keeps
them more or less dry, andy at all events
protects the pores from too sudden relaxa-
tion and opening.

The proper nail is clear, thin and yet
firm. It should grow closely at tho sides
of the finger, reach just over the top (a
very long nail is most unsightly, no matter
what fashion dictates) and be so trimmed
as to make a graceful arch or cane at the
top, tapering down clo&elyat each side.

Very hot water must be nvoided. except
in cases of sever chapping or frostbite,
when it should only be used with a glycerine
jelly, rubbed in thoroughly while the hand
is still hot, after .which wash off in tepid
water and dry as completely as possible to
avoid redness or a purplish hue to the skin.

The hands should have their own proper
exercise, should be well manipulated at the
joints onoe or twice at least during the day,
to promote botli firmness and supple move-
ment, auu although too frequent or nervous
gestitatlation should ha avoided, whatever
increases grace or easy motion is to be de-
sired and cultivated.

and if the hands are very rough wear loose
kid gloves ivith the tips of the fingers cut
off, to give ventilation and prevent a dry
look to nails or finger tips.

The only really necessary tools for mani-
curing are the curved nail scissors, the file
(wliich is generally in combination with a
small brush), the chamois leather polisher
and a strip of emery paper, half a dozen of
which can be purchased for twenty-fiv- e

cents from any 'professional manicure.
Some of the pink nail powder and a good
Panga cream should also he atr hand.

The scarf or loose skin around the edge
of the nail should not be cut unless abso-
lutely neceisar", as it not only does increase
a tendency to crack and produce hang nails,
but it coarsens the skin and injures its pro-
tective quality for the nail. But each day
tho scarf skin should be pushed back and
the finger at that part carefully manipu-
lated and pressed into shape, while an ap
plication of Panga cream at the roots will
in almost all cases harden and doctor a
jagged looking or loose skinned nail. New
York Herald.
