A COT-TO- BELT EXPltESS TfiAIU
HELD UP.

Messenger Xestott Reported Killed
and Ten Thousand Dollars

Booty Secured.

Conflicting Acconnts of the Daring Crime

One Authority That but $200
Were Taken.

The Latest of a Series of Bold Eobberies in
the Vicinity of Texarkana Lynching

Promised the Perpetrators if
Taken The Cross Murder Case

Taken Up at Paris
Minor Crimes,

Texarkana, Ark., June 10. The west
bound Cotton Bolt train, which left here
shortly before 12 o'clock, last night, left
the track in the spur switch two miles
from town. An unknown man who was
stealing a ride on the foremost baggage
car was instantly crushed to death and
passengers and trainmen were badly
shaken up.

The engineer and firemen had scarcely
lnsovcretl from the shock when

and Winchesters wero rammed in their
faces and the' were ordered to lead in a
inarch upon the express car. Robbers had
turned the switch and caused the wreck.
They entered the express car and after a
short resistance from Messenger Nesbilt
went through the safe, securing, it is
claimed, less than 200.

After they had gone through this car the
robbers march the engineor and fireman
and messenger about 100 yards from the
railroad track, seated them on a log and
told them to stay there with their eyes
shut for one hour. When tho bandits had
gone a distance of about fifty yards they
turned and fired a volley at the men hold-
ing down the loir. The messenger was
shot through the left hand, and another
pierced his ear. The robbers than disap-
peared.

It required but a short time to notify the
officers hero, who are now in pursuit of the
bandits. One party has been arrested and
is now in custody, but has not yet been
fully identified.

Yesterday afternoon .?10,000 was taken
from the Southern Express company's of-

fice up town and carried to the depot. This
was sent north. It is supposed the robbers
were on the lookout but made a mistake,
thinking the money was to go south.

When the train left the track Conductor
A. B. Snoyer, who was in charge of the
train, went running to the front to ascer-
tain the cause of the trouble. He was
called on to halt but continued to ad-
vance, not thinking of danger. The first
man he ran across was one of the robbers.
The conductor flashed his lantern in tho
bandit's face, the latter shoved a revolver
tinder the other's nose. Again he was or-
dered to retire, and this time orders were
obeyed with alacrity. A great deal of ex-- c

tement prevailed on account of the rob-
bery.

Within the last year several robberies
have been perpetiated within a radius of
100 miles ot here. The people here are

Another account of the robbery is tele- -
raphed to the St. Louis Republic, from
ittle Rod:, as follows:
Another bold and daring train rob-

bery has occurred on the St. Louis, Ar-
kansas & Texas railroad, this time the
Southern Express company suffering the
loss. At an early hour this morning the
express car attached to the northbound
passenger train was robbed between Cam-
den and Texarkana hy four masked men,
mill about $10,000 was taken from the safe.
Messenger A N. Nesbitt was in charge of
tho car. As soon as he discovered the in-
tention of the men lie fired two shots at
the lejder and was in the act of firing a
third when he received a bullet in
his right breast and fell to the floor.
The rotbers boarded the train at a water
tank where they had been in waiting some
time.

Express Agent Bunn, of Memphis. Tenn.,
arrived this evening and reported that
Nesbitt was killed aud that the robbers
secured everything of value in tho safe.
The men made their escape.

About fifteen months ago a similar rob-
bery occurred on the same lino near Tex-

arkana. Two of the outlaws, Steve and
Kube Burrow s, t he celebrated train robbers
were captured and routined in the Arkan-s:i- s

nemtentiarv wilding their trial. Rube
and Steve di?d while in prison. It

is expected rhat the men who robbed the
train this morning is a part of the same
gang. A late special from Camden says
the robbers placed obstructions on the j

track in the shape of logs, derailing the i

train, and that eslntt was instantly
killed.

Thi-- is done oecause
the other defendants arc trying to throw
the whole responsibility upon Robinson.
The marshal has returned a peciRl venire
for sixtj jurymen, who came in today.
This was done because t was learned that
teveral of the regular jury had been tam-
pered with.

Lainar, the county in which Paris is situ-
ated, is excluded.

Stevens county. Kan., adjoins the neu-

tral strip, or No Man's Land, lying on the
south of K:insas. and is the second county
from the Colorado line. Near the south-
east corner of the county is the little town
ofYooihees. A little northwest of the
center is Wooddale, aud still nearer the
center is Hugoton. Almost directly south
of Yoorhees, some seventeen miles, is
AVild Horse lake. Both Woodsdale and
Hugoton were candidates for the county
seat, which questions in Kansas are set-
tled bv an allegea vote of the people.

In the early days of Woodsdale, Sam
Robinson, an unsavory character from
Kentucky, had located there, receiving a
bonus of lots for erecting a "hotel.'"
When the time came for selecting can-d'lt-

for county officers he was a candi-- d

itc for sheriff on the Woodsdale ticket,
but his character had become well enough
known to cause his defeat in convention,
und John Cross was chosen. Robinson

deserted Woodsdale and went over to Hu-
goton. There he was made city marshal.
He and his pals frequently "rounded up"
Woodsdale and defied the authorities. Af-
ter a time he drew his revolver on a man
who had "sand'" enough to make com-
plaint and a warrant was issued for his ar-
rest. This warrant was placed in the
hands of Ed Short, constable at Woods-dal- e.

He attempted to execute itat Hugo-to-

but was prevented, he reported, by
armed men. In the meantime John Cross
had been elected sheriff, and Robinson had
sworn he should never fill the office.

Alxmfc July 24, 18S8, while this warrant
was still in the hands of Ed Short, Robin-
son aud a few friends went fishing into No
Man's Land on the Beaver river. Short
considered this a good chance to arrest
Robinson, and with two men went to the
neutral strip for that purpose. When over-
taken by the officers the Robinson party
took retuge in a sod house and refused to
surrender A messenger was sent for
Sheriff Cross to bring men enough to
make the arrest, but before they arrived
Robinson escaped by a back window
and rode away on a fast
horse. The prisoner having escaped,
Short and his men returned to Woodsdale,
but failed to meet Cross and his men on
their way to the rescue.

Cross and his men rode all night and
reached the spot where they expected to
find the constables at daylight Julv 25,
and they searched the prairie till about
noon, when they met a wild horse hunter.
Cross and his men then turned toward
Jiome. Coming to AVild Horse lake they
lay down to rest while their horses fed on
the grass leaving their arms strapped to
their saddles.

When Robinson escaped he went directly
to Hugoton, raised an armed force of
twenty-tw- o men, and hurried back. They
came upon the sheriff and his posse of five
while they lay asleep. They asked them
to surrender and assured them no harm
should be done them. Few in numbers,
unarmed, and surrounded by a mob armed
with Winchesters, they could do nothing
else. Then, one after another, the sheriff:
and his deputies were shot down in cold
blood. The men shot were Sheriff John
Cross, Cyrus W. Eaton. Bob Hubbard, of
Chicago; Rolla Wilcox and Hubert Tonev,
of Flora, III.

SMUGGLING CLOTHING.

How New York Swells Get Their English
Apparel.

New York, June 10. Tho Sun this
morning gives a list of the addresses found
on different articles among the cart load of
clothing seized on board the steamship
City of Now York when she arrived hero
on her last trip. The list includes a num-
ber of prominent New York men, and one
or two residents of Boston and Chicago.

The Sun intimates, however, that these
parties probably had no knowledge of the
attempt tosmuggle their clothes in with-
out payment of duty. They probably gave
their ordois to English tailors, with in-

structions to ship the articles ordered to
this country. The tailors seem to have an
anent here to whom these goods are sent
and who distributes them to the custom-
ers, who are charged prices based upon le
gitimate uuty-pai- d importation.

It was learned yesterday that Collector
Erhardt has determined to sell the goods
seized on the City of New York at public
auction. They consist of numerous fine
suits of English made clothing and a large
quantity of undenvear.

In connection with the smuggling
schemes recently unearthed it is learned
that the Inman line officials have
cabled to Liverpool, advising the
discharge of Chief Officer Allen
of the City of Chester, in whose state-
room was recently found a quantity of
ladies' apparel and other dutiable goods.

The examination of Storekeeper Luydeu
and his assistant, Murdick, of tho steam-
ship City of Chicago this afternoon result-
ed in Layden's discharge, for lack of evi-
dence against him, and the holding of
Murdick for the action of the grand jury.

PRESBYTERIANS DISCUSS UNION.
New York, June 10. At this morning's

session of tho synod of the synod of the
Reformed Presbyterian church discussion
was begun upen'the report heretofore pre-
sented upon the subject of a union with
the general synod. Elder David Bojd, of
Kansas City, spoke in favor of the report
and against any union. The substance of
their arguments was that the general
synod did not accept the standards of the
synod. The general synod substantially
held that its members might swear
allegiance to the constitution of
the government aud that their members
might vote and hold office. The synod
placed itself on record that it was utterly
inconsistent for any one of its members to
sit on juries, hold office, or swear allegiance
to the United States constitution because
it did not acknowledge the soveieigntj- - of
God n it should. The speakers in lavor of
union and against the report were Rev. N.
M. Johnson, ot Topeka, Kan.; Rev. J. 11.
Thompson, ot Newlmtgh, N. Y., aud Rev.
W. L. Sampson, of McKeeport. Pa. At 5
o'clock without reaching a vote, the synod
adjourned until tomorrow morning.

BURIED ALIVE.

Mourners Determined that a Proposed
Funeral Shall Take Place.

Chicago. HI., Juno 10. An evening
paper prints t he following: Ljist Satur-
day the funeral of John Buske who died
suddenly was held at his residence and
after the services the body was carried to
the cemetery When the cortege reached
the cemetery some one suggested the coffin
should be opened, but this was voted down,
notwithstanding that a tapping from the
side of the coffin indicated that there was
Lfe there. As the body was being lowered
into the crave the tanning became more
pronounced, but the people had assembled
for a funeral and it had to take place. The '

coffin was dropped into the grave and the
earth fell upon the casket. Yesterday the j

grave was opened, the coffin removed and
an examination proved that tho victim
had been murdered through the careless- - '

ness of the attendants. Buske's body was
twisted, his features distort ed, his tongue
bitten nearlv in two and his finger nails
imbeded in the flesh. There was every in-

dication that a horrible struggle had taken
place.

THE PENSION BILLS BEREFT OF

THEIR FORCE.

The Dependent and Service Pen-

sion Features Dropped by
the Conferees.

Mr. Teller Assails the Administration

for Its Stand Against. the "Hon-

est Dollar."

Plumb's Scheme to Reduce the Surplus

Amended so as to Retain Certificate

Reserves The Finance Committee

Making Changes in the

Washington, June 0. The protracted
negotiations between tne senate and the
house respecting the differences arising
from conflicting amendmends to the pen-
sion bill were brought to a successful con-
clusion today by a final agreement of the
conferees. By the terms of the agreement
the senate recedes from its insistence upon
the dependent pension features and the
houso agrees to drop the service pension
provision leaving the bill a disability pen-
sion bill.

TELLER'S PLAIN TALK

His Duty to the People Placed Before

All Else.

Washington, June 10. On motion of
Mr. Morrill the house silver bill was re-

ferred to the finance committee.
The following bill was taken from the

calendar mid passed:
The senate bill granting to the Chicago.

Kansas & Nebraska railway company
to sell and convey to the Chicago,

SowerIsland & Pacific railway company
all the railway property, right and fran-
chise of the Chicago, Kansas & Nebraska
railway company m the territory of Okla-
homa and the Indian territory.

The senate silver bill was then taken up
and unanimous consent was given, at the
request of Mr. Jones, of Nevada, that after
3 o clock on Friday next debate shall be
limited to five minutes by any senator on
any question. The question was on Mr.
Plumb's amendment that no funds avail-
able for the paymont of the public debt (in-
cluding such as are kept for the redemp-tio- u

of United States notes) shall be re-
tained in the treasury in excess of the

On motion of Mi. Harris the amendment
waslamended bv adding the words,'Provid-e- d

that the gold and silver coin and gold
bullion in the treasury on which gold and
silver certificates have been issued shall
not be considered available for any pur-
pose except the redemption of such certifi-
cates.''

In the course of his speech on the bill
Mr. Teller took occasion to deny the ac-

curacy of some of the statements in Mr.
Sherman's last speech on the bill. One of
the points was that the gold dollar had al-

ways been the tmitc of value. "That
statement is not true," said Mr. Teller,
"whether it comes from an of
the treasury or from anybody else." An-
other point in Mr. Sherman's speech
which Mr. Teller disputed and de-

nied was that the increase of
of circulation hud kept pace with
the increase-o- f population. Mr. Teller
argued that it would require an annual in-
crease of 544,000,000 of currency to meet the
annual increase of population. As to the
statement by Mr. bhermunand others that
the supporters of the bill wanted a cheap
dollar. Mr. Teller said it was a species of
demagogy which was a disgrace to the
senate. L'hey wanted the honest dollar re-

stored, the dollar that had been stricken
down without the will of the people and
without their knowledge. The triends
of silver were for paving the debt as it
was contracted that it should be paid and
that was all that anybody could ask. The
man who stood before the senate arguing
for the single standard was either dishon-
est or ignorant and had no right to repre-
sent the interests of the American people.
If tho peoplo could put in the white house
and in tho treasury department men who
wanted to conquer the single standard in-

fluence they could be conquered, but never
until then.

Mr Teller went on to speak of the silver
plank in the Republican national platform
and said that if he had supposed it to be
mere clap-trap- , tho Republican ticket
would not have had such support from
him, aud would not have got the great ma-
jority that it did in the state of Colorado.

Mr Teller went on to say that the bi-

metallic principle had had its worst enemy,
its most effective foe. the man who
had done it the most harm, in the
treasury department; it had been within
the power of the administration to relieve
the people so that what the people suffered
was "at the door of the administration,"
but there was no feeling favorable to

in high places and would not be
while Wall street could influence political
parties. Each party had been met by the
declaration that congress must legi-Ia- te

so as to gain the good will of business in-

terests of the country. That meant Wall
street. Ho remembered the case of a presi-
dent (Mr. Cleveland) addressing a crowd

MR. FRANK ON GERRYMANDERING.
Washington, June 10. Mr Frank has

parted company with the majority of his
committee on the
bill, but he does not go over to the Demo-
cratic minority. He takes an independent
position, and gives his reasons in u report
to the house. Mr. Frank says:

"Legislative power is the power of the
people I apprehend that no one cin be
more interested in or affected by represen-
tation m the congress of the United States
than the people of the states, within their
respective territorial limits. Thev are far
better judges of how they wish to be repre-
sented than the aggregate representation
of all the states in congress. Local ques-
tions, local interests and local issues are
constantly contending with issues of dif-

ferent import, or even of the same charac-
ter, in different states. The voice of the
of the people is best heard by giving the
power of framing districts to the states
themselves If, purcbance, improper and
unwise acts are passed by legislatures for
political expediency in the framing of con-
gressional districts" which strike the popu-
lar mind as unfair and unjnst the popular
sentiment will make itself beard a: the
polls, aud remedy the wrong. Section i
of the bill, to my mind, is inexcusable and
unwarrantable," Inexcusable, because its
very purpose is apparent to maintain the
present representation in congress by a
drastic measure so violent as to an

nul the solemn legislative enact-
ments of four states Ohao, Maryland,
Kentucky and Tennessee. Unwarranta-
ble, not because congress can not
pass retroactive measures, Hut unwarrant-
able because the "constitutions of very
many states inhibits such, legislation, and
the mind naturally revolts at a law which
destroys the validity and effect of what
has been done by another lavy under which
people are justified in actingland by virtue
of which certain rights havearisen.

"My opinion is that this Isort of legis-
lation is odious and, wljten the pur-
pose is so manifest, "yill not be
sustained gby the right thinking
people. This section does; not 'make or
alter' any regulation, but jseeks to repeal
regulations expressly prescribed by the
state legislatures, new iipd duly elected,
and substitute therefor and make operative
prior enactments of thijtse states which
have been repealed. I sdriously doubt the
legal right to do this under the con-
stitutional power reserved to congress, but
I have no doubt of the impropriety of this
effort so to do. When congress, for the
first time in 100 years, seeks to exercise the
power vested by the 'constitution, there
ought to be some overwhelming necessity
for the legislation. I have yet heard no
reason giveu for this measure which can

commend it to my judgment, andfossibly those views humbly, confident of
the good judgment of my colleagues in the
final result."

WHEAT'S CONDITION.

Statistical Eeturns of June to the Agri-

cultural Department.

Washington, June 10. The statistical
returns of June to the department of agri-
culture include preliminary estimates of
the area of wheat, both spring and winter
and its condition. While several states

the areai of winter wheat last
autumn the heavy reduction by plowing
and planting other crops to replace
the winter killed wheat in Illinois,
Indiana and to a limited extent in
two or three other states has re-
duced the acreage in every wheat growing
state of any prominence except Kansas
and Oregon. The percentages represent
the actual area now growing in compari-
son with the acreage harvested last year
and include all that was seeded last fall
except what has been replaced by other
crops. The general average is 91.2, areduc-tio- n

of 8.8 percent of last year'swinter wheat
area. The percentages of the principal
states are as follows- - New York 03, Penn-
sylvania 99, Virginia 97, Georgia S3, Texas
7o, Kentucky 91, Ohio 95, Michigan 90, In-
diana SO, Illinois 76, Missouri 90, Kansas
109, California SO, Oregon 103.

An increase in the acreage of spring
wheat is reported except in AVisconsin and
Dakota. The percentages are: Wisconsin
97, Minnesota 118, Iowa 104, Nebraska 105,
the Dakota 95. There is also an increase
in Colorado, Washington and the terri-
tories. The general percentage is 103.9.
Taking winter wheat and spring wheat to-
gether the percentage of last year's
breadth is 95.4, showing a net loss
on nearly three-fourth- s million acres.
The estimated area of 1889 was
381,123,850. acres. The condition of
growing winter wheat has declined
from 80 to 78, since the first of May. Slight
improvement is notice in New York and
Pennsylvania and Ohio and California.
The condition of wheat in Indiana Illinois
and Texas remains at the same low figures
of last month. Decline is apparent in
Michigan. Missouri and Kansas and in
nearlv all the southern states. The plants
aie generally thin on the .ground and lack-
ing in development. The patches of bare
spots are more conspicuous as
the, season progresses., The averages
of condition of principal states are:
New York 93, Pennsylvania 98, Virginia
87, Georgia 53, Texas 67, Tennessee 72, Ken-

tucky 80, Ohio 84, Michigan 69, Indiana 03,
Illinois 64, Missouri 77, Kansas 80, Califor-
nia SO, Oregon 91. The following are some
of the spring wheat, percentages of condi-
tion: Wisconsin S2, Minnesota 97, Iowa
93, Nebraska S5. Dakotas 90, Colorado 99.
The average of entire spring wheat
breadth is 9f 2.

The reported area of oats is 98.7: condi-
tion, s'J.S. Area of barley. 93.1: condition,
S6 4. Area of rye. 985; condition, 92.4. Area
of clover, 100.7; condition, 95.1.

CHANGES IN THE SUGAR SCHEDULE.
Washington, June 10. It is reported

thnt the sugar schedule of the tariff bill
will be materially changed by the senate
finance committee. The bounty provision,
it is said will be retained, but the rate on
refined sugar will be advanced from four-tent-

to five-tent- of a cent per pound.
There is some talk about the color line
being restoied to No. 13, and it is also sug-
gested that a duty will be placed
on all sugars below No. 16. From
tho revenue thus derived from
the duty the bounty could be paid,
which, it is believed, would remove the
principal objection to n bounty. The
growers of sugar would be reconciled to an
entire removal of duties jind the payment
of a bounty if they could be assured that
the bounty would" be continued. But they
apprehend that to take 8,000,000 or

annually from the treasury would
noon become unpopular, and that the dis-

content would be so general that congress
would be compelled to repeal t::e bounty.
With a small duty on raw sugar, the
bounty could be paid from the money thus
collected, and still leave a very respectable
sum for the general purposes of the gov-

ernment.

THE HOUSE PROCEEDINGS.
Washington, Juno 10. The speaker laid

before the house a senite bill amendatory
to the internal revenue laws. It was
paed. It authorizes the commissioner of
internal revenue to formulate rules and
legulations by which beer may be carried
direct from the vats to the bottling de-

partments without pissing through the
Intermediate process ot being drawn into
kesrs. The senate bill was passed changing
the present system of drawback on ex-

ported beer "and fermented liquors and
permitting their exportation in bond in
the same manner as distilled spirits are
now handled.

The house then went into committee of
the whole, Mr. Payson, of Illinois, m the
chair, on the postollice appropriation bill.
No opposition was made to tb" measure
and the committee having peedtly consid-
ered the bill reported it to the house when
it was passed. The house then adjourned.

It is believed that to-
morrow will end tho work and that all pa-
pers will bo ready for delivery to the sec-
retary of the interior. All that re-
mains undone is for the Indians to
determine upon a plan for the payment of
the money realized from the sale. Some
want the whole amount paid out per cap-

ita at once, while othersravor the holding
in trust bv the government of a sufficient
amount to gtiaranteo an annuity payment
every year. The Indians are in high glee
over the prospects of securing the big pay-

ment soon and seem to realize they have
the best end of the deal. The
richest ono in the tribe is II. C.
Jones, who becomes owner of 1,000 acres
of lands, beside receiving $12,000 in money.
Other Indians become rich in proportion,
it depending on the number belonging to
the family.

Tho auccess of the commission in Fecur-iu- g

cession of the Iowa and Sac and Fox
lands has placed new life into the move-
ment of boomers. Several tiins of wagons
loaded with tents and other necessities
were discovered lata yesterday evening
near Sapula, all making for the Iowa
country to await the opening, which is ex-
pected at an early date.

Upon leaving here the commissioners
hope to be able to deal with tho Pottowat-omi- e

tribe directly south of tho Sac and
Fox country.
