Slow Promotions.
A suggestive fact connected with tho

new army register is that it shows no
fewer than nine ry-si- x first lieutenants on
the active list who have service in tho
civil war to their credit. Tho rank and
pay of a first lieutenant aro not an enor-
mous remuneration for the length and
value of tho survico which some of these
ofiicers have rendered. Tho retired list
shows also thirty-eig- ht first lieutenants
who havo seen war service, and while the
causes of retirement have been various,
yet they include some compulsory retire-
ments for age. Only a 3'ear or two ago
occurred the retirement of a first lieuten-
ant at the age of 64. Of course these ex-

ceptional cases result from tho fact that
SJiuo volunteer ofiicers received commis-
sions in the regujar army after the war
when already considerably advanced in
years, and also officers
averaging older than the Military acad-
emy graduates have been made second
lieutenants. But whatever the facts, it
is remarkable that with tho war a quar-
ter of a centur3T in tho past there should
bo nearly a hundred ofiicers in our little
army who served in those campaigns and
aro still on the active list without having
reached the grade of captain.

EGYPT AND HER ARTS.

I Points from a Lecture by Mrs. Amelia K
Edwards, the Eminent lijyptoloiBt.

It was a largo and cultured audience
which was gathered in Chickering hall
recently to hear Miss Amelia B. Edwards,
critic, authoress and lecturer, deliver tha
Crst of a series of lectures on Egypt
and her arts. They expected much and
were not disappointed, the address being
a choice aud instructive entertainment.
Miss Edwards is an En-

glishwoman refined, intellectual, trav-

eled and well read. Tho principal points
of the lecture follow:

We would naturally suppose the arts
of sculpture and painting, which have
come down to us from the ancient Egyp-
tians, to be twins, but painting and draw-
ing, its predecessor, are incomparably
older, as ancient as Egypt's civilization,
almost as old as man himself. Drawing
is the earliest art the world possessed,
and we pass at once from the most an-

cient traces to the Egyptian draughts-
man. We cannot measure the time
which elapsed between the two. We
cannot guess how long it took the prim-
itive Egyptian to work up from his orig-
inal barbarism to tho timo when we first
hear of him, for even then he was a fin-

ished scientist and mathematician, and
had a wide knowledge of arts.and litera-
ture. It is with his skill as a draughts-
man and as a painter that we are con-
cerned.

The earliest Egyptian paintings are at
temple of Denebra, on the Nile, and ante-

date the birth of Christ by 3,000 years.
They are contemporaneous with the
building of the great pyramids. Their
peculiarity is that the heads and legs are
represented in profile, whilo the bodies
and eyes aro full front. Ilaving no idea
of perspective the feet of the figures were
drawn upon tho same plane. Still the
actual picture is not so preposterous as
the description would seem; the lines are
drawn with such freedom and graceful-
ness that wo forget the deformity. In
coloring, the men were painted a deep
brown and the women yellow.

The features and dress also received a
conventional representation. The ancient
Egyptian was not a painter, but an illu-
minator. He could not depict the widow
weeping at the side of the mummy of her
husband, nor Pharaoh slaying his thou-
sands, but in the representation of raco
characteristics and individuals, alien
types and alien costumes, he was inimit-
able. The notion is prevalent that the
Egyptian artist took more liberties with
the human form divine than any other,
but it is not the case. The early artists
in all times and in .all nations begin in tho
same way, and make precisely the same
errors. Nothing in Egypt has been dis-

covered so ludicrously feeble as the draw-
ing on the proto-Homer- vases of Greece,
contemporary with .the timo of Rameses
III, at even which period true Egyptian
art was in its decadence.

Here were displayed a number of pho-
tographs direct from the original, by
means of a powerful stereopticon, Miss
Edwards pointing out their salient char-
acteristics. The contrast between the
early Greek pictures and tho finished
Egyptian, was indeed laughable, but it
was noticed that the former developed,
whilo tho latter, having arrived at a cer-
tain point of perfection, remained at a
standstill. Continuing, tho lecturer said
the Greeks learned from the Egyptians,
but at length tho Egyptians adopted the
progressive Grecian ideas. When tho
huge labyrinth near Heliopolis was de-

stroyed by the Roman government, a
portion of its site was made use of as a
place of burial by an extensive Grasco-Egyptia- n

colony. Here the now art came
into being; perhaps a variation of rolling
the bandages over the face of the mummy
suggested it.

Faces and heads were painted full face
with light and shade to give the sem-
blance of relief. The material was gen-
erally wax laid on panels of cedar wood.
Tho colors were applied in powder form
to tho surface of tho soft wax by a seed
brush. The result was an immense step
forward.

By means of tho stereopticon a series
of specimens of this latter portraituro
found in recent excavations were pro-
jected on tho screen. Tho faces were
exceedingly interesting, the drawing, ex-

pression and light and shade effects be-

ing excellent. The faces, particularly
those of the women, boro an exceeding-
ly modern look, and were complete to tho
most minute detail. Boston Advertiser.

The English Itojnl Succession.
I hear that the Duko of Edinburgh has

worried the queen considerably about
the question of tho succession to the
throne in the event of Prince Albert Vic-
tor and Princo Georgo dying without
issue. Tho duke of
and tho Empress Frederick aro under-
stood to be strongly of opinion that, in
order to prevent any possibility of dis-

putes and troubles in the future, there
ought to be a formal understanding on
tho subject. It is undoubtedly desirable
that such questions should be properly
and publicly settled in good time, and,
human life being uncertain, tho antici-
pated situation might arrive any day.
Lord Salisbury has been much to blamo
for letting tho matter slide in order to
avoid threatened disputes, as a formal
announcement ought certainly to have
been made to parliament before the mar-
riage took place. London Truth.

The Paris Exposition.
The statistics of the Paris exhibition

are now being busily collected for official
publication. So far as at present known
25,39S,000 persons visited the exhibition,
and used some 2S,000,000 tickets of the
30,000,000 issued to say nothing of the
30,000 passes belonging to exhibitors and
officials. In 1878 the visitors reached
12,510,905, and in 18G7, 8,407,209. The
daily average in 18S9 was 137,289 vis-

itors, and on the last day 370,000 persons
entered and used 511,000 tickets, five be-

ing required for each entrance to the
night fete. The entrance money to the
Eiffel tower since May 15 amounts to

1GO,000, and the receipts of the Decau-vill- o

railway to 00,000, from 2 pence
fares.

The cafes and restaurants reaped an
equal harvest, the three Bouillons Duval
alone making a net profit of 60,000,
and the exhibitors have sold their wares
largely, many several times over. Five
million provincials and 1,500,000 foreign-
ers visited Paris for the occasion, and
while the frugal French only spent on
an average 4 during their stay, the for-
eigners' expenditure generally reached

20 apiece, making the nice little sum of
nearly 50,000,000 into the Parisians'
pockets. The English stood at the head
of tho foreign guests, with 380,000 vis-

itors, the Belgians coming second with
225,000. London Hlustrated News.

Physical Cultnre at College.
Every student is entitled to an exam-

ination, and the most of them avail them-
selves of it. The student is then required
to go through certain exercises, and
measurements of tho different portions
of his body are taken. Theso are kept
for comparisons, and to show what ad-

vance he is making. The gymnasium is
now so managed that a student is not re-

quired to compete with men stronger
than himself, but can exercise alone.
Gentle running exercise is recommended,
as it promotes circulation and starts per-
spiration. This renders bathing neces-
sary, which is very important for tho
health of the student. Sponge or shower
baths are regarded as the best. Heavy
gymnastics are no part of tho college
training, but aro carried on by the stu-
dents belonging to athletic ciubs. It is
believed that it is better to have 100 men
strong, healthy and athletic, than ono
man, or a team, who can break records.
There are in Harvard college 245 students
today who can surpass tho tests applied
to the strongest men of 1880, Although
attendance on the gymnasium is entirely
voluntary there aro 1,200 students who
make use of its advantages. Dr. D. A.

Germany's Frisky Emperor.
The German emperor decidedly aston-

ished the stolid Turk during his visit to
Constantinople. They expected to see a
sedate, grave personage, always moving
in solemn state, as befitted so great a
monarch, but instead they found a brisk
young man, who preferred to ride on
horseback with a few attendants and
rushed about from morning to night
with his wife like the most curious tour-
ist. Emperor William often vexed his
escort by turning suddenly into by-

streets which had not been done up for
imperial eye, and would rido down steep
descents at breakneck speed, with the
cavalry jolting after him in mortal ter-
ror. His majesty missed two of the
most characteristic features of Constan-
tinople streets, for tho dogs and the beg-
gars were closely shut up during his
stay. The dogs wero housed in two largo
buildings in tho suburbs and the beggars
inhabited a wing of the Stamboul prison,
being well fed at the government ex-

pense till tho German sovereign depart-
ed.

Tbero is no reason to doubt
that a horse with ulcerated teeth suffers
as intensely from toothache as a human
subject. Irregular growth or fracture
of tho enamel on tno outer edges make
the teeth so rouh as to injure tJm inside
of the cheek, sometimes cauwng ulcers.
In other cases some of tho grinder3 grow
more slowly than others and fail to meet
those in the opposite jaw, caosmg what
is called "quiding,'" imperfect mastica-
tion of the food. The remedy is to file
tho teeth into the proper shape. Horse
dentistry is now recognized.
