THE BEGGING BUSINESS--

A POLICEMAN COMMENTS UPON

THAT AND OTHER 8UBJECTS.

San Francisco Mendicants T""ho Sell tho
Food They Keceivo It la Used for Fro
Hunch Tho Officer's Grief Becatuo Ho
Can't Bo President.

What a policeman doesn't know is
oftentimes past finding out. Ho is a
traveling junk ehop of scrap informa-
tion; a peripatetic encyclopedia of mis-
cellaneous bits of knowledge. As a rula
he isn't much up on theology or science,
' 'cause he never had no show" in that

line, but on the hows t and whens and
whys and wherefores of the life that rolls
on about him he has a "pretty tight
grip." If you know how to go to him,
you can learn a great deal more than tho
way to the pavilion or what time the last
car leaves the ferry. Of course, there
are a few policemen and a regiment of
other policemen.

"This is a pretty hard kind o' life," said
one who belongs to the first class, last
night. "It's kijling. After & man has
been an officer for a while he's good for
nothing else. Hobbling about from one
corner to another, and keeping within
sound of tho sergeant's whistle, is bad
for ambition. You never heard of a
policeman getting any liigh office. Tail-
ors, plowboys, rail splitters, canal boys
and printers' devils have climbed to the
president's chair, but nary a policeman.
I onco heard of an officer who became
president of a literary society in Kansas,
but the meetings were licld in his house;
his daughter was the secretary, his son
was the treasurer, his other sen was the
Bergeant-at-arm- s an' his wife an' baby
made the audience. Ho was tho first
officer 1 over heard of who got a high
position, and perhaps ho didn't count.
Somo officers graduated to tho dash board
of street cars, but they never appear to
go any higher. Although wo are con-

stantly telling people to 'move on,' we
always stand still ourselves. Wo pick
up a good deal of information on differ-
ent subjects, but the only people that
seem to want-i- t are the reporters. You
Bee that girl there with tho bundle?"

The reporter too- - off his glasses and
saw her at once. She was a very dirty
slovenly dressed child, and had a bag in
her arms.

"She's a beggar, and is loaded up with
bread, cake, meat, slices of pie and about
everything that's eatable."

"Why, she has enough to last a family
for a month," said the reporter. "1 sup-
pose she can lay off, now, like the ant."

"Oh, no she can't or won't," returned
the officer. "She'll be out again

morning and will work another part
of town. Do you know what tho beg-
gars do with tho bread and other stuff
tho charitable 'people give them? No?
Well, they sell it to tho saloons on tho
Barbary coast and in other tough quar-
ters. The meat an' loaves that are put
into tho dirty hands of mendicant pov-

erty today furnish the free lunch coun-
ters of the saloons That girl
will make from 2 to 3 a day begging.
She sells what eatables she gets and cleans
up quite a penny from tho sales. Then
Borne people give the beggars money, and
in a week the earnings amount to a good
deal."

THE WAYS OP PROFESSIONALS.

"Do all the beggars sell what is given
them?"

"What would they do with it? At
come houses they get enough to keep a
family for a week. They all have a dozen
or more pockets in their clothes, and be-

fore they niako their appearopco at a
second house they have stowed away
what they got at the first."

"Do they cat of the contributions?"
"Oh, yes, indeed. People throw out

their back door better food than many
an honest man has ever a chance of see-

ing. Tho beggars keep the choicest and
sell tho rest."

"What do they do with tho clothing
they get?"

"Tho boys and girls don't go for cloth-
ing. Tho fathers and mothers work tho
wardrobe racket. The old man is will-
ing to do any kind o' work for a coat or
a pair o' pants, and tho woman has three
nigged boys st homo who can't go to
school because they havo no clothes.
The beggar is as sagacious in working his
trade as tho cleverest business man in
the city. Ho picks out the houses with
the well trimmed gardens and tho clean
sidewalks and steps. Tho woman at-

tends tho places where well dressed boys
play about the door. All tho clothing
thoy get is sold; some for rags, some to
tho second hand dealers, nnd the pro-
ceeds go for drink. I have been travel-
ing a beat for seven years, and I never
know or heard of an honest man making
a door to door canvass for assistance.
No niatteT" how near he was to starva-
tion, tho decent man won't do that."

"Do beggars get any food from restau-
rants?"

"Very little. A bit of meat is in a bad
way when it can't be used by a restau-
rant. And then the refuse in all tho eat-
ing houses is sold to tho dairies or pig
raisers. Men go around every day with
wagons collecting tho refuse, and the
worth of the stuff is knocked off the milk
bill."

Hero the sergeant's whistle sounded,

EARLY SHAKESPEARE&

Something About the First Editions cd
tke Great Poet's "Works.

Adolph Sutro has endeavored for a
long time to complete his unfinished
"first four folio" editions of Shakespeare.
With him this has been a labor of quiet,
but uninterrupted, research. Of the
first folio edition (1613) there are only
five complete copies known to exist.
One is in the British museum, another
in the French National library, another
in the National library at Munich, one in
the possession of Lord Eilesmere, and
the remaining ono is now owned by the
Baroness Burdett Courts.

These books are now worth a king's
ransom in gold; in fact, it is not to be
supposed that money could purchase
them from their opulent possessors. In
the Sutro library this first edition was
rendered almost complete yesterday by
the receipt of seven plays heretofore
lacking. What is now sought after to
render it entire is the last leaf in the
play of "Locrine," a play which is an
apocryphal one, so far as Shakespeare's
authorship thereof is concerned, but
which is always found in the first four
editions of hi3 works. Besides, there
still remains another defect.

The original steel engraving, copied
from an oil portrait of Shakespeare now
in the possession of the Duke of Devon-
shire, and found only as the frontispiece
in the first edition of his works, is want-
ing. This is known as the "Droeschut
engraving." To procure this Mr. Sutro
relies upon his ingenuity and money to
purchase it from some ono who has a
broken set of this edition, and who will
not be so likely to hoard it in the pres-
ence of a tempting price. Of these there
are supposed to be quite a number among
the private families in England and per-
haps in the musty alcoves of second hand
dealers on the continent.

The second edition (1832) was rendered
complete by yesterday's contribution,
save that it too is minus the last leaf of
"Locrine." The same should be said of
the third edition (1664), while the fourth
edition (1683), so remarkable for its
width of margin, as compared with its
predecessors, is exempt from any de-

ficiency.
All these editions are alike in the table

of contents, containing besides the now
commonly accepted plays of Shakespeare,
such dramas as "The London Prodigal,"
"History of Thomas, Lord Cromwell,"
etc., while the dedication is quaintly ad-

dressed to "the most noble and incom-
parable pair of brethren, the Earls of
Pembroke and Montgomery."

The rent roll of Shottery Meadow is a
queer little piece of bound vellum, six-

teen pages, bearing date 1620-2- 1, and
which began its accounts and statement
of rents about the period when the Pil-
grim fathers were storm tossed on the
ocean on their way to their new home.
Shottery Meadow is located three miles
from Stratford-on-Avo- the birthplace
of Shakespeare, and the little book of
parchment, parts of it well preserved,
with its chirography quito distinct, but
in some places faded and obscure, showed
how accounts were kept with small farm-
ers in those days, when land was leased
by tho acre, dole or swath, the latter de-

riving its name and being measured in
width by the sweep of a scythe.

Tho book possesses intrinsic interest for
the admirers of Shakespeare, because
among the tenants therein recorded, to-

gether with their allotments of land, are
the names of Thomas Combe, to whom
Shakespeare left his sword by will; Bar-
tholomew Hathaway, the poet's brother-in-la-

and "John Will the older and
John Will the younger," also relatives of
ShaksDeare. San Fraucisco Chronicle.

Such appellations as these are not nec-

while the last named's son, if also called
William, becomes "Jock's Wull's 's

Wullsie." A further form is
"Wullsikie," but that, probably, is
rarely used. The system still obtain3 in
Scotland, and if it were introduced into
this country it might prevent some of
the confusion which exists among out
John Smiths.
