OF LONDON'S SCHOOL BOARD.

Sho Enjoys It Thoronjfhly, She Bays Its
Unties Are Very Exactly and ZUsare
Very Llttlo Tlmo fa Social or Other
Relaxation.

ISpeeial Oorrespoailence.
Lo-do- x, May 26. We school board

members are elected for term of three
years, and as we have jtut arrived mid-
way in our present tenure of office I
thought it a favorable opportunity a few
weeks ago to review the work of the last
eighteen months in a speech to my con-
stituents, and generally sift out in my
own mind the impressions I have found.
It takes a now member a full year to
master the ordinary routine of Ha work,
to realize what he may and what ha may
not do, and to make himself acquainted
"with the whole "personnel" of the board
officers. I enjoy my work fully as much
as I anticipated, and that I look forward
to the pleasure of standing again at-th- e

next election.

ICES. ASHTOK DILKE.
As in the United States the school

committees do not exactly correspond to
our popularly elected school boards, it
may be of interest to give a little sketch
of what the duties of a school board
member really are. Even in England
people are often amusingly vague on the
eubject, and seem to imagine that at-
tendance at the public meeting of the
board held every Thursday afternoon,
with an occasional participation, in the
debate, represents the main portion of
one's functions. As o matter of fact, the
best part of both one's time and one's
energy is daily absorbed by the board,
and I have found myEelf obliged to re-
linquish by degrees not only a large num-
ber of my political and lecturing engage-
ments, but also a considerable propor-,tio-n

of my social duties as well.
The really arduous part of one's

school board duties undoubtedly consists
of attendance-a- t committees. The whole
'work of tho board is divided up among
various committees, wbioh meet either
weekly or fortnightly in the numerous
xoorca psxxvided fox tho purpose in tho
largo and handsome school board offices
overlooking the Thames Embankment
Every member is supposed to sit on three
of these committees, and he is given his
choice as to which three ho may prefer.
I selected for my share the works coin-anitte- o,

which has charge of all the
building plan3 and contracts, and which
lately has suffered so much abuse for the
sins of its predecessors in office, tho
nnanco and the school management
committee. This latter, however, to
which is entrusted all strictly educa-
tional questions, an well as the appoint-
ment of teachers, is divided up into
numerous such as the
drawing and pupil teachers, tlie promo-
tion and tho physical exercise

on all of which I sit, and tho
needlework of which I
am chairwoman. So I do not think 1
shafl be guilty of exaggeration if I say
that on an average fifteen hours a week,
or three hours a day, exclusive of Satur-
days and Sundays, axe devoted to

alone. Somotimes, when
there is a sadden rush of work, I may
apend the whole day from 10 o'clock till
5 o'clock at the board offices, passing
from one commiltoe room to another,
and filling up odd moments by signing
come of the innumerable checks which
the clerk of tho finauco committee al-
ways has on hand forany member whom
ho may chance to find at liberty.

Then there arotho school inspections, a
very important and a specially interest-ingpart-

one'a board duties In my own
division of West Lambeth I am responsi-
ble for supervision of nine
schools, ssd as they wro scattered over a
considerable area, and aro all very far
away from my own home in Kensing-
ton, it is nottiqsy to manage tho thorough
inspection of more than one school in
tho course of a morning. So one or two
mornings a week are none too much to
devote to thi3 department and to the
cultivation of friendly relations with the
masters and mistresses. Very often, if
they are in want of advice or informa-
tion, the head teachers ask me to call.
At other times I drop in unexpectedly in
order to see for myself that everything
is going on smoothly.

Tho head master eagerly explains that
he is positively entitled to an extra as-

sistant, while the head mistress may bo
equally anxious to get rid of one she has
already got, and when I arrive at tho in-

fants' department I am fold a long story
of how the drainage of the playground is
out of order, and the small infanta wot
their boota by persistently playing in tho
jpools of water which are left by every
ehower of rain. Many of these little
grievances, which, if they had to pa&i
through the various channels of official
jred tape might take several weeks to
rectify, can be settled at once by an or-jd-er

be, the best part of their day is neverthe-
less spent in healthy and happy sur-
roundings. It ia wonderful the moral
effect that a well built, 'well lit school
has on both teachers and scholars alike
Tho attendance is always better, and.
there is a briskness and smartness about
the proceedings which i3 very encourag-
ing after the Kstlagmess and depression
which i3 so often to be observed in an
ill ventilated, overcrowded school room.

Wo devoto naturally a largo amount
of trouble to the selection of ourteachers,
and .apart from the actual ieaching' qual-
ifications they may possesJ always feel
it to ba a point of great importance to
secure masters and mistrossea who will
take an interest in their pupfla outside
school hours in their games and their
swimming classes and their country holi-day- a,

etc Often at the yearly distribu-tio- n

of prizes, a xtmctian a which, I very
willingly preside, the teachers, get up
quite a little entertainment

All the preparatory work done in com-mitt-

has to receive the assant of the
board at Its weekly punHo meeting' be-

fore being finally adopted. But the rec-
ommendations of a committee, unless
they raiso some contentious point, are
most frequently passed "en bloo" with-
out debate. Tho most interesting dis-
cussions usually arise over notices of
motions, which may be put down by any
member, and are then taken in turn.
It waa in this manner that a motion in
favor of free education was carried last
winter by a large majority, thus greatly
strengthening the hands of the advo-
cates of thk most necessary reform. It
was also by a notice of motion the-othe-r

day that Mrs. Besanfc and Mr. Stewart
Headlam tried to se the whole
question of religious instruction by mov-
ing that Bible reading should be discon-
tinued in all our schools, a motion which,
being considered at the present moment
inopportune, did not find a single sup-
porter on tho board.

Parties are very fairly divided on
the present school board, which adds a
great zest to the divisions. There aro
about twenty Clericals or Diggleites, as
they are frequently termed, and an
equal number of Progressives or Radi-
cals, but between the two there stand
about a dozen so called Moderates, who,
on the whole, more frequently vote with
tho former than with the latter party.
Mr. Diggle combines in bis person func-
tions analogous to those of speaker of
the houso of commons, a leader of the
government. Ee acts both as chairman
of the board and as leader of the Cleri-
cals, a combination which inevitably
from time to time produces unfortunate
results. As a chairman "pur et simple,"
Mr. DIgglo is admirable, with an im-

mense knowledge of business and a con-
siderable sense of equity, but when par-
ty considerations happen to intervene
his judicial impartiality is apt to fail
him. On our side for I fancy I need
hardly inform my American friends that
my place is among the. Progressists tho
Hon. Lyulph Stanley, a clever member
of an exceptionally clover family, is one
of the ablest educationalists and. a very
leadiug spirit, although he finds himself
pretty frecpisatly in antagonism to those
members possessed of Socialistic lean-
ings.

We four lady members of the school
board form a very harmonious littlo
quartet in spite of the various differ-
ences of opinion that naturally exist be-

tween us. Our senior member, Miss
Davenport Hill, has for many years ex-

tended her special protection over tho
distinctively feminine branches of edu-
cation, such as sewing, cooking and
laundry work. Her influence has cer-
tainly been most beneficial in those de-

partments, our methods of teaching sew-

ing to large classes being so successful
C that we have been frequently applied to

for advica on tha subject from both
America and Australia. Mrs. Maitland,
who has had much local experience of
schoola in her own division of Maryle-bon- e,

devotes her energies mamly to
school management and the selection of
teachers, while Mrs. Annie Besant dili-
gently pushes forward all the labor ques-
tions aud does her best to infuse tho
proceedings of the board with a Socialist
spirit. It is mainly owing to her exer-
tions that the board uow declines to give
contracts for fachools to any employer
who does not pay the trades union rate
of wages, a change which was not effect-
ed without a fierce struggle. She is also
an ardent supporter of free schools and
free meals.

As for myself, I have so far abstained,
intentionally, from taking up any special
lino of action as a woman. It seems to
me far more important that women
should learn to take their full and equal
share of intellectual work side by side
with men than that they should erect j

themselves into a body with separate j

and possibly antagonistic claims and in- - ,

terests. This in no way afreets my very
firm belief in the innnense advantages to i

be gained by the presence of women on !

the board. In the ordinary routine of
business there arise numerous little
points respecting the instruction
of the girls cr the comfort and well be-

ing of mistresses and pupil teachers
which it is obviously a woman's province
to decide. To me, personally, the whole
work is full of a nes-- failing interest;
it is thoroughly practical in the best
ssase, and in working for the welfare of
the rising generation tto have a satisf ao-to- ry

conviction that we are at least be-

ginning at the right end.

business of tho housa of ropresentativesis
dull and tminterostimj as it often is, we
who sit up in the gallery to watckfor
things worth writing about mu3ttarn
our attention from legislation tolegi&hv
tors. For this there is a good precedent,
furnished by the legislators themselves.
No other topic interests the average
member of congress as much as himself.
The dangers of the country which h
prates ec-- much of in his speeches, tho
odious acts of thdopjxjsition party which
ho is eo fond of denouncing, are quick-
ly lost sight of when the conversation
becomes personal Statesmen love to
talk of themselves, especially to newsi
paper ears. They lika to bo written
about in a compHmentary manner if pos-
sible, but in some way at any rate.
Smart statesmen endeavor to make
friends of newspaper men, but when
they can's make friends the axiom is that
they had better make enemies. Abuse
sometimes does a man more good than
praise. Your average congressman is &

very conceited person. His bills and baa
reports and his speeches are the greatest
things in the annals of congress. "What,
you have not watched my efforts to do bo
and so? You don't know what I am doing?
Young man, go read tho history of your
country." Some congressmen imagine
the people of tho provinces are thirsting
for information concerning their health.
One man, who has been sick, walked
down to xay offica every day for a week
during hia convalescence to infbrmine,
eo that I mightinform my readers, thai
he was gradually recovering.

Another thing which is most notice-
able about thes public men, particularly
those who have been a long1 time in the
harness, is their tendency to scatter in
private conversation. Men who can get
up in the houso or senate and deliverizn-prompt- u

speeches of force and good con-

struction, wabbieap about a subject-i-
the ordinary casual conversation. They
wander from one subject to another, and
never wait to have anything settled or
agreed upon. Probably this is the result
of their training on the floor, where
nothing ever is settled by argument. A
man gets a few minutes and mokes a
sally at a topio and then drops it
Nothing is "talked out."

Five minutes later all hands turn to
and talk over a new proposition, jusfras
the layman is becoming interested iafbs
first. Thus, in private conversation the
statesman has a tendency to shift and
tack, and cover a great deal of water.
It keeps one busy to stay with him. For
instance, there fa Ben Butterworth, the
brilliant member from Ohio. He is one
of the best talkers in congress or out of
it, but if you can keep him on one sub-
ject for five minutes you are more fortu
nate than most of the men who know
him. In a walk from the senate cham-
ber to the house of representatives I
have heard the witty Butterworth dis-

course on such topics as tho tariff bill,
reciprocity with Canada, universal peace
between nations, the now navy, the
Farmers' Alliance movement, original
packages and pension legislation. Her
is a man worth following as tho winds
of his fancy waft him from subject to
subject, for ho rarely opens his mouth
without saying something. But think
of a stupid fellow, lika tho average con
gressman, woDbling about in this man-
ner and asking you to go with him and
try to bo interested in all ho is eayingl

Joo Cannon, of Illinois, who i3 him-
self a sort of original package, is an-

other man who scatters his fire in private
conversation. Cannon in his quaint way
likes to run the gamut of topics which
are in the public mind. There appears
to be a sort of procession of thoughts
going through hia brain, and ha is never
content till tho whole troop has been
brought op for review. In his work as
chairman of the committee on appro-
priations ho has constantly before bim
the whole United States, and it seems
that his mind is equally geographical
and comprehensive. Still, if you got the
chance to accompany Mr. Cannon on
ono of his intellectual rambles you will
not regret it. Here and there it will not
be easy to keep pace with him, for o.i
certain parts of the road he travels like
a limited train, but ha has a faculty f
illumining his pathway so that even the
dullest man may learn a little as he runs.

No on would suspect such a brainy
and well organized intellectual giant as
Speakor Reed of scattering. But, if tho
truth must be told and I don't see why
it shouldn't he scatters lika an old shot
gun; or, to ttso a better uiusraaoa, ho
is Ilk an amateur Bportaman with a new
breech, loader he sallies out and in his
eagerness and fondness for shooting
takes a crack at everything he seas.
When Reed draws hia long gun it is a
good time to take to the woods.

Another thing which I have noticed
about congressmen is that many of them
are liars. This does not sound pleasant,
but it is true. I make the assertion with
a full realization of its import, and, as
the members themselves sometimes say
in warm debate, with willingness to as-

sume responsibility therefor, that a large
per cent, of tho members of congress
habitually tell falsehoods. Of course
there are many honorable exceptions,
and every reader has the right to include
his friends in the latter category. But
the liars are not much to ba blamed.
Lying is almost a necessity of public life.
Members of congress are so beset by
bores and borrowers and beggars that
unless a man wants to make a bear of
himself and get a reputation for mean-
ness he must learn and practice the art
of lying. I am convinced thare are cases
in which lying is a positiva virtue, be-

ing merely a gaatsel and unoffending
way of saying nay. If you were a mem-
ber of concrcss. daar reader, and found

j it impossibla to step outside the cham
ber witasnt oems npjxoacnea by tram

one to a dozea pexaons begging favors of
you begging cflices, signatures to peti-
tions, public documents, half dollars,
theatre tickets, railroad fare, fireiB of
tobacco, letters of infcroducton yon,
too, would learn bov? to glosa tbe refusal
with tho convenient Tsbita he.

when f&s truth woaza servo tUenra
reat deal better. I have in mind one

conspicuous example of this in the honw
of representatives. A very able man,
you might say ona of the leaders of the
house, and at any rate tha leader oMria
delegation, has this lying habit in a
chronic and dangerous' form. He is&
member of an imporiaat commitraa, and
his colleagues therein say he la omisblfi
and able, industrious and useful a thor
oughly ffmrrahlff manif he wouldn't
lie so much. Newspaper men who
know Mn never depend upon anyt&ing
he tells thorn without investigation. He
tells lies about the most trivial trff,
where there is no earthly excuse for it.

He has been beaten onco or twice for
congress by tho men in his district to
whom ho has lied about offices. It is in
this way that tha chronic and reckless
liar in public lifa is sure to come to grief.
He makea promises which he has no in-
tention of keeping, he invents excuses
which are in time discovered, he leads
five cr six men to think they are going
to have a cszfsin office, and somehow
they sooner or later become acquainted
with this over issue of collateral and
turn against him. The man I have in
mind could probably be senator from his
state, speakor of the national house of
representatives, or even president, if it
were not fox ha weakness in this direc-
tion. Another conspioucus statesman, a
senator and aa aspirant fox thepresi-denc- y,

fa shnflariy afflicted. He is not
bo much given to unnecessary ryingaa
he is to making promises which he does
not mean to keep. It is said his state is
plastered over with unredeemed pledges,
and peopled wiftxmcawho aro jnstwait-in-g

for an opportunity to take revenge
for broken, jacmises, Thoro-ar- e many
such men in pabHc-Ii- f e.

Your average cangxessmaa ii very
fond of play- - In tbis as in every other
big school, se hare workers and shirk-
ers. Industry ctvd laziness aro charac-
teristics here seen in striking contrast.
There are men too lazy even to dictate
letters to their constituents, much less
to write them with their own hand.
The laziest congressman I know of wants
an electric railway built from the senate
to the house, so that when he gpes-ove- r

to the senate restaurant for his oysters
and beer ho need not walk. Eomo of
these able statesmen are never to be
found in their scats. I have in mind
one- - who will do as a type for a large
clasa. He appears in his seat about five
minutes each day, and then only to get
his meiL This tlone, he disappears-an-

is no mare to be found in the Capitol.
Constituent and friends send in cards
by tha score knock at the dooraof hia
committee-rooms- , watch the restaurants
and the corridors, and aro lucky if they
find him, once in a week. Where ho
spends im time la ono of the mysteries-o- f

congress winch not a few people have
in a quiet way endeavored to solve.

One theory is that he is engaged upon
some great literary work in a eeclnded
and secret nook of the congression?1 li-

brary. Others do not think hirp literary
enough for that. A number of menare
always in their seats, and make it a point
of pride to be constantly at their posts.
The most conspicuous example of this
sort of industry is Mr, Ezra B. Taylor,
of Ohio, tha successor of Gar5 eld tn the
house. Mr. Taylor boasts that he has
not unseed a roll call in ten years, and
without doobt ho is the only man that
ever served in congress who can wear that
feather in bis cap. There are four Tay-
lors in tho house, two from Ohio, one
from Illinois undone from Tennessee,
and iir happensthet they are all men who
believe in attending to business. The
result is that on nearly every roll call
tho clerk sings out, "Taylor of Illinois,"
Taylor of Tennessee," "Ezra B. Tay-

lor" and, finally, "Joseph D. Taylor,"
and as all are Republicans the four
names are followed by four lusty "yeas"
or "nays," according aathe majority side
of the house is voting.

A few members of congress refuse to
publish their city addresses in the con-
gressional directory. Obviouslythey do
not want to be bothered by the bores
which iafest the capital city and which
seem to be fond of bothering members
ox congress. For the eame reason anum-
ber of statesmen rent houses in tho out-
skirts of the city, where after nightfall
they are not likely to be disturbed. Some
years ago a member of the house from
New York state lost hia election by fail-
ing to print his address in the directory.
A prominent and influential citizen of
his district came to town late one after-
noon on pressing and important busi-
ness, and sought his representative. No
ono knew where the congressman lived.
His address was not in the directory of
congress, nor in the city directory. The
telegraph officials refused, under instruc-
tions from the gentleman himself, they
eoid, to give any information. The
natural result was a very indignant
prominent and influential citizen. Next
day he finished up his business without
the help of the leisure loving statesman,
and then went back home and beean
setting up the pins for this worthy de-

feat at the ensuing election.
Story telling is a distinctively congres-

sional weakness. It is one of the fads of
statesmen. Of four hundred and odd
men in the present congress, I verily be-
lieve three hundred and fifty imagine
themselves born story tellers. The worst
of it is that only five or six of them are.
