This is particularly applicable to
the salesmen and saleswomen in retail
stores, in which there would scarcely be
enough businos done on Saturday to pay
for keeping open. The omission of the
half day's, work would enable many to
tako a pleasant and invigorating vaca-
tion out of town from Friday until Mon-
day,

Whether tho bill introduced in con-
gress a few days ago by Representative
Henderson, of Iowa, providing for the
election of senators by direct vote of the
people instead of by the legislatures as
at present, Imd anything to do with it or
not it is a fact that judged by the acts
of the two bodies 011 two or three very
important questions within, the past
week show that tho senate is in closer
touch with the people than the lower
house. If the sonate will keep up its
present gate the sentiment in favor of
the change of mode of electing its mem-
bers will soon disappear, for the time
beinj:, at least.

ABOUT PENSIONS.

''-,s-2"- -

The disability pension bill now before
congress, will doubtless soon become a
law. It provides for the pensioning of
all disabled soldiers, who have served
three months and more, and have been
honorably discharged, and whose dis-

ability was not the result of their own
vicious habits, at not exceeding twelve
and not less tlian six dollars per month.
It also pensions the widows and minor
children of deceased soldiers without re-

quiring them to prove that the cause of
the death of the soldier originated in the
services. Dependant relatives are also
provided for. It is estimated that this
bill will add 250,000 names to the present
list of applications, and will stimulate
the pension business greatly.

The country is now being flooded with
circulars and letters from foreign pen-
sion attorneys seeking for this business. It
is not to the interest of any one to em-

ploy a foreign attorney when he can get
a local one to do his business. An at-

torney at "Washington has no advantage
over an attorney at Wichita or any other
point. You want an attorney you can
see and consult at all times without the
trouble of waiting.

THE OUTLOOK.

Last year was a wonderful one for the
state of Kansas. So great was the pro-

duction of some sections of the state that
even today there is a scarcity of cars to
haul it to market, and when we think
that this is the condition of things not
in a state or section with but limited rail-

road facilities, but in a state that is sec-

ond in the number of miles of road
within its borders of any state in the
union and the greatest complaint
comes from the section having more
miles of road than any other like area of
Kansas it would seem that if the actual
facts were known every foot of the land
in the corn and wheat belt of Kansas
would be sought after, and that it would
command as great a price as any agri-

cultural lands in this country.
H at any time we cannot market our

products to as good advantage as com-
peting agricultural districts our greater
production offsets the inequality, but
that is rarely the case, as much of what
we have to sell reaches a market that is
nearer to us than to any other export
state and our facilities aro improving
every year, as the consumers of the south
and west are increasing more rapidly
than in any other part of the country,
and transportation facilities aro keeping
pace with the growth and development
of this market.

Great as was last year's crops, and it
was so great that ten counties raised
53,000,000 bushels of corn, and 10,000,000
bushels of wheat, and 15,000,000 bushels
of oats, yet this year promises as well
as last and a large increase in the acre-
age and a great deal better prices.

From almost every other section of
the country conies complaints of injured
cropsl Kansas leads all the states in
the percentage of her crops and her con-

dition is improving each week. The
wheat harvest is nearly over and prom-
ises to give the state a record in quantity
and quality. Within the past week five
inches of rain has fallen and faster
growth of corn was never witnessed
than is going on now. Our people and
state are certainly favored and an era of
prosperity is at hand.

PHYSICAL CULTURE FADS.

The case of two young ladies of Las-se- ll

seminary who are suffering from
nervous prostrat-o- as a result of a new
system of physical training to which
they wero subjected, calls attention to a
growing ovil. In this particular case
the students of the seminary are being
instructed to control their nervous sps-te-

bya method that seems to be, sub-
stantially, individual hypnotism, and
that to some extent has resulted directly
contrary to what w:is inteded.

There is altogether too much of this
sort of business at the present time. The
care of tho human body is one of the
principal fads of this generation. How
to appear well and how to be well aro
subjects that engage public attention to
generous degree. Purely and simply
aimed at, this may be commended, for
more wholesome living and an increabe
of happiness aro secured thereby.

But in tho train of these laudable
ambitions have come cranks and
doctrinaires by the hundred, each
one with his or her own par-
ticular scheme to make every one
healthy and, consequently, happy and
wise. Few of these new theories are
worthy of consideration, while most of
them deserve severe reprobation; for
they arc productive of more evil than
good.

Trifling with the body by
and speculative methods for improving
one's physical condition is serious busi-
ness. Above all should one beware of
trusting to irresponsible advisei'3 with
experimental schemes. Today it may bo
mind cure, tomorrow Christian science,
the next day hypnotism, again a new
school of gymnastics, and so on.

There are simple and perfectly under-
stood means for securing a sound mind
in a sound body rational ways of liviujr,
good food, plenty of outdoor recreation
and physical exercise, in accordance
with principles of training that have
been well established by experience.
There is no need for more, and the wise
men and women will abjure for them-
selves and for their sons and daughters
all these new fangled schemes.

EVIDENCE OF PROSPERITY.

Mr: Porter, superintendent of the cen-
sus, has replied to General Butler's state-
ment recently made, in wliich he claimed
that the agricultural districts of the west
were hopelessly in financial distress be-

cause the lands are mortgaged, exclu-
sive of city and town property, for

Mr. Porter answers by de-

nying the correctness of tho figures. Of
course, if the general's figures were ex-

aggerated, then all Ms gloomy conclu-
sions were too darkly colored. Fact is.
nobody who had given the subject any
serious thought paid any attention to his
statement, because it was at once seen
to be a gross exaggeration. That huge
bugbear, the mortgage indebtedness of
the country, has run its course: it failed
to accomplish what it was evidently de-

signed to. Instead of Iwing an evidence
of embarrassment, as far as it actually ex-

tended, it has been demonstrated over
and over that it is one of the strongest
evidences of the growth and development
of the country. Tliax is certainly tho
case in tliis state and it is a reasonable
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presumption that it is the case in
other states. The amount of
mortgaging of real estate in
a new country unmistakably represents
so much money put into improvements
that adds to the immediate and per-

manent wealth of the country.
There is another point in this mort-

gage business that is not to be over-
looked, and that is the evidence it bears
of the material and substantial worth of
the thing itself that is mortgaged and of
locality and surroundings. Money is
proverbial for its timidity, and except in
rare instances where its owner is mis-

taken in judgment or deceived in his in-

formation concerning the character of
the collateral, whatever money is put
into in large amounts may be set down
as possessing at least the merit of safety.
This is essentially the right view to take
of the matter as far as it applies to this
state, and in this view of the case if
Kansas' mortgage indebtedness were
twice what it is today it would only
mean that the state possessed that much
more wealth than it does.

THE FARM VERSUS THE MINE.

For some occult reason, founded in the
mysteries of human nature, the sons of
men prefer the facinating, feverish pur-
suit of gold with all its uncertainties, to
the more calm and contented pursuit of
agriculture. In the mind of men yellow
gold is more attractive than golden grain.
Just why this is so we may not discover,
but will confine ourselves to showing
the relative value of the two pursuits,
as bread producers, and as elements of
wealth to communities following each as
distinctive industries, and as to the num-
ber of human beings that can be sup-
ported in equal areas, the one digging
gold the other plowing corn, each under
circumstances favorable to its peculiar
product.

The precious metals produced in the
United States for 1889 at market price
was under $90,000,000, and it must be
borne in mind that that product is
thought to be the staplo of Colorado,
Wyoming, Nevada, Montana, California,
Arizona, New Mexico, Utah and parts
of Dakota, Washington and Oregon,
being, in area devoted to this pursuit, an
extent nearly ten times tho area of Kan-

sas but not equal in value to the corn
and wheat alone raised in this greatest
of agricultural states in the year 1889.

Then it is, although not a matter of
statistics, still conceded by thoughtful
men that the yield or precious metals
divided equally among all those engaged
in any way in the pursuit would scarcely
board and clothe the seekers
after sudden wealth, which brings us
down to the point we have in mind,
that in laying the advantages of our
state as one of the greatest in agricul-
ture of the glorious forty-tw-o of the
union, how do we keep the promise we
make to our intending immigrants? We
have but few millionaires to show, but
we have a million of well-to-d-

and happy,
contented, prosperous and prospering
people who fare well, yes sumptuously
every day, educate their children and train
them to love the bountiful Giver of all
the blessings of a bountiful earth, the
evidences of whose bounty is not hidden
in deep noisome caverns of the earth, a
delusion and a snare, but lay open be-

fore him on every hand, in open, glorious,
sunlit valleys and plains.

The occupation of tho farmer is more
dependant upon Providence than that of
any other, and the tiller of the soil has
all the advantages, about which the poet
rhymes and the sage moralizes direct
and continuous contact with nature.
When a state shall anywhere have be-

come as prosperous in producing precious
metals as Kansas has become in pro-

ducing corn and wheat, then, and not
till then, will we acknowledge a com-

munity in the west, more promising to
the immigrant, or more certain to fulfill
that promise than is the Sunflower state.

The volume of the currency in actual
circulation continues to shrink and the
demand for moro to increase. Official
transactions on that New York stock ex-

change last week included 1,265,624

shares of stock, against 1,759,241 last
and $9,429,500 in money value in

state and railway bonds, against $10,3S0,-30- 0

last year. And congress seems dis-

posed to hesitate to pass the bill that
promises the country relief.

Commenting on the imports of iron
ami steel rails from Great Britain into
Mexico during the first quarter of the
current year, a Mexican paper says that
there are indications that nearly three
times as much railway iron and steel
will be imported this year as in 1SS9. It
is predicted that ero long Mexico will
make her own rails from her own iron.
The latter is said to yield an excellent
quality of steel.

In Feliciana parish of Louisiana
Thursday the anti-lotter- y candidate for
the state senate was elected by a ma-

jority of near two to one. The vote was
the largest ever cast in the parish, and
the result shows that the people of that
portion of the state are against the great
gambling concern however the legisla-

ture may stand. But tho stand taken by
a majority of the legislature, if that is
to be taken as indicative of the senti-

ment of the state, shows that a majority
of the people of the state favor the
scheme. A million dollars a year to-

wards meeting tho state's expenses af-

ford a mighty thick veil to cover up the
iniquity.

Attention is called to the fact that if a
silver bill similar to that which passed
he house should become a law, there
would be an absolute and positive in-

crease in the currency of the country of
$4,500,000 each month, or $54,000,000
each year. The bill as amended and
passed by the senate might increase that
amount in the aggregate, and" it might
decrease it, but that is not the question
with the people: wliat they want is to
have the discretionary Xwer heretofore
and at present held by the secretary of
the treasury of saying how much may
ho coined a power that has been uni-
formly exercised in fixing the amount at
tho minimum shall be removed. The
people are willing to assume the respon-
sibility for whatever depreciation may
result from the free and unrestricted
coinage of all tlo bullion that is offered
for that purpose, and the jealous con-

gressmen may consider themselves also
absolved from responsibility- - for any pos-
sible, adverse effect of such a measure.

MORE ABOUT SILK.

To the Editor of the Eagle.
In my article of last week you said all

the profits of the silk mills will not pay
the tariff by ten million dollars. Here
are the figures. In the last five years we
have paid out for raw silk $124,1S0,407:

for duty, 134,297,963; in all $253,978,870.
If we deduct the profit of the silk

made to pay one cent and in no other way-
can the west ever get oacK tne minions it
is pavins: to support the east. Z
