Wichita has eleven lines of railway
In and out giving ber better facilities
for the quicker haudling of grain than
any other point in the state;, and mak-
ing her the recognized railway center
of the grain growing region.

Wichita is loecated 227
Kansas City, 400 miles from Omshs,
&M miles from St. Louis, 500 miles from
Denver, 700 miles from Chieago, and
750 miles from (Galvesion, and is on
the direct thoroughfare for the pro-
ducts of Kanaas, Nebraska, the Da-
kotas, and the immedinte territory
lving eust and west to tidewater at
Galveston.

1t occupies, without a rival, a terri-
tory comprising about 700 by 800 miles
which Is as productive as any territory
in the Unlted States.

The market for the farm products of
this point are east, west, and south,
and it is aspecially true that the mining
regions of the west are becoming more
and more dependant upon this terri- |
tary as their populstion increases. i

It is n fact that there is now a pressing
nepessity for elevators of sufficient ca-
pacity to successfully transfer, handle,
und store the grain at this point.

The railways have, for several years
allowad the elevators and mills at
Wichlta us favornble cleaning and
“milling-in-transit’’ mtes asany other
grain market in the west, and have
done so when our elevators have been
insufficient in capacity, thereby block-
ing their yards, and putting them to
great inconvenience and loss,
