SUBSIDY BILLS PASSED.

The Tonnage and Postal Measures The

Tariff Taken Up.

WASHINGTON, July 12. In the senate re-

monstrance of the board of trade of Jack-
son, Tenn., against the federal election bill
was presented by Mr. Harris.

payment under the act that any
discrimination between or gives unequal
facilities to competitive transportation
lines in the receiving or forwarding of
freights or baggage at any American port
or at anv foreign port.
