READJUSTING RATES.

Proposed Changes in the Missouri River-Chica-

Chicago, Hi., July 10 The commit tee ap-
pointed to submit a plan for the readjust-
ment of railroad rates from the Missouri
vkw ut Phieairo was in session acain to
day and did not complete its report until
1 5ie middle of the afternoon. The general
lu.uiagers were called together about 4
o clock to hear the report which recom-
mended that rates from the Mis-
souri liver to Chicago be changed
.is follows: On sheep and hog-- , an advance
irom 12 to 25 cents per 100 pounds, on cat-Ti- e

an advance from 123 to 22 cents; on
;uckiug house products an advance from

: to IS cents; on lumber an advance from
hi to 10 cents: on wheat a reductioe from
J' , to 30 cent; on corn a reduction from

V to 17 cents.
A resolution wasabn submitted provid-

ing that the rate on wheat from the Mis-
souri to the Mississippi river be reduced
to 15 cents and other grain to 12 cents, that
tne rates from Kansas and Nebraska points
to the Missouri river be so reduced as to
preserve a difference of 3 cents between the
through rates and the sum of the locals,
except that no advance shall be made in
t'ie present through rate on com. The
Vtchison was the only road that opposed
!.e resolution. The meeting deferred ac- -
ion on the committee's report till tomor-tew- .

DEADLY RACE RIOT.
Bamberg, S. C, June 10. News from

Kearse, a township in Barnwell county,
w here a race trouble occurred some months
ago is to the effect that there is morel
trouble between the races. A man just in i

Irom Kearse states that over 300 negroes-- ,

armed with new Winchester rifles had
gathered and that serious trouble was an-
ticipated, tine negro had been killed and.
sevoral injured. At p. m. last nigtit a
white militia com pauy left this place for
the scone of the trouble and the whites
will be reinforced by those from the sur-
rounding counties. No cause is assigned
tor the trouble beyond the bad blood be-

tween the races caused by the riot some
time ago.

Latest advices is that the riot was pre-
cipitated by an attempt to arrest negroes
concerned in this event of several months
ago. They rested and one white man was
killed and another fatallv wounded. A
negro named Grant was killed. It is said
t 'i.u Grant's bouse was garrisoned by a
strong force of blacks.

WILL ATTEND THE ENCAMPMENT.
Bo&TOX, Ma&s., July 16. A communica-

tion wa received at headquarters of the
national encampment, of the G. A. R. laet
night from Secretary Tracy statiug that
t he North Atlantic squadron, now cruis-
ing in eastern waters, wonkt be ordered to
Boston and remain iu Boston harbor dur-
ing the encampment.

A LONE MAN MURDERED.
Globe, Ariz., July 10. Information has

been received here of the discovery of the
dead body of Edwin Baker at his cabin in
the Sierra Ancha mountains, forty miles
from Globe. He is .supposed to have been
murdered on the 14th. Some doubts are
expressed as to whether the deed was com-
mitted by the Apaches or white rustlers,
but the fact that the body was mutilated
about the head points to killing by Apaches
A number of horses were stolen and the
cabin looted. Citizens from Salt River
and Sheriff Thompson with a posse left
yesterday for the scene of the tragedy.
Troops and scouts from San Carlos and
surrounding posts are also en route.

NO DANGER OP WAE.

Eeports Sent Prom Victoria Entirely "With-

out Poundation in Pact.

Port Towxsexd, Wash., July 10. For
the puroose of learning how much truth
there is in the sensational dispatches re-

cently sent out of Victoria, the Leader, of
this city, last Saturday dispatched a mem-
ber of its staff to the British Columbia
capital. lie returned from the scene yes-
terday with the following facts: The peo-
ple of Victoria are justly indignant at the
sensational story of the situation sent out
and printed in leading American journals
about Canadian cruisers aiming at Maple
Bay to resist American seizure. 1 hese
stories are absolutely without foundation.
No Canadian schooners could be obtainad
for the purpose; as all shipping out of
Victoria is chartered some time ahead.
Messrs. Hall & Merwin, leading owners
of sailing schooners, fitted out the steam
fcchooner Mischief about four weeks ago.
Mischief is 1591 tou.-- burden and belongs
in Seattle. She was sent up to intercept
the sealers of her charterers and bring
down their catch. This was done when
the cutters Rush and Corwin were daily
expecting orders to go north and to lore-sta- ll

these vessels. Maple bay, where
armed vessels were reported to lie fitting
out, is in Victoria harbor and is passed
daily by all the shipping which enters
Canadian waters. It would be impossible
to do anything secret within its environ-
ment.

With the possible exception of dock
laborers, no one is thinking of war. Mer-
chants and intelligent people laugh at the
idea of any trouble. The idea that two
nations like the United States and Eng-
land should quarrel over interests valued
at 1,000,000 appears to them as ridiculou.
Several merchants of sealing schooners
residing at Victoria own thiity vessels en-

caged in the industry. The craft engaged
is all of the "mail sailing class. The prin
cipal owners are Moni, Munsay and
Corueyand Edwin Marwin. Each owns
six vessels. Andrew Brehtel owns three
Captain Charles Spring owns two, J.
Baskowitz & Sons two. Captain Douglas
Warren two. and Hall & Co. two. Three
of the latter's vessels have in the last three
years been seized bj Americans. Captain
White lost two in like manner.

Said Capt. Marwin when seen: "If Hie
people of Victoria could lay hands on the
villain who has been filling the American
papers with yarns about our plans, which
are purely imaginary, they would try a
coat of tar and leathers on the gentleman.
Such reports are prejudicial to our cause.
We obtain clearance papers from our cus-
tom house, which knows, what our business
is. Then to be seized by a friendly nation
and treated as pirates exasperates us. The
American position on the subject of Beh-ring- 's

strait being a closed sea is not tena-
ble, but the two governments will settle
the matter."

When asked why, pending negotiations
on the subject, the Canadians did not keep
out, Marwin, ivf:ised to answer. Hall,
Douglass and other owners spoke in the
same strain n- Marwin. These are people
directly interested in a financial w.n in the
question. The residents of Victoria at
large, who have no pecuniary interests in
the mutter, never think of war, and do not
want it, and it is this public opinion which
will eventuallv force England to recognize
the claims of the United States. The fact
that the English north Pacific squadron is
in the harbor has absolutely no signifi-
cance. This I know, because Captain
Henry Sinclair, commanding the Cham-- 1

pion. who is ranking officer pending the
absence of Admiral Hothain. showed me
all of his orders. There are about a bushel
of these direct from theadmiralty, London,
and they relate entirely to the disposition
of the vessels after the maneuvers. Ad-
miral Hot ham is expected in Victorii
tonight. Captain Sinclair stated that
while the Nymph and Espeigle
might cruise about Bearing sea
for a couple of months this sea
son, the same thing was done last and is
done every year. The squad musters at
Victoria for "repairs and inspection and to
be assigned to stations, beside which Ad
mi nil llotham has just taken command of
the fleet and wants to become personally
acquainted with the details. Captain Sin-
clair, to show his c;ood will, called on Hon.
Levi M. Myers, the American consul, last
Saturday. Sinclair took particular pains
to disabuse the mind of the correspondent
of the possibility of any trouble The Mis-
chief is expected in Victoria in a few days
with the catch of the Penelope and other
s'ealers.

State's Rights to Control Oommeroe "Will

Injure the Industry.

Kansas City. Mo.. July 10. The Kan-
sas City live stock exchange has rieii up
in arms against the propo-e- d granting by
congrwte to the states the right to control
the commerce within the state. A set of
resolutions have been adopted and for-
warded to the renresenta lives of the state
of Kansas m lwth houses of congress call-
ing upon t hem to resort to all honorable
and legitimate means to defeat such ac-
tion, which imuerils ooo of the largest
agricultural industries of the west.
The resolution, declare that if such
jwwer were granted the states- - it would re-

sult in the prohibition of the use of ole-
omargarine and of its shipment into var-
ious states. This would mean, the resolu-
tions assert, the hampering of the com-
mercial rights of one section of the coun-
try in order to lieuefit another, which is
contrary to the United States constitution.
The manufacture of oleomargarine creates
a demand for portions of the beef carcass
which otherwise could only be apportioned
to lubricating oils and other uureinuner-ativ- e

.. BURGLAR AT .THIRTEEN- -

Johnny .Tones Starts Karly on a Criminal
Career.

Six months ago Johnny Jones was an
honest little country lad living with his
parents on their farm near Springfield,
Mo. Now he is in jail at Sacramento, Cal.,
charged with housebreaking, and is want-
ed at Visalia in the same state for burg-
lary and jail delivery.

When Johnny left home ho did so with
the good wishes of
his father and mo-
ther, who g a v e
him money to de-

fray the expenses
of a journey to the
Pacific coast and
back. Almost as
soon as ho reached
California ho de-

veloped all the
characteristics ofx i a depraved youth.
He was first ar- -

joiixxt jokes. rested for burglar
izing a saloon. The jury acquitted him,
but at the same term of court he came up
again for trial on the charge of breaking
into a store. He was convicted of this of-

fense, aud pending transfer to state prison
ho occupied a cell in the jail at Visalia.
ne occupied his time in planning an es-

cape, and not only got away himself but
also let out four other convicts. Making
his way north Johnny roturucd to his old
tricks and was caught ono night while
cleaning out the scamp drawer of tho post-offic- e

at Elk Grove. This enme brought
him to his present lodgings in tho Sacra-
mento county jail. Young Jones is not
yot 14 years of age.

Charged with an Old Murder.
Five years ago John Jenne, a watchman

at William Peters' brewery, Jersey City
(N. J.), was found dead near the place of
his employment. A revolver was by his
side and a coroner's jury declared that he
had killed himself. A few weeks since
Philip Grienor left the service of Michael
Lumm, a Union Hill N. J.) scavenger, and
went to work for John Schneider, a rival
scavenger. He told Schnaider that he
had teen Lumm and Jenno fighting.
Jenne crew his revolver, and Lumm took
it away from hiri and shot him with it,
leaving him dead on the ground. He had
never said anything about It. he declared,
because he worked for Lumm. Schneider
told Chief of Police Schwartz, of Union
Hill, who informed Judge Lippincott.
The judge issued a warrant for Luam'
arrest, and also one for the arrest of
Grienor as a witness. Lumm treated tha
matter as a joke. He said le believed
Griener was insaue. However, the authori-
ties regard the accusation important
enough to demand a eearching inquiry.

PECULIAR STWI0WER&

FEATS OF PEOPLE WITH ABNOR-

MAL THROATS AND MOUTHS.

Some of Them Actually Eat Lamp Chim-

neys, "While Others Swallow Sword,
Notwlthstandlns tne Sneers of the Skep-

tical and Uninitiated. "j2:
"Of course, we all have heard of peo-

ple who thrust swords down their
throats, swallow pebble stones and eat
glass; but nobody believes that they
really do these things."

So writes one who evidently believes
himself too sharp to be imposed upon by
any of the ordinary or extraordinary
arts of trickery. But there never was a
greater mistake. There are many peo-
ple who actually perform the feats enu-
merated. They are to be seen in dime
museums, side shows, and occasionally
in bar rooms or on street corners.

"THE 1ROX THBOAT."
The writer once bad tho pleasure of

scraping the 'acquaintance e a sword
swallower. He and a hairless horse con-

stituted the attractions in a small tent
that had been pitched on the outskirts of
a county fair. He called himself "Fe-rett- a,

the Man with the Iron Throat."'
As soon as a dozen people had paid their
dimes and entered the tent Feretta would
bring out his sword and pass it around
for examination. There was no decep-
tion about it. It was of steel, about four-
teen inches long, an eighth of an inch
thick, half an inch wide at the hilt and
slightly tapering toward the tip. Feretta
was very deliberate in his movements.
Assuming a posture intended to be grace-
ful ho would throw back his head, insert
the point of the sword in bis mouth, and
gently push it downward until the cross
piece or guard prevented it going any
further. Then he would throw both
arms behind him for a space of four or
five seconds, after which the sword was
withdrawn as carefully as it had been
swallowed. Then would follow a bow,
and a smile which appeared rather
forced.

Feretta said the operation frequently
cost him considerable pain, but of this
he never gave public manifestation. He
also sa;'l the utmost care was necessary
in performing the feat to avoid injury to
the throat and stomach. Notwithstand-
ing his caution, he occasionally hurt
himself and was obliged to suspend
sword swallowing for a few days. But
ho bad other ways of entertaining his
patrons. He developed an appetite for
pebble stones, which ho turned to ac-

count by swallowing about three every
half hour during the day, to the wonder
and admiration of those who assembled
iu his little tent. This was not a trick.
Tho act was done too slowly to admit of
deception. He placed the pebble on hia
tongue, permitted it to remain in view
for a moment and then closed his mouth.
The pebble reached some destination
within his internal economy, and must
have found a resting place in his stom-
ach. He did not pretend that the stones
were digested, but he said they never
gave him any trouble.

GLASS AS FOOD.
Glass eaters have become so numerous

that they find their profession crowded.
I have personally known two of this
class of "attractions." One of them was
a fellow about -- 20 years old, who was
ludicrously shy aud effeminate (oil the
6tage) in appearance and manners. His
only robust feature was a magnificent
set of teeth, with which he bit chunks
out of lamp chimneys and crunched
them almost into powder with apparent
ease. The other was a youngster of not
more than 14, known as "Little Glass
Sam." lie was a bright bo1, and had
amassed quite a stock of knowledge
about people and places, on which he
could talk intelligently and entertain-
ingly, nis teeth, too, wero whito and
sound, and he masticated chunks of
glass and swallowed the fragments with
neatness and dispatch. He performed
the feat in private before a committee
of phasicians, who were forced to admit j

tho fact, but who were able to advance
no explanation of how it could be done !

without disastrous effects. But no in-

judicious results followed. I never knew
a glass eater to cut his gums, tongue, or
any portion of his mouth. They all say
the swallowed glass has a stimulating
effect on those organs by which the sys-

tem rejects the substances that refuse to
contribute to its nourishment.

The stories of princely salaries which
these queer throated and tough stom-
ached people receive are for the most
part fictitious. "Little Glass Sam," be-

ing only a boy and small for his age,
ought certainly to have been a drawing
"card" in his line of work. But he waa
frequently thrown on the world, and
ready to do odd jobs of any sort to keep
soul and body together. I have known
him within a week to discard the tights
and spangles of the variety stage for the
eoiled garb of a 6table boy and consider
himself lucky at that.

A peculiar case was that of William
Dempster, an English jtrgler, who in
1523 accidentally swallowed a table
knife, handle ancH all, which ho was
thrusting down his throat. Tho mishap
was occasioned by the spectators crowd-
ing around him and causing the knife to
slip from hia fingers.

Dempster died in great agony after
many ineffectual attempts to relieve
him. It is related that a fimilar case
occurred in Prussia in 1G33. This pa-

tient was cured by the extraction of the
knife through an incision made in his
side.

It cannot be regarded as a great mis-
fortune that the swallowing business is
waning in popularity.
