OENTEAL AMEBIOAtf TJNIOIT.

The Negotiations Now Pending Between
the States.

New York, July 17. A letter has been
received in this city which gives the fol-
lowing facts in regard to the change of
president in San Salvador and the death of
President Mendonez. The letter is dated
Guatemala, July C, and says:

"The situation of the Central Americans
at present is peculiar. The convention for
the union of the states has been signed by
Honduras, San Salvador and Guatemala,
while a favorable report has been
received from the state of Costa
liica in regard to signing
it. The convention will also be presented
to Nicaragua next year, it being too late
this year as the senate has already met.
Eyeta has sent word that he wll agree to
every policy of the four other republic ex-
cept that upon the union of the states.
This as it stands is almost an open decla-

ration of war and it remains to be seen
whether Guatemala and Honduras will en-

deavor to mako San Salvador live up to
t the agreement.

"On June 22 the president of San Salva-
dor was to give a review of the troops sta-
tioned at the capital and to give a ball at

(the palace in the evening in honor of the
fifth anniversary of his entering the capi-
tal under the banner of the Liberal party.
Everything passed off quietly during the
day, but in the evening, when the nresi- -

' dent was dancing at the palace, tho build-'in- g

was surrounded by troops and an at-
tack made upon it.

"The president rushed to his private
room and seizing his sword and pistol ran
to the main entrance of the palace and fired
into tho crowd of soldiers in front. He
then stepped back and immediately fell

(dead in the arms of Tattendalo. The rt

was given out that ho had died from
n stroke of apoplexy brought on by excite-
ment, but this assertion is denied and it is
stated bo was shot through the heart by
one of the soldiers.

"General Eyetn then seized the palace
and issued a proclamation declaring
himself president but not mentioning
his party. In the attack upon tho palace
eleven men were killed, among whom was
General Maroyal, of President
Mendonez. The latest news from there is
that everything is quiet.

"General Eyeta, the president, was
raised by Mendonez from the post of a
petty oflicer to the governorship of Santa
Ana. Several days before the rising Eyeta
came up to the capital with l,f00 soldiers,
pretending that he was there to join in the
lestivities. In niakiug his arrangements
jor tne overt nrow or tne government he
gave orders that Mendonez should not bo
harmed."

THE AMERICAN SQUADRON AT RIO.

Rio de Janeiro, June 20. The Ameri-
can squadron, on a mission of congratula-
tion and friendship to the new republic of
Brazil, entered this magnificent bay June
23. The Brazilians attach great impor-
tance to the visit of the squadron, regard-
ing it as a distinguished mark of esteem
on the part of the United States. They
propose to extend every consideration and
courtesy during its stay. As the squadron
entered the bay it was saluted by Fort
Santa Cruz, which hoisted the Amer-
ican ilag and fired twenty-on- e
guns, a most unusual compliment.
Fort Santa Cruz displayed the
United States ensign, and dipped the Bra
zilian ensign in compliment ot the pas-
sage of the squadron. As the vessels ap-
proached anchorage the Brazilian men-of-w-

lying near the arsenal continued firing:
salutes, some of the salutes being national
and some of them to tho flag ot Admiral
Walker, as commander-in-chie- f. All
these courtesies were proinptlj returned
by the Chicago.

In the evening the ships of the squadron
were serenaded by tho boats of the Brazil-
ian squadron arranged in flotillas, decor-
ated with flags and colored lights, burning
fireworks and carrying bands play-
ing American and Brazilian na-
tional airs. They moved slowly
about the Chicago, Boston and Atlanta,
whose crews manned the rigging and ac-
knowledged the compliment by repeated
cheers. Admiral alker called on the
21th on tho Brazilian Rear Admiral Bal-
thazar, commanding the fleet; upon Vice
Admiral Abreu, commanding the naval
arsenal, and upon the charge d'affaires of
the United States, James Fenner Lee, Esq.,
late chief clerk of the state department.
On the 27th, in company with the" charge
d'affairs, tho admiral paid his respect to
Senor Q. Bocayura. minister of foreigu af-
fairs; to Admiral Wardenkolk, minister of
marine, and to Senhor T.Peixote, minister
of war.

In obedience to a telegram received
that morning from Secretary Blaine,
Mr. Lee communicated to the
minister of foreign affairs the
congratulations of the government
of the United States of America up-
on the promulgation of the constitution of
tho United States of Brazil. An inter-
view of Admiral AValker with President
Fonseca will bo arranged later. Several
projects are in hand for the entertainment
of the officers of the squadron.

The health of the squadron is excellent.
The daily sick list is only from twelve to
eighteen among 1,100 officers and men.
Most of tho cases are trivial. The sani
tary conditions of Rio are fairly good.
There are a few sporadic cases of yellow-feve-

but that ih'always to be expected.
Strict sanitary regulations are enforced.
'The squadron will sail July 5 for New
York, touching at Pernambuco.

DEATH IN ITS WAKE.

A Terrible Storm Passes Over

Philadelphia, Pa., July 17. A severe
windstorm accompanied by a heavy fall of
rain and thunder and lightning passed
over this city about 8 o'clock this evening.
The wind blew a perfect hurricane and
considerable damage was done in the up-
per section of the city. The schooner Nel-
lie and Mattie, of Trenton, lying at Alle-
gheny avenue wharf, was blown out into
The stream and capsized in the channel.
Only one man on board was rescued.

Dispatches from Norristown and Lock
Haven, Pa., report heavy storms with
damage to propertv.

Camden, N. J., July 17. Tonight's storm
was very severe in this locality. A small
yacht containing five men and a boy was
overturned in the Delaware river oil' Cra-
mer hill wharf, in the northern part of
the city. Edward Barford, of Philadel-
phia, was drowned, the other occupants
escaping.

South Bethlehem, Pa., July 17. At 5
o'clock this afternoon a swept
over Hellertowu, live miles from here. Its
path was from northwest to southeast.
Hotels and residences were unroofed
and church steeples were blown down.
The Heller town agricultural works were
totally demolished. The building was
blown on the workmen, seventy of whom
sustained scalp and body bruises. John
Freeman, aged 11. was instantly killed.

Ashland, Pa., July 17. This town was
visited this evening by a rain and hail
storm, the like of which has never been
seen here before. Hail stones the size of
hen's eggs fell and broke every window on
the north side of all buildings. Houses
were unroofed and fruit crops in the farm-
ing villages are entirelv destroyed.

Allentown, Pa., July 17. A violent
rain and windstorm passed over this city
this afternoou. The roots of a number of
houses were blown off.

Trenton, X. J., July 17. A destructive
storm of wind, hail, rain and lightning
visited this city this afternoon, unroofing
a number of houses. Michael Corcoran
and Louis Schlegel, who took refuge under
a tree wuen tne storm came, were struck
by lightning and killed. Four persons
were stunned and fell tc the ground at the
base ball grounds.
