After quoting what the Marion Record
said a few days ago about supporting
Kimsas newspapers in preference to the
papers of another state that have no in-

terest in this state beyond what they can
get out of it in the way of subscriptions
the Kansas City, Kan., Gazette pursues
the subject still further and observes:

There is getting to be a tremendous lot
of that sentiment in Kansas, and Kansas
City Missouri, should take some steps to
offset the prejudice, and which is growing.
Yesterday afternoon we met a gentleman
from Wichita, and bespoke of this feeling,
and he said he believed it to be a fact that
Kansas City did not get a dollar's worth of
trade from the people of Kansas through
any friendliness or sympathy, but only
such as was forced by nature "or the con
struction ot railroad lines, when a man
goes into a store or other place of business
the proprietor does not immediately begin
a quarrel with him about any whini he
may have.

There is no valid objection to or argu-
ment that can be used against the propo-
sition thus stated, but on the contrary
every consideration of self interest,
which is the first law of nature, why
such a line of policy should be adopted
in this state. The Eagle lias for long
3'ears preached this doctrine and if it had
been acted upon the state today would
have its commercial metropoli exclus-
ively within its own bounds and would
be receiving all the benefits therefrom.

No doubt tho same
misrepresentation holds good as to other
localities.

In common fairness and decency we
think it about time for his enemies to
stop using it, as in tho foregoing, as a
piece of very small and cheap demogogy.

This does not mend mat-
ters much, neither for the party nor for
the vicarious sufferer, for the present.
However, his admonitions were timely
and evidently made in the right spirit,
and whatever tlie future may have in
store for him, surely the party should
henceforth be absolved from further pun-
ishment for whatever sins may have
been committed by whomsoever.

M. Henry Villard predicts that in five
years there will not be a steam locomo-
tive on any railway in the United States,
and that all kinds of machinery will be
driven by electricity. He says that great
discoveries are at hand, and speaks so
positively that he is supposed to know
just what the discoveries are. And, bet-

ter still, ho has just been placed in posi-

tion at the head of one of the largest
and strongest railroad corporations of the
country to demonstrate the practicabil-
ity of the enterprises in which he seems
to have so much faith.

Tho Atchison Champion is a pro-
nounced inflationist. After giving the
amount of increase the new silver bill
will add to the volume of currency now
in existence as $70,000,000 a year, it de-
clares that "what the country needs is a
yearly increase of about S12o.000.000 for
tho next decade. Our industrial and
commercial expansion demands it."
This would add about twenty dollars
per capita to the preseut currency and
make it in the neighborhood of "forty-fiv- e

dollars per capita, and would pretty
thoroughly test the question whether it
be possible to have too much of a good
thing.

The extension of the provisions of the
Wilson bill as it passed she senate, so :is
to make it cover commerce between the
states generally, in which sliape it is
now before the house, is provoking ser-
ious opposition from several quarters,
and the actions of several state legisla-
tures and municipalities within the past
twelve months in the matter of local in-
hibition of certain food products afford
ground for ample evidence of what will
occur if the bill referred to shall become
a law in its present shape. Tho perplexi-
ties of the situation do not diminish in
numbers or potency by discussion and
investigation of the involvings of the
question at issue.

The Leavenworth Times says, in an-
swer to a squib in die Eagle, that the
Tojwka convention was called to con-
vince the Resubmissionists that the Pro-
hibitionists had gained strength in Kan-
sas. That may be true, but the days of
sentimental pressure on that question in
Kansas are passed. Resolves aud con-
vention flourishes will not make votes
any more tlian they will relieve the finan-
cial stress of the state, nor will they
quiet the demand made for another vote.
The thing that would most efficiently
shut off the Resubmissionists would be
for the state to prohibition at
a general election through the ballot
box. tlie tickets to simply read 'for ' and
"against." Such an opportunity would
prevent tlie question from being settled
through the ballot box in a more indirect
and disagreeable way.

Our new silver notes are of the par

value of gold and are good for all debts
public and private. The intrinsic value
of silver is bound to go up 15 per cent or
more and four hundred and twelve and
a half grains of it will command a pre-
mium over the present gold dollar if the
west and south will but stand by it.

Tlie announcement that the interstate
commission has decided to order a re-

duction of freight rates on cereals from
Kansas, Nebraska and lissouri points to
the Mississippi river and Chicago is all
right as far as it goes; but what Kansas
is most interested in is an equitable rate
on cereals and cereal products to the
south. Our nearest and best market is
in that direction if it could be reached
without losing all the profits in trans-
portation charges. The announcement
above referred to makes no mention of
this last subject and it is feared the
authorities do not regard it as a matter
of sufficient importance to demand their
august attention. Wo shall be glad to
know that we are wrong in this.

The discovery that Professor Victor C.
Vaughn, of Ann Arbor University, is
said to have made will rank as one of
the great achievements of modern medi-
cal science. Professor Vaughn says that
he has found the germ that causes
chora infantum, diphtheria aud ty-

phoid fever, and is confident that he will
be able to find an antidote for the poison
of the germs, so that individuals can be
inoculated against these diseases just as
now they are vacoinated against the
smallpox. When we consider the terri-
ble ravages of these ailments, especially
in the summer time, and among those of
tender years, the transcendent value of
this discovery to mankind begins to ap-

pear.

The venerable mother of Lieutenant
William B. Cushing, who, in 18G4, with
a crew of thirteen, blew up the confeder-
ate Albemarle on a North Carolina river,
is now an object of charity in Boston.
She is very poor and owes for her board
since November last. All of her eleven
children are dead. She served four years
during the war as nurse and was wound-
ed twice on tlie field of battle. She
claims to own property in Monterey
count, California, and also owns lands
in Florida, but through some trouble
which she does not understand she de-

rives no benefit from the property. Her
name is now Susan P. Garrison, she hav-
ing married William Lloyd Garrison af-

ter the death of her first husband. Mr.

The question of prohibition legislation
Avas submitted to a direct vote of the peo-
ple of Kansas at the general election held
m November, A. D. 1SS0. and adopted afc

every election for state officers since that
time. address.

The above declaration comprise the
first sentence of tho address issued to tho
people of Kansas by the

convention at Topeka on Wednes-
day. It is unnecessary for the Eagle to
even offer a denial of tlie truth of tho
declaration, for the reason that every-
body, which includes the men who drew
it up, and the men who passed it, know
that there is not a word of truth in it.
The only time that the question or prohi-
bition was made an issue at a general
election, St. John was the Republican-prohibitio- n

nominee for governor, aud
Glick the Democratic-anti-prohibitio- n

candidate. If our memory serves us Mr.
St. John was not elected.

Respecting Mr. Parnell's proposition
for land reform arbitration in Ireland it
is well to await the effect of the sugges-
tion upon Tory politics before conclud-
ing that the Liberal leader has made a
great blunder, or, as some
journals argue, has suddenly become be-

reft of judgment, if not of reason. Noth-
ing has been advanced against the propo-
sition itself except on the ground of mere
party policy. And it is often very good
politics to make a sound and generous
offer to opponents who are trying to
trade on the reputation of generosity
without really deserving it. It is not un-
likely that Mr. Parnell's concession may
prove a Greek gift to tlie Salisbury min-
isters, by putting their sincerity to a
sharp test or by converting what would
have been only a sham reform, or a par-
tial one. into a real and complete system
for the improvement of the condition of
the occupants of Irish farms.

The amount of petty crime and misde-
meanors iu this city has already doubled
on account of the original package houses.
A single case of Avife beating and assault is
going to cost the county seA-er- hundred
dollars. If the original package houses are
alloAvd to run, Shawnee count v's court
expenses Avill be increased by at least ten
thousand dollars a year. The idea of abus-
ing the county attorney for prosecuting
the saloons, the source of nearly all the
crime, is manifestly idiotic Topeka Jour-
nal.

If all that is so, then Avhere is all of the
boasted high moral excellence and Chris-tai- n

attainments of your city of churches
and Sunday schools, your numerous so-
cieties for the intellectual, moral and
spiritual development of the people? The
opening of the original package houses
there did noi call into existence the class
of eople you refer to, neither did it cre-
ate iu them a disposition to do Avrong.
As little as our esteemed cotemporary,
et al. may think of it, every such parade
as it makes of local conditions like the
above is the severest possible commen-
tary ujxm the moral status of its com-
munity not only, but also upon tlie zeal
and efficiency of those Avhose duty and
business it is to teach the people, by pre-
cept and example, better things and lead
them in a better wav.

An involuntary sigh forces itself upon
one when, in the possibility of a prohibi-
tion crusade at Emporia, we think of
what will become of Father Eskridge and
his whisky ads. Will the editor of the Re-
publican oppose the abolition of the pack-
age stores on business principles?

The dividing line between sanity and in-

sanity is undefined. We can be aburd,
yet not crazy. We can be a conscientious
crank and yet bear a semblamce to sanity,
but we can not be an absurd crank and lay
claim to wits. This was suggested by the
action of the council of Olathe to boycott
and run down any one who is opposed to
prohibition. If you live in Olathe and
have individual opinions, go to Russia or
to Thibet or some place where despotic
rule has not yet reached the point where
convictions are prohibited.

The gist of one of the Topeka
resolutions was virtually a bid

for money to protect prohibition officers
from their own haruni-scaru- prosecu-
tions. But the fact still remains and with
the knowledge of it the prohibition leaders'
hope must be vain, that the prohibitionist
is a better conniver than supporter. His
hypocrisy makes it so. He would rather
be a knowing leader than one of the crowd
of bamboozled followers. Succinctly this
is only additional evidence that the prohi-
bitionist is better at winking than "cough-
ing."

Alex Butts, of the Kansas City Star, has
been over to Excelsior Springs recreating.
So has Major Hudson, of tho Topeka
Capital. Alex has a story on the major.
The principal attraction at tho spa to Mr.
Hudson seems to have been the bathing
facilities and he was in the pool a goodly
portion of his time. "One day after a pro-

longed bath, attended by violent exercise,'
relates Mr. Butts, "he fainted away just
as he was about to enter his dressing
room. His companions laid him down on
the floor and proceeded to rub him vigor-
ously, while the frightened attendant ran
to the bar of tho Elms and quickly re
turned with a tumbler of whisky.

ARTIFICIAL RAINFALL.

To tho Editor of the Eazle.

I notice in your issue of the 17th inst.
that you think the experiment of Secre-
tary Rusk in exploding dynamite in the
high air to produce rain of trial.
I think it should be tried because a fair
trial is tho only supreme test of theory.
And this belief of rain folloAving great
battles arising in this country during the
civil AArar has gained strength since. A
real test under proper conditions Avould
settle the matter.

Among practical meteorologists the
theory of concussion producing rain is
not indorsed. I believe that if the at-
mosphere Avere charged Avith vajor at
the time it is possible it might be shaken
out by heavy concussion. Whereas
AVPi-f- i tho (Irttniintions to be omitted thf
rain would often pass off to other forms
or places. In such cases Ave of Kansas
could be often benefitted if the theory is
true.

It is knoAvn to practical meteorol-
ogists that a sufficient change of teinper-tur- e

in a cloud of dense vapor is the
leading cause of precipitation. Yet I
feel pretty sure that the loud claps
of thunder frequeutly shake down
increased quantities of showers Avhere
the clouds are just ready for precipita-
tion or there is a slight drizzle.

So ancient a Avriter as Plutarch speak3
of rain following great battles. And it
must be remembered that the ancients
used of a noiseless nature com-
pared to those of the moderns. Writing,
in the life of Marius, about that general's
great battle Avith the Teutons, he says:
"It is observed that great rains fall after
great battles. Whether it be tliat some
Deity chooses to purify the earth; or
whether the blood and corruption, by
the moist and heavy vapors they emit,
thicken the air so liable to be altered by
the smallest cause." It is but a short
step from blood and corruption to tlie
explosion of gun poAvder in a mere theory,
and this theory of rains after battles is
not new under the sun.

The state of Kansas is making a hard

fight against the authority of the federal
government. Under tho "original pack-
age' decision of the United States su-
preme court, sundry dealers. began the
sale of liquor in the capital of Kansas, as
they undoubtedly have the right to do
until congress passes a bill giving the
states authority to interfere with such
traffic The Kansas officials, however,
attempted to usurp the poAver of overrul-
ing the federal court, and arrested the
dealers; tho attorney general contending
that the packages were not "original"
because they Avere small enough to suit
retail purposes. This claim Avas absurd
on its face, and Judge Foster, of the
United States circuit court ha3 mado
short of it, pointing out that the
dissenting judge of the United States

supreme court ha'e made for the scope
of the decision and of the law as it now
stands clear, having expressly de-
clared that whisky and beer might be
imported from one state into another
and sold by the keg, case, bottle, in any
quantity, large or small, pro A'idetl it re-
mained in the shape put up for shipment.
Kansas has been very emphatic in main-
taining that tlie state must yield to the
authority of the federal government, but
it is a disagreeable surprise to find that
she must mind the supreme court of the
nation Avhen she does not like its orders.

The ShaAvnees are at present celebrating
their corn dance. This dance lasts two or
three Aveeks and is celebrated by the en-

tire tribe of some 700 members. The dance
is the usual circle 'Stomp" dance, and is
engaged in only at night. The day feport
consists of a game resembling foot "ball iu
which women and men both engage,

on opposing hides, ami be it said to
their credit the avoiuuii are victors quite
as often as their lords anil masters.
Tlie game is so modified aa to give
the Avomen the extra privilege over
their male competitors of carrying
the ball to the goal, tlie men having only
the usual foot ball privileges. The strug-
gle for possession of the ball often becoim--
furious, but ahvays good natural, and o
intent do they often become that their
clothing is torn in shreds. During this
holiday season the Indian's desire for fire-
water becomes uncont reliable, and lie will
go to any limit to obtain it. A favorite
Aay is U) sally over into the land of their
enemies, the "Pattnwatomies, frteal a few
good horses, and make for the nearest
market where they .sell them and invent
the proceeds in intoxicants. Thin season
is no exception to this rule. Laat Satur-
day a band of ShaAvnees stole nix good
horses from tho Pottawatomie, took them
to Stillwater Avhere they were sold and
the proceeds divert wl into the usual chan-
nel.
