When
the milk in the bottles begins to steam
cork them tightly and let them boil for
half an hour Take the saucepan from the
fire and let the bottles stand in it until the
water is cool, to prevent their cracking.
Set them in the icebox or soma cold place.
Enough food can he prepared every morn-
ing to last twesty-foa- r hours.
