Withextra practice he stemed to develop |
into a first rate 50 and 75 yard ruoner, |
showing remarkable quickness in getiing |
into his stride after laaving his mark, and |
also travellng along ab a lively gait when
under full headway., He is 50 big that be
mukes other compotitors look almost like
pigmiles, sud his long bounding stride is
in great contrast with the style used by
the majority of'others. Tle showed a fond
ness for jumping, and although he would |
without donbt make a capital sprinter
should he continue practising, he prefers
to use what time he hes for exercike in
growing expert at the various styles of
ptanding jumping. His practico lins not
been wasted, for at the games of the Froe
port Athletic association, of Long Island,
Leld July 4, he broke the world's smateur
record for the standing hop, stép and
jump, doing % fr. 11 in. Tho previous
record was 20 fu 04 ., and it wns made
in 1850,

In doing this game Rich toes a line,
standing on his righit leg, und hops about 7
feet, massured to the heel. Ho then gives |
s stép, landing on his left log, of about 10
feet, moasured from heel to heel, and his
last effort I8 a jump which meassures be-
tween 190t 6in, and 10 feot from heel to
heel.
