THE NEW COTTON CROP.

The receipts of cotton at the ports for
tho ear which is now drawing to a
close, are in excess of those of last year
hy over a quarter of million of bales, but
the receipts at the Gulf ports are, for the
same period, almost a million of bales in
excess; while, then, it is evident that
more cotton was produced in the south
last year than the year before, it is also
plainly evident that the Gulf ports must
have drawn to themselves much cotton
which, otherwise,' would naturally have
moved toward the Atlantic ports.

The most potent factor in helping along
this increasing volumeiof cotton to those
ports are the roads having New Orleans
as their terminus, as wjll be seen by the
following clipping from the New Orleans
Times-Democra- t: "New Orleans has no
reason to feel ashamed of herelf.
Her receipts are, gross,

net 1,930,331. Percentage of
port receipts 33.7, last year 30.7, season
of 1887-8- 8 32.3. The receipts hero have
increased from all sources except the
Southern Pacific and the'New Orleans &r

Northeastern, which sliow a slight de-

cline. The Illinois Centital lias increased
its receipts 39,04(5 bales, 'i'yexas & Pacific
133,802. Mississippi Valley 74.883, and
the other sources of receipts show a
similar improvement. It) has been a
good cotton year for New-Orlean- but
we have every reason to believe that the
next will be better."'

New Orleans has long be en the greatest
cotton market in the worlol, and it will
probably continue to be, though the
opening of deep water ports on the
western gulf coast will divert a large
per cent of that crop from the Crescent
City market, and this addition to the
tonnage of outgoing shipments cannot
but add to the importance of the said
gulf ports in the export trade. And all
this will help the. west.

A MONTH OP FIRES.
Contrary to usual experience, the

month of July 'had a very bad fire re-

cord, and the insurance companies, so
we learn from eastern exchanges, are
somewhat disturbed thereby.

It is not easy to account for this unex-
pected increase of conflagration at a

of the year when such events are
expected to bo less frequent than atany
other time. It is significant, however,
that the losses have been widelj' dis-

tributed oer the country, principally by
the burning of single buildings, and that
the insurance companies report a slow
ness in making their premium collec-
tions. These conditions may not prove
an excess of incendiarism, but they at
least point; unpleasantly in that direc-
tion.

But whatever the cause, the results
have been abnormal.- - and suificienth'
alarming to excite unusual attention and
a demand for closer watchfulness on the
part of all concerned. Naturally the
lire insurance companies will be tho first
to feel tho effects of these increased
losses, and if the same condition of
things should continue for a month or
two longer it is feared that some of the
smaller companies may be swamped.

In the end, however, property owners
and communities will be the ones to suf-
fer, if the July record should prove to be
anything more than an incomprehensi-
ble vagary of the law of averages. But
the fact is sufficiently important to em-

phasize more than ever tho necessity of
vigilance. No excels of "ecaution can
be regarded as in any way unjustifiable,
and neglect or hazardous fire measures
of any kind will not fall short of crimin-
ality.

Whether tenable or not tho theory is
advanced that the tightness of money
matters has had much to do with
the increase of the midsummer fire
record, and this theory would be given
additional color by the activity of the
insurance companies were that not a
pefectly natural effect whatever bo the
cause, if indeed thero be any specific
reason therefor. Our own notion is that
it is more in the nature of the epedemic
theory that seems to obtain in regard to
disasters of various kinds, though which
are indefinable or inexplicable upon any
commonly accepted line of theorizing.

The Republicans of the state are all
pointing with pride to the platform
adopted by the Dodge City convention.
:is being the correct exposition of Re-

publican principles at the present time.
The Farmers Alliance are referred to it
with the positive assurance that it pro-

vides for all their wants and meets all of
their demands. The Democrats, too, are
completely disarmed by the broad and
catholic provisions of that superb instru
ment. But somehow or other neither
tho Alliance fellers nor Democrats are
falling over each other in the scramble
to get on the aforesaid platform. But
that's all right: if they don't want it they
don't have to take it: there will be plenty
of Republicans to occupy all the avail-
able space, and it may take some crowd-
ing to get them all on.

The Times of Thursday boasts that
"the Kansas City hog market is tho best
in tho world for western shippers." but
with prices on that market exactly the
sHme as they were on the Wichita mar-
ket the day previous, from which quota-
tions the Times made its boast, we fail
to see where the "best"' comes in. par-
ticularly to western shippers who are as
near and nearer this market than that.
Fact is. market quotations taken one
day with another, show that the Wich-
ita market is the best for all who can
reach it with equal facility, on account
of the saving of time, shrinkage snd ex- -

pense everything is taken here, and at
the best prices, the day it is received,
little or nothing going over to another
day to glut the market.

William Walter Phelps, our minister
at Berlin, is said to have touched the
heart of hearts of the Germans by his
fondness for onion tart. This fragrant
dish is prepared by slicing the onions
and placing them iu a platter lined with
dough, ami baking in a quick oven.
Seasoned with pepp- -r and soaked in
melted butter, the tart Ls served piping
hot and eaten at once. Wlx?n the wind
is with him American visitors at Berlin
jestingly say tlat Mr. Phelps' approach
can be preceived as he comes along Unter
den Linden several minutes before he
can be seen. He proposes to make
onion tarts popular in this country, es-

pecially among statesmen who court the
German vote.

That was a high sounding scheme the
dispatches gave out yesterday morning
wherein the Colorado United States sen- -

a tors were made the principal purchas-
ers of the Denver News and that Hon. J.
S. Clarkson was to be the editor-in-chi- ;
but it seems to have been concocted with-
out the latter gentleman's knowledge or
consent. He says he knows nothing of
any such deal and that he certainly will
not be the editor of the new paper. He
does not deny the Japan business ar-

rangement that he is sai I to be at the
head of, however. It make look queue-riou- s

to see John S. turn Jap, but no one
will deny him such privilege, if he wants
to enjoy it.

In speaking of the Breckenridge-Clay-to- n

imbroglio the Leavenworth Times
thinks Mr. Breckenridge should have re-

signed at once when the contest came
up and thus save all this bother and
scandal. This is asking or expecting too
much. If he was not elected to the seat
it was not his to resign, and to liave quit
at the beginning would have been a vir-

tual acknowledgement that he was at
least particeps criminis in the affair,
which is unnatural and not expected
however guilty he may be. To our
mind the course and the result of the
whole proceeding was the only reason-
able one that could have been pursued;
and yet as to the final outcome it was
but a pro forma proceeding, as he will
no doubt ask for an endorsement from
his constituency and it will be given
him.

The Emporia Republican has become
so wabbly in its politics that it is a hard
matter to keep track of it. It is like the
Irishman's flea, when you think you've
got your finger on it is when you are
fooled. It keeps up a running fight on
Senator Ingalls but champions the
Farmers' Alliance that is claimed to be
strongly in favor of him. But his little
excerpt from the Republican's columns
will give a more accurate idea of its
methods if not its intents: "The Atchison
Champion sided with the Democrats on
the taiiff, and the Kansas Republican
dailies roasted it unmercifully. Senator
Plumb did the same tiling, and the same
papers praise him. The difference is
that Senator Plumb is not openly fight-
ing Ingalls."

These are the days when the war vet-
erans of the sixties are singing "rally
round the fiag," and making the welkin
ring as a reminder of those thrilling days
of a quarter of a century ago.

The acreage of sorghum in Kansas is
reported at 10,700 acres, agaiast 0,300
acres last year.

PACTS ABOUT AjMERICAN INDEPEN
DENCE.

To the Editor of tho Eaile.
Recently a correspondent writing un-

der the name "Aldrenie" took issue with
the general American idea of the ease
with which we could do our English
parent up in a war. He was answered
by some one from the American side un-
der an assumed name which brought up
the question of the facts of the liistory
of the war of 1776. With tliis phase of
the controversy Iwish to deal. In the fifth
volume of Guizot's history of France;
under the word Beaumarchais in a stan-
dard encyclopedia end several biogra-
phies of the man, may be found a sketch
of P. A. C. Beaumarchais, born French
1732, died 1799. This man was born
poor; reared a watchmaker, became
second to Mulliene as a dramatic writer,
became a politician and courtier
under great difficulties. He was
a great merchant and banker and the
friend of the common people. He re-
joiced in and was the founder of the
French revolutionary title of "citizen."'

The train, of events calculated to insure
American independence had been deeply
laid in the previous seven years' war if
not long before at Cressy and Agincourt.
England and her allies had humbled
France and robbed her of the East and
West Indies, Canada and many of the
previous conquests of the Fourteenth
Lewis. Eveiy good Frenchman wanted
revenue. But the nobles wanted to con
quer America, while the philosophers
and their desciples wished America to
become free. This division of opinion
was hindering French interference in
America's behalf, when the able and
practical Beaumarchais took up a collec-
tion, advanced large sums of his
own and gave American agitators
their first help. He organized
a great forwarding house under the firm
name of Rodeigo, Hortalez & Co. From
this house millions in money, arms,
munitions and equipage came to succor
the rebel colonists. Silas Dean wrote to
congress saying Beaumarchais was the
greatest friend to America in Europe.

But Washington and others, being
Protestant participants against France
in the colonial wars, were afraid of her
intrigues. They looked with suspicion
upon the Catholic people who were en-
couraging their Protestant countrymen.
It took a good deal of diplomacy to get
the Protestant Americans to take help
from their Catholic friends, especially to
admit a French army on their soil.
Finally all objections and much preju-
dice was overcome; the French declared
war, landed their army and mingled on
friendly and social terms with
the colonists. The first French
campaign was a dancing one
with the Yankee girls.

In the end the leading Catholic coun-
tries which had suffered most from the
English Protestent alliance of years be-
fore brought such political pressure to
bear upon all Europe that they severally
recognized the independence of the
thirteen colonies. The Americans fought
well in great part during the long war.
But thero are few well informed men
who believe that they ever could have
secured independence against the mother
country in a single handed war. Euroje
had many scores to settle with Great
Britain. And it was the keener fore-
sight of Burke, Chatham, Conway and
Fox that foresaw this rather than any
love they had for that liberty which the
colonists believed in, that caused them
to oppose war and befriend America.
Thus the United States became the climax
of years of European diplomacy, or
rather the finger of God had made a
period.

It is remarkable that when England
reached her proud period of conquest in
the seven years' war, that a series of
events took place which incidentally
conferred greater empire upon her most
English colonists the United States
than that which she conquered altogether.
The Revolution gave us the territories of
the thirteen colonists; and her persistent
war upon France and Napolcan gave us
the empire of the then Louisiana; Louisi-
ana supplementedEnglish colonial slavery
which in turn gave us Florida, Texas,
California and New Mexico, and even
clamored for "fifty-fou- r forty or fight."

But we never honored Beaumarchais;
nor does any American liistory that I
know of mention him. Few Americans
possibly ever heard of him. Indeed we
as a nation, have been ungrateful to
France in many respects. Yet, out of
her jealousy and in part her love, we
were bom a great nation.

ROBERT TOOMBS.

Ben C Tlinrman in New York Time.
I never met "Bob' Toomls but once

after tho war. He was a curious com
bination of tlie genial and severe a sort
of iceberg in the tropics, ne criticised
the late Jefferson Davis severely, and
declared that the election of tlie latter
sealed the fate of the Confederacy at the
start. Ho told mo that Davis way a
martinet, and that he ridiculed the idea
of any southerner or Yankee succeeding
in anything who wasn't educated and
spurred at West Point; that he w:ts too
much of an aristocrat when all south-
erners should have been equal; that he
thought the north could not recover
from Fredericksburg and Chickamanga.
and that the late belieVed
himself a god of war: that if the Confed-
eracy had won it would have gone to
pieces in a year or thrown the Miseissip-pia- n

out; that he was jealous, envious,
narrow-minde- d, overbearing and lack-
ing in military knowledge and real
statesmanship. "He would have been a
good civil engineer or newspaper nun
if he had been properly educated.
He did hate me well, Toombs added,
and then he laughed without chang-
ing his features; he gnashed his
teeth without making a sound, and
glared savagely but childlike. If. at the
gates of heaven, St. Peter asked Toombs
where he came from he undoubtedly an-
swered: "Nowhere."' "Had you no
country?" "No sir." "Where were you
born?" "Washington, Wilkes county,
Georgia, named after tlie greatest ami
best rebel that ever lived." "Wht are
your qualifications:-- " "That I am honest
in my conviction: tliat my father w-- s a
revolutionary soldier and" my mother a
teautiful woman of Pennsylvania, that I
have lived fifty odd years with a nuxlel
wife, h whom only a short time aeo I
celebrated our golden weddiasr: that I
hate Joe Brown as cordinllv as the deril !

supposed to hate holy water: that I
have never read Jeff Davis 'Rise aad
Full of the Confederate Government,'
and am for ever aad ever an unrecon-
structed rebel."

Toombs believed tJat if thj south had
made the abolition of slavery a part of
its policy, it would have lad England
anu France on its side, and that the con-
federacy vifcuk! hav succeeded. It was
his boast that his latchkevs were so
conspicuously out that no hotel
could exist m tl- - town of
Washington. He awl m wife
were both renowned for their
hospitality, and claimed that asr man
who had money enough to put up at a
hotel had character enough to 'preswme
upon their hospitality. Be told m that

was on the confederate records, if
Davis hadn't destroyed or the Yankees
hadn't stoien thent, that, as wcretary of to
state of the confederate goreranieat, he
had promised to do what Abraham Lin to
coln did reari laterfssancjpote the J
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slaves of the south by a stroke of the pen.
"Then we would have succeeded,' he
went on. "All the great governments
of the world would have been on our
side and aided us in many ways. The
niggers, who never did like a Yankee
anyway, would have gone into our army
anil swelled its numbers bv from 250,000
to 500,000. We could have got all the
money and arms and ships we wanted,
for cotton was king, especially when it
was worth half a dollar a pound. It was
Toombs, however, who onco declared in
the senate that he would live to see the
grass grow in the streets of Boston, and
have the roll call of his slaves made upon
Bunker Hill, or words to that effect.
