CEOP STATISTICS.

Official Eeports to the Department of Agri-
culture.

Washington, Augusta There is reduc-
tion in condition of all cereals as reported
by the statistician of the department of
agriculture. The decline from the 1st ofJuly to the 1st of August is from 93.1 to
73.3 in corn: from 91 4 to 85.2 in spring
wheat; from 81 to 70.1 in oats; from 8S.3 to
&2.8 in barley. Condition of spring rye
i'G.S. Condition of Irish potatoes is reduced
from 91.7 to 77.4. A fall of 20 points indi-
cate s the disaster which lias befallen the
corn crop wit hin thirty days. The cause isabnormally high temperatiireof thecentral
maize districts with insufficiencv of rain-
fall. The returns of drouth, wliich cover
a broad area, and the severitv of eiTi-- r ts
produced are more general and depressing
than the signal service record of tempera-
ture appears to indicate. One factor in
the blighting of vegetation is evidently the
Lot winds that have scorched the lower
basin of the Missouri valley and the Ohio
valley. The change from drouth to daily
saturation by repeated and heavy showers
has been too sudden and extreme in those
regions where drouth has been relieved
by sejisons of moisture.

The crop is late in the New England
states and will require a long, warm sea-
son tojtnature. In the middle states the
high temperature has advanced growth
in the northern districts, and in the more
southern there has been some injury from
drought. The south Atlantic states renort
local droughts with subsequent rains "and
comparatively good, though somewhat re-
duced, condition of corn. Some counties
in Mississippi have suffered materially
from absence of seasonable moisture. In
Louisiana the crop is in high
condition though somewhat late in
the overflowed districts. In Texas
luu crop is now matured and isgood except in that area that has suffered
most drouth. Late planted corn in Ark-
ansas has been "eriouslyiiijured by drouth
of the last three weeks in July. In the
nraiemaun souinwesreru part or Ken-
tucky, the crop has leen severely scorched
and the rains since the 23d of July have
materially relieved the fields of the cen-
tral and eastern district. In Ohio there is
a great difference between the northern
and the southern parts of the state.

The southern diviions of Iudiana and
Illinois have likewise received greater
damnges than the northern. Condition is
slightly higher in Missouri. In Kansas
the severity of the drouth has culminated.
Iowa and Nebraska are nearlvmtlie status
of the Ohio valley, while Minnesota makes
the highest average of all the state. Wis-
consin suffers slight!;- - and Michigan still
more from drouth There ha been con
biderable reduction in (he condition of
spring wheat amounting to fully 11 points.
It is less in the Dakotas than in other
spring wheat districts. The average of
condition is SO in Wisconsin, 70 in Minne

S7 in Iowa, 71 in Nebraska and SS in
the Dakotas. The latter is a decline of 7
points, owing to hot southern winds which
affect ed the late sown more than the early.

The oat crop is certain to be one of verv
low yield and probably poor quality. An-
other crop of great importance, potatoes,
has also been much damaged by drouth.
A low rate of yield is assured.

MICHIGAN'S WHEATA. SURPRISE.
Lassixg, Mich.." August " 9! The

monthly crop report for' August issued iuby the secretary of state shows a material
improvement in the wheat crop over the
July estimate. Reports from S00 corre-
spondents give the average yield in the
southern counties at 14.00 bushels per acre,
the central 12.7S, the northern 14 55. The
threshers report an excess of
the above. viz: 1S.08 in the
southern and 19.06 in the central.
The quality is reported fully
up to the average, onlv 2$ out of 512 cor-
respondents reiwrting'in had. Oat yield
in the southern counties 29, central 51 and
northern 27 bushels per acre; the, weisrht is
light and the crop not more than three-fourt-

of an average. The hay crop is
fully up to the average and was secured in
prime condition. The condition of corn is
73 in southern counties instead of 91 Julv
1; it is 92 in tho central and 101 in the
northern counties.

The marked decline in oats and corn is
owing to the severe and extended drought
which has also seriously affected meadows
and pastures. ot

PREPARING FOR A WHEAT CROP.
Kansas Cut, Mo., August 9. Reports

from western Kansas state that farmers
are preparing an unusually large acreage
for wheat. Many fields where the corn is
a failure are being plowed up and will be
sown in wheat.

Parties from ATcPherson county state
that the broom corn crop along the Smoky
river is the best for years. One farmer
has forty acres that will produce ten tons
of brush, which will bring about $100 per
ton. He says the cost of producing it was
not over 8200, A good rain fell this morn-
ing and the indications are good for more.
The late corn and pasture will be greatly
benefitted.

A PEACE LEAGUE.

William's Visiting Tour Interpreted to
Have That Meaning.

BERLIN, August 9. Tonight's Post
gives suggestive prominence lo a special
London dispatch sajing that just as the
emperor's visit to Osborn in lSbS afforded
the starting point leading to the Anglo-Germa- n

agreement the present visit of the
kaiser may have an outcome that will
astonish the world. The Post's allusion as
read here under the light of the reports
circulating in the1 official world point to a
project of the kaiser's to obtain the czar's
assent to another Berlin congress aim-
ing at a general European peace pact, im-
plying a limitation of arma-
ment Lord Salisbury's declara-
tion at the mansion house that Europe
was never more pacific aud that the na-
tions were growing inclined to compromise
indicated the trend of his communications
with the nowers. The kaiser come- to
Russia as the apostle of peace now desires
tne Kaisenn to accompany him. The be-
lief in official circles here is that the czar
will treat the league of peace as a futility
unless associated with the restoration of
Russian dominance in the Balkansand the
permanent ratifying of France.

Whatever the kaiser's peace ideas may
be his movements tend to strengthen Ger-
many in the event of war. His visit to
Norway was immediately successful
iu inducing the government to consent
to the reception of Norwegians and
Swedes for the German navy, an am-
ple supply of fine seamen being thus
