GUTHRIE, Ok., August 11. Governor
Steele being asked what he would do now
that two of the members of the legislature
had died said: "I shall call an election
immediately and shall not delay the call-
ing of the legislature together for a single
day. I know the importance of having
our legislature assembled as soon as pos-
sible. The people want this done, they
want laws and it is much better that they
have laws of their own making. I do not
intend to defer this calling of an election
in order to know who is to represent the
territory at large a single da'.'

It is tiie intention of politicians and the
business interest generally to make the
fight over the vacancies a question of the
permanet location of the Oklahoma capi-
tal. The legislature now stands with the
dead members' seats vacant a tie on the
capital question, and if the Oklahoma City
people can elect as successors to Mr. Burke
and Mr. Reynolds men in favor of their
town as the permanent capital, then Guth-
rie would surely get the worst of it.

TO FILL THE VACANCIES.

Governor Steele has issued his procla-
mation calling an election on August 23
in order to fill vacancies occasioned by the
death of the Hon. Milton W. Reynolds
and C. M. Burke. The impression is that
the governor will call the legislature to-

gether at the time first agreed on, Au-

gust 19.

BOTE SIDES DETERMINED.

The Sajiawmen Will Try to Vote Despite
Threatened Trouble.

Pur.CELL, I. T., August 11. The election
for governor of the Chickasaw nation will
take place Wednesday. The contest will
be one of much bitterness and trouble is
anticipated by some. The full bloods still
maintain their intention of preventing the
squawmen from voting, and the latter
have not wavered in their determination
to vote at all hazards. The Chickasaw
nation, despite itsimmense area, is divided
into but four counties and each county has
but one voting place. These four voting
places are all from fifty to 100 miles east of
the Santa Fe road and information con-

cerning the election will be outained with
delay and difficulty. Those in Purcell who
are entitled to vote have left for Stonewall,
a hundred miles east of here, which is the
voting place of Pontoluck county.

The widow, a crippled daughter and a
pretty little maid of 15 summers constitu-
ted the dead man's family. They, with a
few neighbors, worn and tired out from
caring for Mr. Reynolds during his illness,
were deeply cast down.

At 4:30 the bell on the little frame church
commenced to toll aqd the village people,
the country neighbors and the visitors
slowly and mournfully carried all that re-

mained of the dead editor, statesman and
educator to where a few parting words
were to be spoken.

The minister, the Rev. Mr. Murray,
spoke in a most laudatory manper of the
man as a legislator, as an editor and as a
father.

Then the Hon. Sidney Clarke delivered a
notable funeral oration.

After the c! urch service a procession
was formed and the friends of Milton W
Reynolds in life followed him to the grave
that had been prepared on the school
section. The site is picturesque. It is in
plain view of Mr. Reynold's claim the
place he so much yearned to spend the
balance of his days upon.

Mr. Reynolds left very little property
in fact, it is said that, all he had in his
name was pledged to financial coporations.

PILGRIMS IN BLUE.

THOUSANDS OF VETERANS ARRIVE

AT BOSTON.

The Presidential Party, Disembark-

ing from the Baltimore, Re- -

ceived with High Honors.

A Banquet at the Vendome, Marked by
the Entire Absence of Speech--

Makinjr.

Many Receptions Along the Route

"Westerners Reported as Turning Back

for Lack of Transportation The

National Council of Admin-

istration Holds a
Session.

Boston, Mass., August 11. As the Balti-
more, flying the president's flag, and bear-
ing President Harrison, Secretaries Rusk
aud Noble, and Private Secretary Halford,
entered Boston harbor this afternoon, she
was met by the vessels of the fleet, the
Atlanta, Kearsage, the gunboats Petrel
and Yorktown, the dispatch boat Dolphin,
the dynamite cruiser Vesuvius aud the
torpedo boat dishing all save the Kear-
sage aud dishing firing salutes. The
revenue cutter Gallatin with President
Brackett, Collector Beard and Mr. and
Mrs. McKee on board, escorted her to her
anchorage. Mayor Hart and other mem-
bers of the city government also went
down the harbor to welcome the chief
magistrate, while Mrs. Noble and other
ladies were on board the Vigilant. Presi-
dent Harrison landed about 5:40 p. m. amid
thunder of cannon at rows and was escort-
ed to the hotel Vendome by the first bat-
talion of cavalry.
The sidewalks and windows along the line

of march, which was nearly two miles in
extent, were packed with enthusiastic
multitudes who greeted the president with
handclapping and cheers. The president
rode with Governor Brackett in a carriage
drawn by four dark bays. He carried his
hat in his hand and bowed right and left
at the greetings of the throngs. Behind
rode Secretaries Rusk and Noble, and in a
third carriage were Private Secretary Hal-for- d

and members of the governor's staff.
President Harrison occupied the state
chamber at the Vendome and the reception
room has been put in regal floral dress.

a banquet at the vendome.
At the Vendome, a battalion of the First

corps of cadets was drawn up in waiting
anti the presidential party alighted and
went up an avenue to the state entrance to
the hotel, the president mounting the steps
arm in arm with Governor Bracket. The
cadets were guarding the various ap-

proaches to the presidential apartments
and the reception room. A few minutes
having been allowed for conversation, the
visitors approached to the state dining
ball where two long tables were arranged
lengthwise" of the hall. At the table Gov-
ernor Bracket, presided as the state guest,
the president at his right, with Secretary
Proctor on his left. Seated at this
table were Secretaries Noble and Rusk,
Governor Abbott, of New Jersey, and
Lieutenant Governor Hale, of Massachu-
setts. Among the other notable persons
who occupied seats at the other tables
were Admiral Gherardi, of the United
States navy, aud his staff in full uniform,
and state officers. The company sat down
shortly before 7 o'clock and it was past 8

when Governor Brackett announced that
carriages were waitinc. This was the only
audible speech that was made during the
entire banquet, the entire absence of
speech making being one of the conditions
upon which General Harrison accepted the
tender of a state banquet. Escorted by
the governor, the president and members
of his party were driven to the Parker
house where they attended, a reception
given by E. W; Eusley post, of Boston, to
Lafayette post, of New York.

THE PRESIDENT SPEAK3.

When the president entered the dining
hall, Colonel Charles L. Taylor presented
him and he was received with an ovation.
Rising slowly, President Harrison said:

"I do not count it the least of the
fortunate circumstances which have

appeared in my life, that I am
able to be here tonight to address you as
comrades of tho Grand Army of the
United States great applause. It is an
association great in its achievement and
altogether worthy of perpetuation until
the last of the associates have fallen into
an honorable grave. It is not my purpose
tonight to address you in an extended
speech, but only to say that,
whether walking with you, many
of vou, in the private pursuits of
life, or holding a place of official responsi-
bility, I can never in either forget that
everything that was worthy of preserva-
tion in our history, everything that is
clowinc and glorious in our future, which
we confront, turned upon the issues of
that strife in which you were encaged.
Will you permit me to wish for each of
you a life full of all sweetness and that
each of you may preserve, undimmed, the
love for the flag which called jou from
vour homes to stand under its folds amid
the shock of battle and amid dying men.
I believe thereare indications today in this
country of a revived love for the flag. Ap-

plause.
