BOTH GOOD AND BAD.

While tlie report from the state board of
agriculture is to the effect that the corn
crop of Kansas will only be 33 per cent of
last year's crop, yet it will be equal to the
demand, and the price, instead of being 12
or 15 cents per bushel, will be 50 or GO cents
per bushel. So if Kansas produced one-thir- d

of a crop this year and gets four
times as much per bushel for it as last
vear a short crop is to her financial benefit.

Garded City Sentinel.
As a mathematical proposition the

foregoing is correct, and there is little
doubt that the stale as a whole is in as
good, if not better, condition financially
with its present short corn crop than it
was last year with its bi;r crop. But
this is not true of all the people, more's
the pity. The fact is the short crop this
year will hurt a class that is not in a
condition to stand it small farmers, and
some others who were compelled to sell
their big crop last year at the small prices
offered to meet immediate needs and
pressing obligations. The failure this
year leaves ihem without either crop or
money, and the high prices that will be
so advantageous to those who were able
to hold their surplus crops last year will
only add to the distress of those who are
compelled to buy.

Attorney General Kellogg says, in an-

swer to an inquiry from the county at-

torney of Shawnee county, that express
companies can not bring liquors into the
state C. O. D. under the laws, and if they
do so they lay themselves liable. In giv-ingt-

opinion he says: 'Ordinarily, the
title to merchandise siiipped by railroad
or express from one state into another
passes from the seller to the buyer at the
place of shipment, and by the delivery to
.the common carrier, who is considered
the agent of the buyer. But this is not
true of goods shipped c. o. d. The title
to such merchandise does not pass until
the goods have reached their destination
and have there been paid for and deliv-
ered. The sale is not completed until
then. The common carrier is the agent
of tho seller and not of the buyer. By
collecting the money and delivering the
intoxicating liquor the agent or employe
of the railroad or express compairy
participates in the saleand becomes liable
for a violation of the prohibitory law."
To this tho Lawrence Journal very perti-
nently replies that if this view of the
case is correct, and we do not think it is,
why did not General Kellogg lind it out
long ago?

The hog market throughout the coun-
try has been on a boom for several days.
And in view of the immense receipts at
all points the market has held up sur-
prisingly well. This is gratifying for tho
present, but it is not the best for the
future. If it is continued much longer
it will simply mean scarcity of stock
and exalted prices another Farm-
ers will consult their best interests by
holding on to their young and immature
stock, even if they have to strain, a point
to do so. This applies in tho main to hogs
only. The ilush of receipts on the cattle
market is the effect, principally, of the
order vacating the forbidden portions of
tho territory by the cattle men with
their herds. These cattle must go on
the market very largely, because there is
nowhere else for them to go.

Dakota's representatives are interested
in the tariff on tin and want it so fixed
that there will be an opportunity to de-

velop the great tin mines of South Da-

kota. And the senate is disposed to
yield to their demands, notwithstanding
the fact that Senator Plumb's proposi-
tion to place a bounty upon all the tin
produced in this country equal to the
proposed tariff rat would accomplish the
same purpose as far as tho tin producers
are concerned. Verily it looks, more
and more every day, like the tariff is a
local question; that is to say, the interests
that demand protection for protection's
sake, are confined to certain localities as
against the interests of the masses of the
country at large for freer trade.

There is getting to be a good deal of
restlessness manifested throughout the
country at the slow progress made by
the senate with the tariff. In view of
the action of that body in endorsing the
bill by sections as reported by the com-
mittee, extended debate thereon would
seem to be a useless waste of time and a
resistance against the inevitable. And
yet, in view of the apparent determina-
tion of the majority party to pass the
bill as presented, the discussion, even to
an unlimited extent, should be contin-
ued, for there can be no question but
that the defeat of the measure altogether
will be better for the country and better
for the party than its passage in its
present shape, including many of the
items already passed upon.

PASS THE BDTTERWORTH BILL.

St. Locis, Mo., August 15, 1S90.

To the Editor of tho Eagle.

The passage of the anti-optio- n bill,
known as the Butterworth bill, is of such
vast and far reaching importance to the
farming, producing and exporting inter-
ests of the United States, that I feel im-

pelled to call your attention for a few
moments to the necessity of passing the
bill, and asking your assistance in saving
these interests from destruction and
bankruptcy.

It is simply a question w hether a few
gamblers can control for their own ben-

efit the entire wealth, labor and inter-
state commerce of this country, or,
whether supply and demand shall make
values and enable the farmers and pro-
ducers to intelligenth' raise such crops
as the soil they own is suited for, and
tho producer and manufacturer such
goods as are a prime necessity of which
they know will be wanted without dan-
ger of having the value of their labor
and production destroyed by the vandal-
ism of selling promises in place of actual
property.

It is a well known fact that fhe quota-
tions (manipulated) sent out from New
York, New Orleans, Chicago and other
speculative exchanges fixes the values of
the productions in this country and are
used effectually in the markets of the
world. When prices are depressed first
in this country by sales of 100 times as
much product as is produced, the buyers
are appalled at the magnitude of "the
crops and supplies in this country and
withdraw from the market, enabling the
sellers of these false promises to put
down values without hardly at tinier
making a sale, checking consumption
and distribution all over the world, and
encouraging gamblers in other countries
to assist in this downward flow of values
by selling their promises in the United
States against the crops of grain and cot
ton raised m Europe, Asia and India.
It is well known that the more fictitious
sales that are made, the easier it will be
to buv bHck their promises at a profit.
thus destroying the production of the
world without furnishing any sub-
stitute to make amends for the injury
they have done to the labor of the workl,
and particularly to these United States,
which is one of" tho largest apricultural
countries on the face of the glob.

The friends of the ami-optio- n bill
claim that it is the duty of congress to
foster the agricultural and laboring in-
terests of this country first, not to the
injury of other legitimate interests, hot
in harmony, and that harmony can be
firmly established by legislating in favor
of all restriction and abolishing all false
methods of trading, and stopping all im-
pediment

COMMANDER VEAZEY'S CAREER.

The following interesting sketch of the
career of Colonel Wheelock G. Veazey,
recently elected commander-in-chie- f of
the G. A. R., will be read with interest:

Wheelock G. Veazey was born in
Rockingham county, New Hampshire,
about fifty-thre- e years ago, and was edu-
cated at Phillips' 'Exeter academy, Dart-
mouth college, and the Albany law
school. He had just begun practice in
Springfield, Vt., when the war broke
out. At the close of his military service
he resumed practice at Rutland, in part-
nership with the Hon. Redfield Proctor,
the present secretary of war. He en-
listed as a private in the Third Vermont
volunteers early in 1861, was chosen
captain of company A. and promoted to
be major and lieutenant colonel
that summer. The colonel of the
regiment was William F. Smith, who
afterward became popularly known
as General "Baldy" Smith. Being a
West Point man he gave his command
thorough discipline, and it distinguished
itself at Lee Mills, the first battle of the
peninsular campaign in 1S72. By this
time, however, its colonel had been made
a general and was in command of a di-
vision, and Colonel Veazey was his chief
of staff and was engaged in all the bat-
tles of the peninsular campaign. In ad-
dition to a leading law practice in 1S04
he accepted an appointment as reporter
of the decisions of the supreme court of
Vermont, and held the office eight years,
publishing nine volumes. He was a
state senator in 1S72 3, and a leading
member of that bodv. Still continuimr
to practice law, he wjis appointed regis-
ter in bankruptcy in 1S73, which he held
until the law was repealed. In 1S79 he
was chosen a judge of the supreme court
of Vermont, the highest court in the state,
and held this office for ten years, becom-
ing distinguished for judicial learuing
and probity, and being called to preside
at nisi prius over the most difficult trials
in the state. In 1879 ho was appointed
by the governor a commissioner to re-
port to the legislature upon court ex-
penses, with a view to retrenchment and
reform. Soon after going on the bench
he was appointed a commissioner for re-
vising the statutes of the state. In 1SS9
he was appointed by President Harrison
an interstate commissioner, aud this
office he holds at the present time.
While not a politician, he has always
been a Republican, and in 1S7G was "a
delegate at large to the national conven-
tion in Cincinnati. He has been a
trustee of Dartmouth college since 1873,
and has held a similar relation to other
institutions. In 1S73 Dartmouth college
conferred upon him the degree of LL. D.

An application is being prepared by
the attorneys of the Kansas City, Wyan-
dotte & Northwestern road, asking the
United States court to allow an expendi-
ture of money in improving the old Car- -
bondalo branch. This branch, which is
forty-fiv- e miles long, is, in its present
condition, of very little use. The mo-
tion to improve it is a part of the plan
agreed upon by tho management in
making the sale of the Northwestern
stock to Jay Gould. It is to bo used in
making a short lino connection for the
Missouri Pacific between Kansas City
and the west. The line will be extended
shortly to Osage City, thus making the
connection with the Gould road and
shortening the distance to Denver about
twenty-fiv- e miles. Topeka Democrat.
