As a point of equity, atten-
tion and consequent enjoyment of tho
occasion should be evenly distributed.
The evidence that tliis is never done lies
in tho immutable fact that tho wall
flower, like a fairer thing, "springs eter-
nal" and, it may be groaningly added,
everywhere.

While the genus is the same in all
climates and under whatever exposure,
tho species vary bt widely as to afford
opportunity for curious ctudy.

Stars may fall and belles faint
by the way. She is to oe counted upon
and in aa certainly ::b too caterer and
his bill. "Semper pan-cus- " should be
the legend embroidered upon her one
lace pocket handkerchief. Ready to ac-
cept, re.uly to go, and poor thing! more
than ready to be amused when she is
there, if tho ghost of opportunity bo
offered her. She must extract some
juice of pleasure from th husky enter-
tainment of fritting against other people's
wainscote anl basbo'irds, looking at
other people's danomg. and hearing the
hum of talk not addressed to herself.
Else her motto would be reversed, and
herself buffer a home change into a
honso leek.

That this does not happen is one of the
curiosities of human conduct. Our pre-
destinate wall flower is of tenor amiable
than captious, and cannot suspect wliat
a gravelly particlo she is between tho
teeth of he smiling mistress of cere-
monies, and with what unking of heart
she sees her appear m the drawing room
door, or her acceptance "with thanks"
would not be a foregone conclusion.
She comes in, timidly sometimes, at
others bashfully, but never deprecat-ingl- y.

Generally she radiates tho mild
complacency of one who knows herself
to bo welcome.

He is a comet, hers tho
steady shine of a planet. Let us hope
for bar speedy' discovery 0f tho truth
that it is tho loadon luster of Uranus, so
faint and ineffectual that tho world
would not mias its withdrawal from the
solar system.

Nothing succeeds like success, and noth-
ing fails so disa&troiibly as prejudged
failure.

Of the pretty trio of sisters I men-
tioned just now a flippant correspondent
wrote to a New York paper, disguising
the names, for safety's sake, under ini-

tials: "They look with plaintive patience
upon tho brilliant scene. Their blue
eyes, the fixity of the smile upon their
silent lips, their whole demeanor says:
'Wo are failures! We know it! We
would help it if we could. But, Kis-
met!' "

A plain old dame, whoso husband's
money and ambition had brought up
and oducated six fine looking sons and
three pretty daughters, was asked why
tho brothers had, one and all, married
early, while the sisters remained single.

icy avoidance of the mortification and
misconstruction incident upon a false
position. There is no written or oral
law obliging her to appear whore she iff
not appreciated and where eho neither
gives nor receives pleasure.

KEEPING VEGETABCES FRESK

?sllet Corson Gives Some Valuable
to Hoowivcs.

What is the best way to keep vege-

tables fresh?
If the greengrocer who is in tho habit

of displaying his entire stock on trestle-wor- k

outside his store door, trusting to
good trade to sell the most of it before it
becomes Ttnfifllsplo from the effect of sun
and dust, would follow tho plan pro-
posed by the writer eosie years ago, and
by slow degrees gaining favor bacauso
it reduces the percentage of loss from
waste, he would gratify his customers
immensely in addition. Tho simplest
trial to make is to place the bulk of his
morning's purchase of perishable goods
in the coole&t and darkest part of hjs

rooms for thisjusa, unless ho has an ice
box large enough to receive tho vegeta-bles,-- if

not the" cases.' A cold room of
course wotflcUbe incomparable. Only
the largest .dealers "hare such ooms.(
Put the vegetables "in their original
cases in a cool, dark place, sprinkle
them with water, and only bring them,
into the light in quantities aa required?
for sale. If at night'my remain unsold-loo-

them over, throw away the injured
portions, again sprinkle them with cold
water and leave them in the dark. By
this attention given to them night and
morning they wfll keep good several
days.

If possible put that small quantity of
each which serves as a sample in a glass
case, after first trimming off all defective
parts and washing the vegetables in cool
water. Then, inclosing them in the case,
they will look fresh and inviting.

If housewives all over the country
would follow the example of many of
my pupils, and make it a condition of
trade that their dealers shall keep their
vegetables somewhat in this way, they
will soon prove the advantage of it to
the tradesmen's satisfaction. The points
to be noted are freedom from air, dust,
heat, decayed parts and keeping the
fruit and vegetables in a cool dark;
place. One portion of the ice box racked
off, or the vegetables wrapped in a large
cloth, will keep them from contact with
other foods, except always that nothing
should ever bo put into the same ice box
with either milk, cream or butter. An
entirely separate box must be kept for
these articles if they are to be in the best
condition.

To return to the idea which I have
long advocated of one person buying for
several neighboring families. ,

If every housekeeper would inform
herself toward night as to supplies on
hand, the requirements in quantity of
the dry groceries and for the temporaryj
supply of such perishable foods as milk,
cream, butter, fresh meat, poultry, fish,
vegetables and fruit, the buyer could
make the round of her customers during
the evening, make up her market list,'
retire before 11 o'clock, so as to
rise and b6 at tho market before 6
a. m. At any hour between 4 and
6 a. m. the vegetables and fruit are
plentiful; tho meats, poultry and fish
can be bought later, and tho dry grocer-
ies, such as sugar, tea and coffee, at any
convenient hour. The goods should be
delivered in bulk at the buyers' house
and distributed from that point accord-
ing to her orders. Just such purchases
aro being made in several places as the
result of the first inception of the work
some three or four years ago. Success
depends upon the way tho thing is un-

dertaken.
So, equally, does the success of the

plan for inducing dealers to take the
best caro of food supplies while they are
passing through their hands. That the
health of the family greatly depends
upon this goes without saying in theso
days when housewives give so much
thought to the government of their lit-t-ie

A. W. vocabulary is concerned. A "meet"
is for racing, a love feast, and a Roneral
jollification. A "meeting" is for tho trans-
action of business, and, with tho exception
of a slight change in the conseitution, no
business is to be done at Niagara Falls.

Of course tho races will bo tho feature of
tho "meet " For the first time national
championship races aro to be run oif
Heretofore Tom, Dick and Harry wens
privileged to compete in these champion-Bhi- p

races. According to the new racing
rules only the cream of tho cream, so to
spook, will appear on the track during tho

held in this country. Thot-- who aro suc-
cessful i tho club championship races will
moot and contest for state championships,
and tho winners of thesa will meet to set-
tle the district championships.
