Nebraska Democrats really have some
hope of electing part of their ticket,
probably governor and auditor, as a re-

sult of the Alliance deflection from the
Hepublican party. They calculate that
Boyd will have ten to fifteen thousand
majority in Omaha, and that the popu-
larity of Wahlquist will give him a load
on the unpopular Benton. Democrats
are of course over sanguine, especially as
to the governorship.

SUGAR MAKING IN KANSAS.

The Topeka sugar works will com-
mence running sugar on the 1st of Sep-

tember. A governmental experimental
station will be started on that date.

The Capital says "the company has
1,000 acres of sorghum in good cendition
and about 400 acres in fair condition. It
will probably require three montlis to
convert this into sugar and will require
from sixty to seventy men.

"A field of ten acres of beets is also in
good condition. The manufacture of
sugar from beets with this kind of a
plant is in the nature of an experiment,
but Superintendent Watson feels sure of
success, in which case preparations will
be made for a much larger crop. It will
take about two weeks to run off the
sugar from the beets." Nothing having
been said for some time about the Topeka
plant it was not known until announce-
ment was made that it would be put in
operation this season, but from the
foregoing it appears that its operations
promise to be as largo as any other in
the state, except the one at Medicine
Lodge. All the plants in the state appear
to be in perfect condition and the sor-

ghum and beet crops are also reported
in good condition, and it is expected
that the season's operations will be a full
and complete test of the sugar question
as far as Kansas is concerned.

A MISTAKEN POLICY.

Manager Webb of the New York Cen-

tral may think he can afford to refuse to
arbitrate the question of difference with
the striking employes of his corporation
because, as he boasts, he has $2,000,000
ready cash placed at his disposal with
which to fight the strikers, but in this he
is in error. lie may call to his aid and
assistance the entire railway system of
the country and all of its available capi-
tal, but that would aggravate the matter,
as every sucli move or announcement
tends to draw popular sympathy towards
the operatives. If the question of right
in the controversy is wholly on his side
he can yet well afford to meet the men
and at least try to disabuse their minds
of erroneous impressions. Mr. Webb
should remember that there is a third
party to the situation whose interests
outweigh those ho represents, and that
he cannot afford to hazard these
or set them at defiance. The line
of policy he has adopted is an arbitrary
one and carries with it a half admission
that he is partly to blame for the trouble.
This is the view the public takes of the
matter, and it cannot but strengthen the
sentiment that already exists to a consid-
erable extent in favor of putting the
railroads under governmental control.
If the railroads want this done, let them
follow the lead of the New York Central
management in dealing with their em-

ployes and sustain that road in its pres-
ent conflict, and they will help along
that cause whether it is accomplished
immediately or not.

The present situation affords a match-
less opportunity for displaying the su-

perior genius and statecraft of the presi-
dent of the corporation involved if he
were only here. But, alas, Mr. Depew
is out of the country.

KANSAS PROSPECTS ALL RIGHT.

Discussing the farm mortgage question
in this state, the St. Joo News refers lo
what the Eagle said about the with-
drawal of the Lombard Morttrajre com
pany from this state and the reasons as-

signed therefor, and says: "The Eagle
"cites the fact that several counties in
"the state have reportod a large decrease
"in the farm mortgage debt during the
"past It must be remembered,
"however, that Kansas had a splendid
"crop last year, which enabled farmers
"to reduce their debts to some extent,
"but this year there is a serious crop
"failure and it is more than likely that
"more farm mortgages will be put on in
"the next twelve months than were
"taken off."

What the News says about last year's
immenso crops aud the actions of farmers
in paying off their indebtedness, is true.
And this was dono notwithstanding the
ruinously low prices that prevailed. And
if true last year with its depression in
money matters and low prices, it ought
to be, and unquestionably will be true
this year when prices are from HO to 300
per cent higher than last year. It is
calculated, and apparently with a good
degree of accuracy, that this year's crop
will bring more money into the state
than last year's; then add to this the
large surplus that is still held over from
last year that will swell tho volume of
receipts to the farming community by
several millions more, and there would
appear to be no reason why the mort-
gage debt should be increased or oven
allowed to remain at what it is now: but
there is every reason to expect that form
of debt to be largely reduced. The
News makes partial amends for its slap
above quoted by making this truthful
statement:

'However, there is no reason for
alarm about tho condition of farmers in
Kansas. That state is destined to be
among the wealthiest agricultural states
in tho union before the next census
time, and land will not depreciate iu
value to anv material extent."'

The progress of Mr. Carnegie through
Scotland, Ins native land, is said to resem-
ble a triumphal procession. At the sound
of his approach every town sends out its
magnates to offer him its freedom. It
must not. be sup(osed that this display of
admiration and esteem on the part of the
town-peopl- e is entirely disinterested. They
are inspired to such "unusual hospitality
by the hope of substantial reward. Such
expectations have hitherto not lieen
doomed to disappointment. Mr. Carnegie
lias established a number of free libraries
and given substantial aid to many lan-
guishing educational and philanthropic
enterprises. Leavenworth Times.

All of which sounds grand, next to
sublime, if that wore all there is of it.
But the grandeur and sublimity of the
picture is ail knocked out by the reflec-
tion that all this display of munificence
and philantliropy is made at the exjonse
of thousands of poor people in this coun-
try, in the employ of my Lord Andrew's
extensive work in Pennsylvania. The
most that can be said to Mr. Carnegie's
credit is that he had the business sense to
profit by the opportunities afforded him
in this country to gain wealth rapidly.
But to our mind there is no magnamuity
or philanthropy in withholding part of
the fruits of the labor of employes and
dependents to bestow it as a gratuity
upon others simply for notoriety's sake.

The press of the state are now quoting
the declaration of Robinson
thnt he will not accept the Democratic

nomination for governor, and seem to
accept it as a finality as far as the

is concerned. They appear to
have forgotten that he firmly resolved
not to accept the nomination from the
People's party convention, but was per-
suaded to reconsider the matter, and
there is no sort of doubt that lie would
accept the nomination from the Demo-
crats if he was satisfied ho could get it.
But he evidently understands the pur-
pose of the Democracy not to make a
nomination, but do as the Pratt con-

gressional convention did, i. e., pretend
to disagree, make no nomination and
break up in a row with the understand-
ing that the People's ticket is to be

"The president is not likely to insist on
the passage of the election bill this year,"
remarks the t. "As a
man of sagacity he will see that this
measure cannot possibly do good now.
while it would inflict serious injury on
the party, and as a good Republican he
will be glad to see it die on that ac-

count." That is probably true, but it
comes in rather odd contrast with his ur-
gent reference to the question of south-
ern election methods aud the necessity
for correcting the evils by congressional
enactment in his message to congress at
the opening of the session. The presi-
dent was no doubt sincere then and there
is no doubt that he is equally sincere
now. A change in conditions often
makes necessary a change in policy.

The committee of senators to whom
the Republican caucus assigned the duty
of arranging the order of business to be
transacted during the remainder of this
session have decided that the considera-
tion of the election bill shall be post-
poned until the next session. This ac-

tion the Leavenworth Times denounces
as cowardice on the part of the Repub-
lican majority in the senate. The Eagle
does not so interpret it. It simply shows
a disposition to heed the demands of tho
country in regard to material and busi-
ness matters in preference to partisan
and sentimental ones that are regarded
by conservative people as of doubtful ex-

pediency at any time and under any cir-

cumstances.

Congressman Quinn, of New York,
offers one reason against the removal of
General Grant's remains which New
Yorkers will regard as extremely prac-
tical. He declares that the selection of
the present resting place caused a marked
advance in tho price of surrounding real
estate, and that if the proposed removal
should be made tho depreciation in
values would be disastrous. Nobody
doubts the congressman's statement but
its candor causes no little surprise. Tho
cause of the earnest solicitude on tho
part of the Gothamites for the interests
and wishes of the famiry of the dead hero
was too patent at the time not to be un-
derstood, and it was, and Mr. Quinn's
statement does not make it one whit
better now.

The new Buenos Ayrean government
has resolved to cancel the law authoriz-
ing the issue of a hundred million dollars
of notes on the security of land values.
The idea that land is a proper basis for
the paper currency of a nation has some
advocates in this country who might
learn a profitable lesson by studying the
state of affairs that has resulted in the
Argentine republic from the adoption of
their theories. When it takes 1.50 to
$1.70 of public credit bills to buy a coin
dollar's worth of merchandise the fact
makes itself felt that public credit is a
very unconvertible and a very unsafe
basis on which to conduct a financial
system. Tho Buenos Ayres lesson is not
new, either.

The Wichita Eagle thinks the advertis-
ing committee of the immigration bureau
should see that some of their best pam-
phlets arc sent to Hon. William McKinley,
of Ohio. The resolutions of several of our
county Republican conventions are liable
to prejudice him against the state. Kan-
sas City Gazette.

There is no danger of doing any harm
to the state, that it is to say any more
harm, through offending the author of
the crazy quilt tariff bill that bears his
name: he has already exerted himself in
that direction, whether purposely or not.
The only fear that Kansas has in that
connection is that the senate may not be
able to euro the pending measure of its
many inequalities and reform the tariff
on a basis of justice and equity.

If Judge Rose, of North Dakota, is
correct in his opinion or the legal status
of the prohibition states under the Wil-
son bill, the prohibitory law will have to
be at a special session of the
legislature to make a sure thing of keep-
ing out the vendor of the "original
package' in Kansas. Perhaps the Lea-
venworth and Atchison county Republi-
cans had received a tip from the Dakota
court that prompted them to resolve in
favor of a constitutional convention,
which implies an extra session of the
legislature.

What! is the vaulting, boasting Cham-
pion getting wabbly on the tariff a" ready?
It quotes Senator Edmunds as favoring
free trade under certain conditions,which
that paper claims is its position. At the
outset of the Champion's conversion it
announced itself for free trade ptire and
simple and without reservation or con-

dition. Perhaps the Champion has
adopted tho ( levelaud idea, that the tar-
iff is an educational question. At any
rate the esteemed has several things to
loarn, old as it is.

Taking Judge Roses decision of the

AFRICA'S INLAND SEA.

i"rom the New York Sun.
One of the most interesting discoveries

reported by Stanley during his recent ex-
pedition was the extension of the Vic-

toria Nyanza to the southwest. The fact
that in all his letters and reports he has
hardly more than hinted at this exten-
sion has been disappointing to geogra-
phers and whetted their curiosity. It
now appears that on his homeward jonr-ne- y

he touched the shore of the lake
where it extends further southwest than
has been represented on the maps at only
one point. This is apparent from the
map of his journey, which has just been
printed in tho "Proceedings" of the Roy-
al Geographical society, though for about
forty miles his route lay so near the lake
that the coast line is indicated, with
what degree of accuracy wo are as yet
tinable to say. This map represents the
extension as. a broad arm about forty
miles wide, extending fifty miles south-
west of tho rounding outline hitherto
given to this portion of the lake. It was
a strange- discover' to make about this
enormous inland sea, who-- e entire out-
line, it was supposed, had been deter-
mined with approximate accuracy.

THE CIGARETTE.

The special from Anniston, Ala., pub-
lished yesterday in the World announc-
ing the removal of a prominent citizen
from that city to the state asylum, vio-

lently insane, on account of the habit of
smoking cigarettes, will not, we suppose,
produce the least effect upon the minds
of the votaries of that cult, for many of '

those most addicted to the practice are
perfectly willing to admit its baneful
eifects, although they nevertheless have
failed to abandon the pernicious habit,
and. by the force of example, have en-
couraged the young and thoughtless to
indulge therein.

That, in spite of all efforts to the con-
trary, the habit is spreading is not to le
doubted, as the following extract from
the Baltimore Sunday lierald would seem
to indicate. That paper says; "But a
little observation is needed to convince
the most skeptical that the habit of to-
bacco smoking among boys h upon the
increase. Little fellows in knee pants,
and some of thorn, richly dressed, are
seen everywhere pulling the cigarette, or
trying the stronger and more manly ci-

gar. Bovs not more than S years old,
and in many instances even younger, are
regularly addicted to this habit, and the
testimony of one's eyesight in the street
is sufficient to nrove the alarminjr pres
ence of smoking among young and grow-
ing male children."'

Legislation has been directed towards
this evil and various acts have been pass-
ed attempting to grapple with the evil,
but nothing has come of it.

As the Herald most pertinently ob-
serves, ''under existing conditions of
loose moral restraint at the home, and
the cigarette for sale everywhere," there
is no way to stop tliis habit save by he-
roic measures.

THE GREAT COTTON' BELT.

From Frxafc Leslie'. Popol&r MocUilj-- .

The cotton-producin- g states" are the
two Carolinas, Tennessee, Georgia,
Florida, Texas. Alabama, Louisiana and
Mississippi. The annual product rangfs
from Ave and one-ha-lf to seven and one-fift- h

million bales. This product should
bring the planters about S50.000.0&0 on
an average annuallv. Of this, the seed
alone should bring 42,030.000.

The only hope of an increase in the
productiveness of the United States in
the annual output of cotton lies in the
clearing of the swamp lands of the Mis-
sissippi bottoms, and in the opening of
new lands in Florida. It is possible that
there may le an incrense from Texas
ami from Southwestern Tennessee, when
cleared. But the Yaax delta is the
great hope of the country, and it is to
that point Uiat the attention of the negro
and of capital should be directed.

The United States neither consumes nor
manufactures very much of its cotton.
It exports over one-lia-lf of its production
sad has less than 15,000,000 spindJes, as

compared with nearly 70,000,000 in Eu-
rope. There are about 30,000 square
miles under cotton culture in the United
States. In India 23.000 square miles are
under cotton culture: in Egypt, 1,400
square miles; the area under cultivation
in Brazil is not known to the deponent.

To enter into the statistical realm of
cotton would be tedious. To many a de-
scription of a cotton mill might be ac-
ceptable, but the inventive genius of
America is revolutionizing the mills so
rapidly that before this article gets into
print the whole system may be changed.

dom over 7,000.000 bales.

MAPS FOR THE BLIND.

Interesting Fact About Thoir Construc-
tion aud Their Use.

A map for tho Wind is a cariosity.
Blind people aro fond o? history, and as
history cannot bo proyarly learned, or
indeed learned at all without aomo
knowledge of geography, and to learn
tho latter without a map is impossible,
something of the kind was necessary,
and so special maps were invented and
manufactured for the use of the eyeless.
They are all of the kind known as the
"dissected maps," and are of wood aro
really carved blocks. All land stands
in relief, the mountains are in tidgt,
tho rivers aro long depressions, the stato
lines are elevated. Each state is a eepa-rat- e

block, aud he pupil is taught to fit
the blocks together and thus prepare for
himself a map of the wholo country.

The name of each stato u marked,
sometimes on tho buck, sometimes on
the front, of the block, and tho observer
will notice all over the surface of the
blocks small allegations of what to
him are meaninglssi dots. Thcfe arotho
names of rivors, toazu and cities. Cities
are dc&urnated by pin or tack heads, and
tho size and hhape of these show the ap
proximate number of popai&tion. In
one m3p cii of le than 18,W0 inhab-
itants were indicated by pin hcufe fiat
on top, and those of 10.000 to 20,000 by
hemispherical.
