Gothrie, Ok?, August 30. This morn-
ing found the political field strewn with
the wrecks of schemes. The victors were
jubilant over the defeat of their antagon-
ists while the conquered were in the
dumps. Every one was reRdy to explain
how it was done. The Republicans were
collecting their shattered forces and form-
ulating schemes by which they may break
the combine of the Democrats and Inde-
pendents. The Independents were too full
for utterance. As one said to the Eagle
representative: ""We have come to repre-
sent the people and propose to hold the
firt " Guthrie Republicans denounce the
action of Brown, Trosfer and Jones in
bolting the party, while their constitu-
ency heartily approve their act.

IN' THE COUNCIL CHAMBER.

The ball opened at 9 o'clock in the coun-
cil, with all members in their seats. Af-
ter the prayer by the chaplain, calling the
roll, and reading of the minutes of the
previous session the chairman of the com-
mittee on rules reported progress.

The council then proceeded to consider
so much of the report as had been pre-
pared. The first fire flew on the consid-
eration of rule C, which related to the ap-
pointment of committees, Messrs. Foster
of Logan, McCartney of Kingfisher, and
Linn of Logan, being arrayed against
Messrs. Brown of Oklahoma City, Bixler
and Pittman. The display of fireworks
w as terrific.

Again the council struck a snng when
rule 10 was reached, which treated of the
majority. It was decided that the ma-
jority should carry by a vote of 7 to 0.

The batteries opened again when rule 21
was reached, the substance which was: A
bill set for a certain day shall not be called
up before the time set. An amendment to
this rule was pending when the council
adjourned to meet at 2 p. m.

At the afternoon session the joint com-
mittee of the council and house notified
the governor that the legislature was
ready to receive communications, and re-
ported tho governor ready to deliver his
mns.-ag-e to the legislature in joint session.

Mr. Foster asked consent to introduce
into the council as an emergency bill one
entitled "An act to make provision for the
rare and custody of persons convicted of
dimes under the laws of Oklahoma."

Under suspension of the rules it passed
unanimously.

The council then proceeded to the house.
After hearing tho message the council

returned to the chamber.
Mr. Brown, of Oklahoma, moved a joint

resolution memorializing congress to give
1 he Choctaw Coal and Railway company
such privileges as will secure cheap coal
to citizens of Oklahoma. Passed.

Adjournment was taken to 10 o'clock
Monday morning.

TnE HOUSE PROCEEDINGS.

Tho heap big chiof of the house opened
parliament at 10 o'clock. Owing to pros-

tration consequent upon the labors yester-
day this was tho earliest possible moment

d meet.
The speaker called Mr. Clark, of Payno

county, to t he chair. Rev. Russell offered
a prayer and the minutes were called for.
The road at this point began to be rough.
Mr. Smith objected to the name James,
lie desired that the minutes be changed.
Scarce was peace restored in the Smith
family when Mr. Morton, of Logan coun-
ty, precipitated a tempest upon
the devoted heads of tho house
by introducing a very important
resolution relating to tho urging upon
congress the opening of the lands adjacent
To Oklahoma. Mr. Tcrrill of Payne ob-

jected to the resolution on the grounds
that the election of officers should oe com-
pleted before other business was intro-
duced.

The chair ruled in favor of the resolu-
tion, and an appeal was taken from tho
decision of the chair. The chair was sus-
tained.

Mr. Tcrrill objected to the house posing
as a museum. At last quiet was restored
and the house proceeded to the election of
the officers.

The'chnir appointed as such committee
Messrs. Jones, Waggoner, Merten and
Tntt, the speaker of the house to be ox
officio chairman of the same. The follow-
ing gentlemen were appointed as a con-
ference committee: Messrs. Barker,
Adair and Mathews.

In the house this afternoon, Speaker
Daniels having suffered partial .sunstroke,
the clerk called the house to order. The
houe then elected Mr. Jones, of Oklahoma, A.
speaker pro tern.

The clerk was instructed to ask for sup-
plies from the secretary of the territory.
Postmaster Flynn offered to send mail to
the legislature if the names were fur-
nished.

Leave of absence until Monday was
granted several members. The report of
t ne joint committee was received. Messrs.
Merton, Clark and Tritt notified the hoiw
that the council was ready for the joint
session. Messrs. Burker, Wimberly and
Pittman were appointed a committee to
notify the governor that the house was
ready to receive him.

Mr. Morten annonnced the arrival of the
governor. The speaker thou introduced
him and the governor read his message.

The council then adjourned to its cham-
ber.

SEIZED ON SUSPICION.
"VlCTOKlA, B. C, August 30. The scal-

ing schooner Mattio C. Dyer arrived here
yesterday afternoon from the north for re-
pairs. She was seized at Ounalaska, Juno
18, by tho United States deputy collector,
Emmons, the schooner having gone in
there in distress on the day previous. Cap-
tain Macklin informed the authorities that
he had not transgressed the sealing laws
nor offended tho customs.

When the case was brought before the
court it was dismissed with the judgment
that the vessel had been seized for prob-

were returned except three, which were
taken to Sitka. The schooner was nut
ashore and grounded when tho officers
went ttirough uer. Tne captain and crew
were taken ashore and confined in an old
castle where they were kept for three
weeks.

has caused her to leak badly and she cam j
here to be overhauled. The captain sai a
the seals had been taken at least thir y
miles from any shore in the North Pacf ric
and that the man who made the seizure
was a new official.

GOVERNOR STEELE ADDRESSES THE

LAW MAKERS.

Document Treating the Local
Issues in a Concise and

Able Manner.

Prompt Belief Measures for Unfortunate
Settlers Urged No Eepetition of Such

Occurrences Likely.

High License and Local Option Eecom--

mended as a Successful Method of
Eegulating Liquor Traffic

The Capital Question Should Give Place
to Measures of More Immediate

Importance.

Common Schools, Public Improvements,
Provision for Future Elections, Interest

and Homestead Laws, County Or-

Guthrie, Ok., August 30. After the
two houses had convened in joint session
at 3 o'clock Governor fSteele was announced
and upon being intro duced read his first
annual message to the legislature. The
paper was listened to with greatest atten-
tion and its concise and pertinent recom-
mendations were '.veil received by the
legislators and audience.

The governor maxlo a splendid appear-
ance. Mrs. Steele ;md daughter were also
present.

The following is the message in full:
Executive Ovfice. Guthrie, Ok., I

August 2S, 1890. f
To the honorable m inl)ors:

I congratulate, you upon being preferred
by your fellow c itrizens as members of the
first legislature of this beautiful territory.

I mourn with you the untimely deaths of
Hon. C. M. Burke and Hon. Milton W.
Reynolds, mereibers-elec- t from the Second
and rigntn districts respectively.

You shall have my earnest sympathy
and support in enacting a wise and
economic code of laws for the government
ot our unusually intelligent people, a
great many of whom had exhausted the
most of their resources in a patieut wait-
ing on the boarders before they were per-
mitted to come into the territory in the
spring of layt year to make settlement and
too late to prepare homes, break sod and
plant crops.

RELI EF MEASURES NEEDED.

This was followed by the present
dry season, hence it is a

deplorable, fact that there are scattered over
the territo ry at this time a great many
settlers vho are utterly destitute and
many mo re who will be before the close of
the con ling winter. The attention
of the president has been called
to this matter, not only by myself
but by n lany others and he has brought it
to the attention of congress, and a bill has
passed the senate and house with an
amendment and is now in conference, pro-
viding a relief fund of about ?47,000. I
have v.o doubt of the passage of the bill,
which will give us a temporary means of

frovid nig lor the people above named, yet
upon it as a matter of prime

that early means be taken to
thoroughly investigate the extent of the
desti t ution and of providing the essential
memos for relieving it.

W must not lose sight of the fact that
our 'oeople have no product of any kind to
fall back upon like those residing in all the
sta,' ,es ami other territories have, and who
in; jiany instances have been subjected to
a d rought equal at least in severity to that
wl iich has been visited upon us. The
w' neat crop which was harvested early in
J une, was unusually good considering es-- p

ecially that it had been sown upon sod
ist fall, but because of the inability of the
ettlers to procure the necessary seed a very
.mall acreage was harvested. The time
for sowing a new crop will soon be upon
us aud not one in ten of our settlers has
the seed to sow or tne means with which
to buy it.

I earnestly urge that early action be
taken by which at least a small amount of
seed can loaned to those prepared to sow
it, where they are unable to procure it,
upon such terms as may seem best, and
while it is barely possible congress would
come to our assistance, I should not incur
the danger of delay, but after ascertaining
the railroads would give reasonable
freight rates float short time bonds and
secure necessary funds with which to
purchase it. Care should be taken in
providing against loss to the territory in
extending tne accommodation.

NO PROBABILITY OF FURTHER DISTRESS.

If our settlers can be thus favored I have
no doubt at all of their ability to provide
bountifully for themselves hereafter. As
an agricultural country there is none
better nor more beautiful. The climate
and soil are adapted not only to the raising
of hay, corn, oats, the cereals of all
varieties, but cotton does exceedingly well
aud is likelv to become the staple." It is

ROADS AND BUILDINGS.

Under the laws we are now operating, the
chapter on roads, a very itnportant one,
was omitted and while we of the territory
are naturally favored, there are a great
many places where work should be done
for the improvement of the highways
which have, in many instances, been closed
or encroached upon and bridges over
drains and streams should be constructed.
This would furnish employment to settlers
and enable them to obtain support for their
families.

I urge that means be provided for the
construction of such buildings, aside
from the capitol, as are necessary for the
territory and the several counties, at an
early daj. Many laborers may, in this
way, be furnished employment.

THE SUBJECT OF TAXATION.

I earnestly hope that equality and
of may be the ground-

work of your enactments on the subject.
Section G of the organic act provides that
the "legislative power of the terntoryshall
extend to all rightful subjects of legis-
lation not inconsistent with the constitu-
tion and laws of the United States: that
no unequal discrimination be made in tax-
ing different kinds of property, Jbut all
property subject to taxation shall be
taxed in proportion to its value," and pro-
vides, that 'nothing therein shall be held
to prohibit the levying and collecting of
license or special taxes in the territory
from persons engaged in any business
therein if the legislative powers shall con-
sider such taxes This to my
mind clearly defines and makes plain, the
right of the legislature to levy a tax.

bection 11 of the act aoove named ex-

tends to and puts in in the territory
certain chapters aud provisions of the
compiled laws of the state of Nebraska in
force November 1, 16S9, insofar as they
locally applicable and not in conflict with
the laws of the United States or with the
organic act after the adjournment of
the first session of the legislative assem-
bly of the territory.

COUNTY OFFICERS.

Of the chapters enumerated No. IS. re-

lating to county officers, recites, "It shall
be unlawful for the county of any

in this territory to issue any war-
rants for any amount exceeding the
aggregate of So per cent of the
amount levied by the tax for the
current year, except there "be money
in the treasury to the credit of the proper
fund for the payment of the same. Nor
shall it be lawful lor the to
issue any certificate of indebtedness in
any in payment of any account or
claim nor to make any contracts for or to
incur any indebtedness against the county
in excess oi tne tax levied tor tne county
expenses during the current year, nor
shall any expenditure be made or indebt-
edness be contracted to be paid out of any of
the funds of said countv in excess of tho
amount levied for said fund." To observe
this chapter it would impossible for us
to make provisions for county offices in
which to the public business or to
procure necessary records or pay absolutely
essential expenses or to provide for the
same, hence I conclude that the chapter is
not "locally applicable," and that it is in
conflict with section 6, and while I earn-
estly tirge the strictest economy ob-

served and that no expenditure be made or
debt created not absolutely imperative, it
is clear to mind that provision may be
made for carrying on the legitimate busi-
ness of the territory by the legislative assem-lu-

and it should be done. It is not at
likely that congress intended to organize
this territory, provide for its legislative
assembly, ete., aud then tie our hands.

AND THE CAPITAL.

Section 4 of the organic act provides that
the legislature may change the county
boundaries and the county seats, and sec-
tion 15 recites "that the legislative assem-
bly of the territory of Oklahoma shall hold
its first session at Guthrie, in said

at such time as the governor thereof
shall appoint and direct and at said first
session or as soon thereafter as they shall
deem expedient the governor and legisla-
tive assembly shall proceed to locate and
estaolish the seat of government for said
territory at such place as they may deem
eligible, which place, however, shall there-
after be subject to be changed by the said
governor and legislative assembly." I am
quite positive that these are matters that
would better be allowed to rest until those
of a great deal more general importance
are provided for.

I recommend the enactment of a judi-
cious herd law, and that stringent means
be provi Ted against the into
the territory of infected or diseased
animals. We are not, in my opinion, able
to sustain the very good law on this sub-
ject provided in the Nebraska statutes and
made applicable here, nence i nave retrain-
ed from appointing a veterinary surgeon
and his assistant at high salaries, who
would be empowered to go to herds and
slaughter animals that the people would
have to pay for.

HIGH LICENSE A GOOD LAW.

I recommend the adoption of chapter
compiled statutes of Nebraska, annotated
1SS9, on liquors. A rigid enforcement of
this chapter would, in my opinion, give us
better protection against the evils of in-

temperance than that enjoyed by states
attempting a prohibitory law. Under this
act where the real sentiment of the people
is in favor of it may be had in
any town or county. Provision is carefully
made for the protection and of the
family of the drinker by collection of dam-
ages from the seller. A much greater tax
than is necessary for controlling the traffic
may be levied. "Without further enumer-
ation I regard it as a wisely enacted chap-
ter, which I am sure will receive your best

Provision should also be made for such
territorial offices as are absolutely neces-
sary, and the time, place and manner of
holding elections by the people, and the
apportionment of representation, and the
day of commencement of regular sessions
of the legislative assembly should be pro-
vided for by law.

INTEREST AND SALARIES.

It is also important that wise counsel
should prevail in the preparation of laws
fixing the legal rate of interest, an econom-
ical fea and salary bill, the regulation and
control of corporations and for the protec-
tion of homesteads.

THE GOVERNOR'S WORK.

I have in obedience to the provisions of
the organic act for the territory fixed the
boundaries of the several counties, appoint-
ed the necessary county officers, caused an
enumeration of the inhabitants to be taken
(which shows a population of 60,247), de-
fined the election precincts and appointed
election officers therefor, and superintend-
ed the election of the honorable council
and representatives addressed. At said
election the following names were voted
for the several counties, viz.: Logan, Okla-
homa, Canadian, Kingfisher, Payne and
Beaver.

It is probable there are other matters to
which I should call your attention that do
not occur to me at .present, but I shall feel
free to address you nereaf ter should occa-
sion require.

The First Assistant Postmaster
General Steps Down

and Oat.

His Eighteen Months of Service Marked
by an Unprecedented JTumber of New

Appointments and Changes.

Seven Men Prominently Mentioned as Su-
ccessorA "Western Man Mostly Prob-

ableSenator Plnmb Takes Mr.

Allison to Task for Voting
Against His Convictions

on the Wool Tariff
Capital Items.

Washington, August SO. Mr. Clark-so- n,

first assistant postmaster general,
practically concluded his service in the
postoffice department toda. The presi-
dent much desired his further continance
in the place but Mr. Clarkson was unable
to remain longer, it is stated tu.it .Mr.
Clarkson assumed tho office in March,
18S9, only at the strong persuasion of the
president, the Republican national com-
mittee and the leading men of the party
and that he has remained ia it since
against his own wishes.

He said to a reporter of the Associated
Press tonight: "I accepted this office un-
willingly and for a term of months, not
years; and I lay it lown readily-M- y

relations with tho president and
the postmaster general have never
been else than coridial and pleasant
But I have no liking for office holding and
while the postal service is one that will
absorb the interest and command tho
pride of any one connected with it, I very
much prefer private life and its indepen-
dence. The reports that I have given up
my Iowa home are incorrect. It is the
best state in the union and my lot is cast
with it."

Mr. Clarkson will very soon assume the
presidency of the Judson Pneumatic Rail-
way company, which applies new princi-
ples to locomotion and to motive power in
cities, and which is now building a rail-
way in Washington City.

THE WORK ACCOMPLISHED.

In his nearly eighteen months in office,
Mr. Clarkson has appointed 2),G7."i fourth-clas- s

postmasters anucstablished 5,CG0 new
postotliccs. making his record IG.JCi.'j

in all. All the appointments of the post-offic- e

department are made up in the first
assistant's office and in presidential offices
2,217 appointments have been made during
.Mr. Clarkson s official time, leaving only
100 of this class of offices unchanged. Thi.s
is the largest record in changes and in
establishment of postoftices ever made in
tne same tengtli ot time.

A striking feature is the number of new
offices established. A department official
speakipg of this said: "In these offices
has been illustrated Mr. Clarkson's broad
policy as an official. Of these new offices
created, 157 are in the New Kng-lan- d

states, 571 in middle states,
1,436 in what is called the
northwest, extending from Ohio to
the DakoUis. 437 In the mountain and
Pacific coast states and 3,000, or over half
of all in tne southern states.

MENTIONED AS HIS SUCCESSOR.

The men most prominently named as Mr.
Clarkson's huccessor are L. T. Michcner, of
Indiana; II. C. Payne, of Wisconsin;
Chauncey I. Filley, of Missouri: John N.
Irwin, of Iowa: Samuel Fessenden.of Con-
necticut; W. W. Morrow, of California,
and E. C. Fowler, chief clerk of the office.
As Mr. Clarkson was the only representa-
tive of the Mississippi valley and the wet
in the department, it is thought that his
successor is most likely to come from tho
west also.

TOR EIGHT, NOT PARTY.

Mr. Plumb Answers Queer Assertions
Made by Mr. Allison.

Washington. August, 30. Mr. Morgan

The vote was then taken and Mr. Car
lisle's motion to strike out the wool para-
graphs was rejected yea 17, nays 27, a
strict party vote, although Mr. Payne, if
present, would have, Mr. Sherman iakl,
voted in the negative.

The finance committee reported an
amendment to the paragraph relating to
woolen and worsted yarns worth les than
30 cents a pound by increasing the rate per
pound from twice two and a half times the
duty, per pound on unwashed wool of the
first cla..

Mr. Allison believed that some of the
rates in the wool schedule were tot high.
The Republican member of the finance
committee, however, bad been told by
their Democratic associate to go on awl
make up a bill to nittbemlves. and that
they (the Democrat) would content thrta-selve- s

with offering amendments to it, and
therefore the bill wm treated, on both
sides of the chamber, as a party quUoa.

Mr. Plumb aid the senator from Iowa
(Mr. Allison), had told the wnate today
that many of the duties in the wool
schedule were too high, but that hka fwt
were m tne toil ana tnat ne was coo
strained to regard the pending bill as a
party question. Did that mean the tariff
as a whole? No; it meant that every line
and letter and punctuation in the wool
schedule had become an article of party
faith and that as a party roan, be Mr.
Allison was obllghed to stand by them
alL He (Mr. Plumb) did not tellere In
bargains where one wde did all the trad-
ing and the otner side had to take what he
could get

Mr Allison replied to hlr. .Plumb's
strictures upon him and repeated why it
was that the tariff bill was a part; meas-
ure. That senator had rgpie.nted him,
be said, as a bond slave; but he was as free
in respect to the pending bill a the sen-
ator from Kansas or any other sesntor
He was in favor of the general principles
of protection to the American fodttstns
and American interests as iw. understood
them and therefore it was that whe lae
miaor details of the bill were reaefced. he
surrendered his own judgment aad HtxM
upon the eaiiateeed jwlumfut ot hf
a.sociav. He expected, however, tbat
on some material patebi ta tac bill h

When tho country was willing to
be put on a free trade basis, ho
would do with Mr. Carlisle la his
motion to put wool ou tho free list.
But until that point was reached
ho was in favor of caring for tho
wool growers of the United Suites as ht
was in favor of caring for other industries.
As to the-- needs of tho government in re-

gard to revenue, he would speak on that
point when the sugar question cumo no for
consideration, and bo thought thut ho
should be able to show conclusively that
susar could be put on tho free list and tho
consumers relieved of 2 cents a pound on
the price.
