THE SORGHUM OUTPUT.

blattering Prospects for the Season at
Medicine Lodge.

WAsniVGTON. Sopt. 4. The secretary of
sericulture is in receipt of a report from
Special Agent Cook, of Kansas, in which
he gives a very encouraging account of the
improvements made in tho sorghum bugar
iactorv at Medicine Lodge, in that state,
and of the good results already shown in
Jiandling this season's crop. About 2,:W0
ncres of cane were contracted for at this
.place, of which IKS acres of "early amber"
and "Tennessee" varieties have been work-
ed, yielding about four tons to the acre.
Fifteen hundred acres planted of the "ear-
ly orange" nro estimated to yield about
heven tons to tho acre. The extreme dry
weather has reduced the yield, nor is the
hutrnr quite as good as last year; however,
it is perhaps in better condition at Medi-

cine Lodge than at any other place.
The factorv at this place started work

on August 18, and with the exception of
two nights and one day, when it had to
lay off owing to the fanners being unable
to get cane to tho factory, it had run con-
tinuously up to the date of the special
agent's 'report, making altogether ten
days' running, during which time it had
run off the early cane grown on the .'25

acres referred to, and which yielded l,'i50
tons, making fiS.OOO pounds of sugar al
ready inspected by the special inspector,
while that in tanks in sugar wagons yet to
throw out was estimated to make 100,000
pounds in all, or about eighty pounds of
Jirst sugar per ton of cane.

The syrups were in tanks in the hob
room, and it was estimated that there
would be twenty pounds to the ton of sec-
ond sugars, altogether a total of 100 pounds
per ton, winch is about tinny pouuus to
the ton more thnn was obtained last year.
The improvements in the working of the
anill are very noticeable, especially in the
umtter of minimizing the waste and sav-
ing time. There is a better extraction of
juice, the cane is cleansed better and cut
Jincr, and. tho work has all tho advantages
of moro experienced labor in all depart-
ments of the factory. Friecial Agent Cook
reports tho best of feeling between the
farmers, laborers and proprietors of the
factory, and everything seems to le work-
ing smoothly. Jt was expected that the fac-
tory would start workagain on Wednesday
and as the cane will be received from more
iarms, no delay is anticipated from want
of cane. Tho proprietors confidently ex-
pect to average VJ00 tons of cane every
twenty-fou-r hours, making altogether
3,000,000 ponndsof sugarthis season at this
factory, and this, notwithstanding short-ng- o

Tho report con-
cludes as follows:

"In short, the prospect looks very en-

couraging at this place. Everything is be-

ing conducted with system and busiuesn
management, and the proprietors of the
pugav factory, as well as others who are
familiar with tho workings here, feel more
confident than ever of the financial success
of tho manufacture of sugar from sorghum
caue and beets in this bection."

SPEEDY SEPARATION.

Insult to an American Consulate
San Salvador.

New York, Sept. 4. The following is
from a letter dated Guatemala City, Au-
gust 17, givingtan account of the battle in
Sau Salvador, the shooting of General
Itivas and attendant incidents. Casa-
blanca, the palace, was almost destroyed
and partly sacked and the town was also
sacked. The American consul, II. it. Myer,
was met by Minister Mizuer, who had
come from Guatemala to protect the Amer-
ican interest there at Libertad, going to
New York having hid behind a stone bath
tub for over thirty hours while
his diplomatic consulate and the
city were being sack by Ezeta's men. Mr.
Mizner sent an otneer or tue umtea states
steamer Thetis to demand that the United
States flag which had been pulled down
and dragged in the streets be raised und
saluted with twenty-on- e guns in tho
presence of all American residents, a com-
pany of soHiers and a band of music with
tho president and all his officers, which
was dono immediately upon demand of
the officer. The consulate was restored to
the United States consul with the guaran-
tee of all official privileges.

Be It resolved by the legislature of the state of Kan-
sas, of the members elected to each
house thereof concurring therein:
bECTiON' 1. ihe following proposition to amend

the constitution of the state of Kansas Is hereby
submitted to the qualified electors of the state for
their approval or rejection, namely: That section
three, article two, be amended so that the same
shall read as follows: Section 3. The members of
the legislature shall receive as compensation for
their services the sum of three dollars for each day's
actual service at any regular or special session, and
tlfteen cents for each mile traveled by the usual
route in going to and i eturnlng from the place of
rneetmg-.bu- t no compensation shall be allowed or
paid to any membe for more than ninety days at
any regular Mission, nor for more than thirty daj s
nt any special session. And that section twenty-Bv- e

of article two be amen Jed so as to read as follows:
Section 25. All sessions of the legislature shall be
held at the state capital, and all regular sessions
shall be held once in two years, commencing on the
rlrst Tuesdft r of lieremberof each alternate year.
