THE CURIOSITY SHOP.

Some of the Celebrated Diamonds of the
World.

The Regent or Pitt diamond, weighing
120 6 carats, and originally purchased
by Lord Pitt, is tho finest large diamond in
the world It was discovered in India in
1701, and weighed 410 carats in the rough.
It was the most precious of the French
crown jeweLs, and was one of the few re-

tained by the government at the great sale
in 1S87. Tho finest blue diamond is the
"Hope," which is almost sapphire blue and
weighs 44 carats It is an Indian stone,
and evidently part of Tavernier's blue
diamond, which was stolen from the
Garde Meuble in 1792. It was purchased
by Mr. Henry Hope. The Dresden Green
vaults contain the finest gTeen diamondi a
pear shaped 4S carat brilliant, the "Dres-
den Green " Among the largest diamonds
is the Orloff in the scepter of the emperor
of Russia, weighing 193 carats. It is fabled
onco to have formed tho eye of an Indian
idol, and to have been stolen by a French
deserter In tho Russian treasury is also
the Shah, 86 carats. Tavernier's Great
Table weighed 242 6 carats

The Tiffany yellow diamond, the largest
diamond in America, is a flawless, double
cut brilliant. It w as found in South Af-

rica, weighs 125 carats, is of a rich orange
yellow color, and is the finest yellow dia-
mond in the world. It is valued at $100,-00- 0

The "Great Mogul" was described by
Tavornier, the famous traveler, in 1678.
Ho htates that its weight was originally
793 carats, but in cutting it was reduced
to 279 9 10 throuqh the stupidity of tho cut-

ter, who is said to have been lined his en-tir- o

fortune for his carelessness. This
magnificent stone was named after the
founder of the so called Mogul d) nasty in
India It has (Lsappeared, though some
identify it with the Koh i Nur (Mountain
of Light), which weighed when first
brought to Eugland 180 carats, but
was reduced by recutLng, in 1852, to
106 1 16 carats The Koh i Nur, "the great
diamond of romance," is now among the
