SCIENCE AUD PROGBESS.

SIMPLE EXPERIMENTS AND POPU-

LAR NEWS AND NOTES.

The Paradoxical Result of a Carious Ex-

periment In the Science of Pneumatics
Explained by 31er.ni of Illustrations
That Illustrate Indeed.

Take a short tube, provided at one end
with a funnel .shaped opening (see cut),
and a small ball of wood or other light ma-
teda L

Place one end of the tube in the mouth,
and attempt to hold the ball against the
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. no. l ExpEF.nir.NT in pneumatics.
other end by drawing in the breath. The
attempt will be unsuccessful, as the ball
will fall immediately to the ground; but
if one places the ball against the funnel
and blows strongly outward it will remain
in position, overcoming, apparently, both
the attraction of gravitation and the force
or the current of air. ThLs paradoxical re-

sult is explained by the curious fact that
as the air rushes out around the ball a par-
tial vacuum is produced in tho funnel
shaped end of the tube, and the ball is thus
held in position by the excess of atmos-
pheric pressure on the outbide.

Popular Science News, commenting on
the above from La Nature, suggests that
if any one deireo to try the experiment a
similar apparatus can be made out of a
piece of tin. But a simpler and equally
effective illustration of the principle, says
the same authority, can be shown with an
apparatus constructed from a niece of gloss
tubing, or even a pipe stem (B, C), to one
end of which is attached a circular piece of
cardboard (A), as shown in Fig. 2.

A second disk of cardboard (D) Is then
placed on top of the first, and it will be
found impossible to blow it off; and the

2 EXPERIMENTS IN PNEUMATICS,
apparatus may even be inverted without
its falling while tho blast of air is kept up.
To prevent the uppordisk from sliding off,
the edges of tho lower one should be turned
up, as shown in the engraving, or a pin
may bimply be passed through the center
of the upper disk bo as to project into the
tube.

Tho New Steam Lifo Doat.
A new steam life boat, built of steel and

with fourteen water tight compartments,
has made her trial trip in England. This
boat is desciibed by the Loudon exchanges
as follows: The boiler and engine rooms
are brought up about three feet above tho
main deck, and are closed by iron covers to
the man holes, air being supplied by forced
draught. The passengers' space is abaft
the engines, seated all round, aud will hold
about thirty persons The mode of pro-
pulsion adopted is a turbine, taking in
water through the bottom of the boat at
its apex, and discharging the water when
it has attnined it. maximum velocity
through tubularorifices on each side. About
one ton of water per second is discharged.
The speed at which the vessi ' ran on her
trial trip was over eight knots. From full
speed ahead tho vessel can be stopped in
tiurty-tw- o seconds, and way can be got on
her again in four seconds. She carries a
mast with some sail power forward, the
mast being lowered when needfuL

breaking up with a violent explosion and
the appearance of several flashes of ordi-
nary lightning. It Ls reported that the oc-

currence described has lasted at least a
couple of seconds Ordinary lightning, as
Is well known, is practically (juito instan-
taneous. Thesi.eof the ball on diflcrent
occasions has varied from that of an or-

ange to that of a large glass lamp globe, or
even larger. Many physicists refuse to
believe anv account of this manifestation
of the electrical discharge, but the reports
of it are too numeto'is and circumstantial
for us to consider them to lw entirely base-

less, sajs lontrmiui's Magazine, authority
for the foregoing.

SCIENTIFIC BREVITIES AND POPU-

Experiments Apparently Very Difficult,
fcnft Xasy Eaaagh In Practice If the
Hand B Steady Balancing; "Weight
on a Nail and Key.

The center ot gravity Is the center of the
leaning figure. It may be dedned as that
point ia the body upon which the body,
acting solely by the force of gravity,
will balaace itself in all positions. We sea
that animals as well as men are continu-
ally altering the position of the center of
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rxavity. If a man bears a load he will
lean forward, and if he takes up a can of
tvater in one hand he will extend the other
io preserve his balance.

The experiment shown iu the accompa-
nying illustration is apparently very difll-:ul- t,

but It will be found easy enough in
Dractice if the hand bo steady. Take a
key, nnd by means of a crooked nail or
"holdfast" attach it to a bar of wood by a
string tied tightly around the bar, as iu
the picture. To the otkerextrennty of tho
bar attach a weight, and then drive a largo
headed nail into the table. It will be found
that the key will bahiucc, and even move
upon the head of the nail, without falling.
The weight is under the table, and tho
:enter of gravity ia exactly beneath tho
point of suspension.

Another simple experiment may prove
amusing. Into a piece of wood insert the

points of two knives, and at tho center of
the end of the bar insert a needlo between
the knife handlus Tho wood and tho
knives may then be balanced on another
needle fixed in a cork at A.

Electricity in Agriculture.
Expenmonts made at tho Cornell Uni-

versity experiment station in forcing
plants with electricity have given interest-
ing and definite results that appear to te

the reports of X. Speencw, of
Russia. Speenew's experiments extend
over a period of fivo years, and it is
olaimed show that by submitting different
seeds to the action of an electric current
their development is rendered more rapid
and complete. One benca of experiments
was made with pot herbs and flowering
plants. The influenco of tho electrical
treatment was shown by a larger crop and
by tho growth of vegetables of enormous
dimensions. In another series of experi-
ments electricity on a largo scale was

elrctrk-it- being used instead
of current electricity. Tho results wero
quickened ripening and largor growth.
Barley ripened twelve days booner with
electro-cultur- e Potatoes treated in tho
same way seldom showed disease. An im-
portant facte r iu this treatment is that
vines which have been subjected to it pos-
sess immunity from phylloxera.

The New GiflTuril Gun.
In the new Gifiard gun tho projecting

power ls liquefied gas, which is stored in a
Bteel cylinder attached to tho undoraidc of
the Run barrel. This cvliudor, as described
by The Revue Industrielle, contains euougb
liquid for 150 shots and is easily detach-
able.

Tho hammer drives back tho piston and
closes tho chamber against the pressure of
the gas and of a uprinjr, so that a little of
the liquefied gas muy escapo. Tho instant
tho fluid posMM out tho chamber clones.
The ball on which tho escaping gas acts is
conical.

Tho firing of tho Giflard gun causes no
heating of tho air or of tho mechanism,
and makes a nolsa littlo louder than tho
popping of a champngno cork. The gun is
very light.

AL Giflard, the inventor of the gun, haa
lonx boeu a fumou-- i man in France. He is
best known as the mientor of tne CrifTanl
injector, although his other inventions are
numerous and ingenious.
