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MORE REBELLION.

Elsewhere two whereases and two re-

solves are published, at the request of the
"Wichita Republican Club." We don't
know who compose that organization, or
what their number; only know that it as-

sumes tho prerogative to not only cate-

chise the nominees of the regular Repub-

lican convention, but that it threatens, in
case of an unsatisfactory answer or no
answer at all, to ostracise tlie regular
ticket so iar as their votes go.

The Republican party of Sedgwick
county is in full accord with all the ten-

ets of tho National Republican party, and
heartily endorses the National adminis-

tration. Tho records of its individual
membership are untarnished, A largo
per centum of them are old sol-

diers who never voted anything but the
Republican ticket. All of the calls and
all of the proceedings, under which the
convention was convened and all of the
ballots by which the nominees of the
county Republican ticket wero nomi-

nated, were regular and unchallenged,
and the United States Central commit-

tee, itself, could not read them out of
the party. They were, in addition,nomi- -

ted on a platform which reflects the al-

most unanimous sentiment of the Repub-ca- n

part' of this city and county, in
which platform is a "Resubmission
plank," which Resubmission plank re-

flects the wish of at least seven out of
ton of the entire voting population of the
county, without regard to party, race,
religious belief or nationality.

The only way for a county party or-

ganization to effect its wishes with a
state organization is to resolve first and
then instruct its delegates, and that is
the only way that a state can make it-

self felt in a National organization, but
either accompanied by a threat to bolt
would be fatal.

Any Republican club or other Repub-

lican organization have a perfect right
to question the nominees of their own
party and might even have the right and
power to withdraw from tho party in
case the answer either failed or proved
unsatisfactory, but neither power nor
right to read any other organization out
of the party, much less the members of
tho regular primaries and conventions
and the nominees thereof.

So far as wo know there is not the
slightest difference between the Sedg-
wick county Republican platform and
tho national Republican platform as
to principles, and none between tho
county platform and the state platform
except as to ono singlo proposi-
tion of party policy. Tho Repub-
lican party of Sedgwick county
favor the policy of having another
vote on the quostion of "Prohibition" for
the purpose of ascertaining the present
will and convictions of the people of the
state. The jmrty managers and office-

holders of the btate party oppose that
policy. As prohibition is not a party
question, except in a local sense, where
it is as often a Democratic policy as it is

a Republican policy, no set of men, high
or low, have an authority to saj' that
any man is not a Republican because he
does or does not endorse prohibition.

The writer, had he been a nominee and
thus questioned, would have answered
that being a nominee of the party he was
of course, for tho party's ticket, from
top to bottom, from coroner up, and
from president down, and for all the
platforms, national, state, congres-
sional and count, but that
touching tho mattor of dif-

ference as to party policy botween tho
state and county organizations my iirst
duty was to the people who had honored,
trusted and empowered me to officially
say "yes" or "no" for them, and my
IK'ople's answer would be my answer.

Thus, The Eagle two years ago, dis-

cerning a growing desire ainonc tho neo- -

ple for a rehearing on tho subject of pro-

hibition openly and squarely declared
that the peoplo had a right to such a
rehearing, and that as soon as a respect
able nuinlHir should formulate such a de-

sire that it would bo the lest policy, as it
would bo the undoubted duty, of the Re-

publican party to listen to such prayer
and grant such vote. So far the party
has refused to do it, but Tho Eagle is
none the less Republican on that account,
nor will it fail on that account to sup-Ki- rt

the principles of tlie Republican
platform and the nominees of the Re-

publican tickets all of them. So this
so called Republican club, if it is honest
aud earnest, if it is a real and not an
immaginary Republican organization,
must support all honest nominees who
have been lionestly nominated by the
Republican jmrty, otherwise they are
not partisans, but simply a league of
men who. while holding to principles
and lieliefs of the Republican party are
yet more dangerous than open enemies
ami who would not, or at least could
not, fairly ask any present or future
party consideration, for in oitlter refus-
ing to vote at all or in voting tlie Demo-
cratic ticket, or in putting up a ticket of
their own, tliey at once sever their
allegiance and cancel any possible party
consideration due them.

WHY JUDGE SLUSS DISAPPOINTED

HOW INJUSTICE SOMETIMES RE-

SULTS FROM PLEADING GUILTY.

New York Star.
"In watching the proceedings of our

criminal courts," said D. T. Kimball, a
well-know- n lawyer, yesterday: "I was
struck with the unusually largo number
of prisoners who plead guilty and are
sent to prison without a trial and with-
out the presiding judge being really
awaro of all the evidence and circum-
stances surrounding the case. This, it

to me, is all wrong. In fact I have
serious doubts whether any indicted per-
son should be allowed to plead guilty.
Tho accused men are usually ignorant
and are often mvstitied with "the techni
cal languago of tho indictment, and are
abashed and confused by the presence of
tlie judge and tho publicity of the court,
and therefore really do not know what
is taking place around them, and give
in their plea without in tho least appre-
ciating the consequences of their act.
Many of these men have no money to pay
counsel and are in reality sent to prison
without being advised and defended.
The state retains counsel to prosecute
prisoners, and I think it should
also pay counsel to defend those who are
unable to employ a lawyer. I know that
our judges assign counsel to a penniless
prisoner, but he is paid nothing and fre-
quently advises his client to plead guilty
in order to save the time that he would
have to gi'o to preparing a defense. I
believe there are many innocent men
sent to prison on this account. A case
in point has recently created considerable
comment in England. A young man
named Symmouds, aged 20, employed
as a wagoner on a farm at Leigh, plead
guilty at the Worcestershire assizes to an
indictment charging him with felonious
assault. He was sentenced to six years'
hard labor. The severity of the sentence
caused the prisoner to appeal to tho vis-
iting justices at the jail, to whom he rep-
resented tliat he had no idea whatever of
the gravity of tho indictment, lno re-

sult was'Symmonds was allowed to
withdraw his plea and be tried by a jury.
The jury found him not guilty, and he
was discharged. I think our legislature
ought to look into this matter. A reform
of some kind is sadlv needed."
