HABEAS CORPUS FOR SCHWAB.
Chicago, 111., Sept. --U Judge Gresham

this morning took up the application for a
writ of habeaus corpus for tho release from
the penitentiary of Michael Schwab, the
anarchist who was sent to .Toliet for life.
Attorney General Hunt filed a special de-

murrer setting forth that the allegations
contained In tho petition were insufficient
to warrant tho granting of the prayer.
Schwab's attorney asked for time to ex-

amine the demurrer and tho court gave
him till 2 o'clock this afternoon.

During tho afternoon the attorney gen-
eral and Lawyer Solomon argued the case,
pro and con. Judgo Gresham then decid-
ed tho application in a few words. He
said he did not fco sufficient allegations in
the petition to release the relator or issue
a writ of habeas corpus. He would sus-
tain the special demurrer and dismiss tho
petition. The matter could be then taken
up in the United States supreme court.

JOAQUIN MILLER A HERMIT.

Hs "Withdraws from the UlAddlsg Crowd
to Golden Gate Heights.

There was a ripple of snrprisa manifest
when Joaquin Millar, the poet of the
Sierras, refnsed to furnish the annual
poem for tho local committee. People
vho know tho erratic Joaquin, however,
did not marvel over his refusal, as they
havo known, for a long timo that the
poetic n616ngcr thjrablic character,
tho man of the world and tho platform
speaker of days gone by, bnt ha3 of re-ce-

years doyoloped into a veritable re-

cluse.
Mr. Miller i3 not at all charmed with

our modern civilization. There are many
mat;ri:il things which grate harshly upon
his poetic nature, and he has learned to
ignore rather than to love ..he bustling,
busy life of city and town. Not many
years ago ho declared that never again
would he cross the continent, and that
tho country to tho east of Mount Shasta,
whoso rugged peaks ho loves so welL
would see him no more.

High up on the foothills, three mile3
back of East Oakland, Miller purchased
a fifty acre tract of land two years ago,
and hero he has built his home. From
the doorway of his cottage he views the
Golden Gate and the cities of San Fran-
cisco and Oakland. They are near
enough to him, ho says, from that dis-

tance, and ho has so far followed his life
as a hermit that ho scarcely ever comes
to tho city. During the past year his
visits havo been growing moro infre-
quent, and he even refuses to see the city
people who climb the mountain side to
pay their respects to him.

A long, winding, narrow path, ju3t
wido enough for a bharp shod horso to
climb, leads to tho homo of the poet
recluse. Once upon the summit Joaquin
Miller's place is pointed out to the visitor
by a rnncher's child. There is scarcely
a foot of level land on the poet's tract of
f:Iry acres. Shade and fruit trees, young
but sturdy; plants, flowers and a strag-
gling stono wall cling to the mountain
side as if fastened there and held in
place by invisible strings. Tho "home"
consists of threo cottages, fifty feet
apart, strange, odd and fanciful build-
ings, designed after some weird genius
of an architect. Miller lives in one, hia
mother in another and tho other mem-
bers of the housohold in the third.

When a reporter climbed tl dizzy
height ho found the door of the poet's
cottago open. In tho center of the room
was a cot, luxurious in rugs and furs,
and on tho cot reclined the poet, busy
with pen and paper, pausing in his work
only long enough to glance through tho
open doorway tit the city below and tho
blue expanse of ocean far beyond. This,
as the poet claims, is his only inspiration

the view of what man has made and
the work of God as tho background of
tho picture.

Joaquin remains in bed until high
noon. Awaking at an early hour, he
takes a light repast and smokes a cigar,
and then he writes and works incessantly
until noon. When his day's task is done
he gets up liko other men, roams about
his acres, trains his vines or nurses tho
young trees growing on the hillside. His
trees are a passion with liim. Even
while composing verses, and while en-

joying his morning labor in night cap
and dressing gown, he thinks of his trees.
He has gathered them from the utter
most parts of tho earth, has imported
sprig, spray and sprout from every
known part of tho civilized world.

Mrs. Miller and her daughter, from
New York city, when the guests of Joa
quin at "Tho Heights"' obey tho poet's
dictate and live apart, as does tho mother
of this erratic man. Each has her own
dwelling place, which i3 sacred to tho
occupant.

"I believe in personal seclusion," say8
the poet. "A man should not be famil-
iar even with members of his own fam-
ily. There are times in tho lifo of every
ono when solitudo is an absolute neces-
sity. Men enjoy their own society tho
best, and, doubtless, women are the
same. Every day men and women in-

trude too much upon each other. When
I walk over to mother's cottago I stand
without her door, hat in hand, and
knock for permission to enter. The
same is true when she calls at my door.
We meet in common only at table. My
house is my castle, and even my mother
would not break in on my solitude with-
out first asking permission." San Fran-
cisco Chronicle.

WHAT MR. ASTOR IS DOING.

Notwithstanding His Great Wealth Ho
Still Uai Literary Aiplratlons.

Special Oorrespoadeace.l
NEW YORE, Sept. 15. Mr. William Wal-

dorf Astor haa just Lad ons of his histori-
cal novels illustrated, paying for the work
a very largo sum of money. He secured
the beat designers and engraTcrs, and they
have produced for him most artistic and
exquisite illustrations. The public, how-
ever, will never see these Illustrated vol-
umes, for they are designed only for a lim-
ited number of copies which Mr. Astor ex-

pects to present to his intimates. It ia
whispered in literary ciroles here that Mr.
Astor has by no means given up his liter-
ary inclinations, although tho manage-
ment of the enormous estate bequeathed
recently to him by his father makes him
as busy a man as any merchant or banker
in the city. It is not known exactly what
Mr. Afator next proposes to publish, but it
is known time he is giving all the time he
can spare to the study of uiedicBvul Italian
history, and it is fair to surmise, the pub-
lishers think, that he has in view another
romance of that epoch.

Mr. Astor's latest publication was a very
good historical novel. The idea occurred
to him when he was tho United States
minister to Italy, and he spent much time
when living in Rome in the study of the
times which he thought of depicting in
this storj It wan his second novel. Tho
first was a fairly creditable work, but ex- -

Jited no particular interest, excepting that
which arose from the fact that Mr. Astor
was tho author. The second story, how-
ever, stood more upon its merits, and those
who oxhinined it, and tried to forget that
one of the richest men in the world had
written it, thought they found in it the
evidence of considerable ability in Btory
telling, great patience in historical investi-
gation and a good deal of literary merit.
Mr Astor was at first tempted to publish
it anonymously, because he found that his
first story was talked of mainly because
William Waldorf Astor wrote it, and he
wished to have the second work judged en-

tirely on its merits, but it leaked out in
some way that he was writing a romance
of Italian history, and he thought that it
would then bo an affectation to publish
tho book anonymously, as the authorship
would bo sure to be discovered.

Mr. Astor is, with a single exception, the
only possessor of enormous wealth in this
city who seems to have had any desire to
gain a literary repute. If he had been a
poor man he would hare undoubtedly
taken up literature as a calling; at least,
that is what he now thinks, and what ho
has frequently told the very few men whom
ho admits to real intimacy. He possesses
an excellent but not very large library,
and he daily spends not less than an hour,
and sometimes tho greater part of the day,
in it. In his books and his attempts at au-

thorship he finds his chief recreation and
delight outside of the pleasures of domes-tiat- v

He U a most domestic man, and
there is none other of his wealth in tho
rtr who seems more thoroughly content
'n the fmily circle than he does. He takes
a pacing interest in hich class drama and
cenume pleasure in the Warner operas.
Hfcrse, yachting, athl-ti- c sports and the
gayrties of the social world hare but littlt
irterest for him, and he participates in
th".--o things mainly bcane he belierr.s
that a man of hi wealth has some social
duties which he cannot with self respect
entirely avoid.

But it is in books and IiJrary competi-
tion that h finds genuine and never fail-
ing satisfaction. He did at one time medi-
tate upon a political career, but he found
that a man cf inherited wealth which

an enormous sura was very badly
handicapped by that fart when feeking
popular suffrage. It became his oplnSsa
hat a man without a dollar had a better

chance in political preference than one who
had inherited a fortune so Urg that it wm
ceiebrated. When he quit politic he gTe
