"WASHINGTON, Oct. 6 The annual report
of Coinmibtiiouer Green B. of the
pension bureau, shows that there were at
t he end of the last fiscal year 537,044

borne upon the rolls and classified
as follows: Army invalid pensioners, 302,-80-

aiiny widows, minor children and de-

pendent iclatives, 104,4r(', navy invalid
pensioners, o,274; navy widows, minor
children and dependent relatives, 2,4(X);

0,704
total 537,014. There were in all
S6.687 original claimants allowed
during the enr, being 14,710 more ongiual
claims than were allowed during the fiscal
3 oar lbd, and 0,385 more than were allowed
dnring the fiscal year IfeSS The amount
of the first payment in theseG6,6.7 original
cases amounted to $32,478,041, being

more than the first payments on the
ouginal claims allowed during the fiscal
3 ear in issa The average value of the
lirst paymonts on tbe-- e original claims for
1800 was 54515 71 Tlie avoiage uunual
vnlue of each pension at the close of the
fiscal year was YM 04 At the close of the
fiscal year there remained in the hands of
the pousiou agonts the sum of SrSU,2sl
of the pension fund winch had not beeu
disbursed for want of time, and which has
been returned to the treasury and there
were 0.ffc pensioners unpaid at the close
of the fiscal jear who wore entitled to re-

ceive $4,!157,;U7, which lias since been paid
from the appropriation for pensions for the
fiscal vear 1801.

Of the system of "completed files" organ-
ized by him, the commissioner says: The
'completed flies," or trial docket, is of
great importance in securing the prompt
adjudication of completed cases upon the
motion of the claimant or his attorney.
Piior to the establishment of this ss'stem
the complaint was almost universal that
thousands of claims were pending in the
oflice, the consideration of which has been
neirlected for ears. and thatthe claimants '

were powerless to secure their considera-
tion A soldier had a right to file an ap
plication for a pension and to present
all the evidence necessary to prove
Ins claim, but ho had no power to bring
that claim before an adjudicating division
by any action on his nil t, the withdrawing
Df his claim fiom the files for that pur-pos- e

being in the discretion of a file clerk,
I'nder the systems of the "completed files"
lit claimant haa ' ft right, upon t. proper
certification t hat Ins claim is complete, to
have it immediately placed upon Uncom-
pleted files and taken up in its ordei for
adjudication Claims plated upon the
"completed files" aie taken un within a
week for action and, if found complete, j

pie immediately allowed. If proofs are
lucking a call is immediately made upon I

the claimant to supplj the deficiency, and
upou the receipt ot required evidence the
claimed is again taken up for consideration.
The vildier w ho is entitled to a pension
niul nromntlv furnishes the ten Hired evi
dence to establish his claim, should have
)ns case disposed of without delay. Ho
hhould have the right to notify the office
that ho is ready for trial, .mil not be com-
pelled to await the action of a file clerk in
drawing Ins claim, for however diligent
the file clerk liuij be it is impossible for
ihetn, whan there nie a million claims
pending as is now the case, to have such
knowledge of their condition as to enable
them daili to select the cases w inch should
have precedence in adjudication because of
their pnontv of completion The "com-
pleted files" svstem is an entnely new
method of proceeduie. P gives the claim-
ant the right, upon completing his case, to
give not Ice and have it adjudicated To
June 30, 3S00, 701 claims were placed upon
the "completed files" upon requests made
upon Ivchalf of claimants. Ihis system
lrul the effect of enabling nninv thous-
and claimants whose tlainis have been
Mndinti liom five to twenty years to bring

their claims to the attention of the bureau
foi adjudication and allowance, and the
delaj has been i educed to a minimum.
This system has jnoved to be more satin-factor- y

than the old system of leaving the
.election of claims for adjudication to the
discretion of the file clerks As a result of
those changes in the business methods of
the office, more work Iirb been accom-
plished in a given time than was ever

beloie On the '21st of October,
3N0. when 1 took charge of the office, the
vv oik of adjudicating claims and issuing
certificates, had, dining the peuod from

jind'wrtlculrnlv bv coutentrating the work
of the othce for live davs in the week upon
the adjuilicatiou of claims, as provided for
in order Xo. HH, creating the svstem of
"completed files " The numberof claims
which had lieeii ordered for special exam-
ination was so great that it seined to me
liuportaut to make n special effort to have
the w ork of the div lsiou brought into rea
Houable bounds. 1 urged upon the examin-
ers gieat dilmenco in the jHjrformauoe of
their duties and in June last 1 detailed 110
persons as an additional force for this
work, making in all 333 on duty in the
field I am glad to be able to renort. a a
result of these efforts, that the number of
cases now m the hands of the special ex-

amination division has beeu reduced from
14235 to 7,s2- - of thei-- e oulv about 5,000 are
in the hands of special examiners, the
others being in transit to and from the
oflice.

"I respectfully invite your attention to
the groat ditlerence in amount between
the rate of $30 per mouth granted by the
net of March 8, lvs3 to pensioners who are
so disabled as to be lncujmble to perform
anv manual labor, and tlie rate of $Ti jver
month granted by the act of March 4, ISA),
to pensionors w ho require the regular aid
mid attendance of auother person There
are many claimant who are entirely inca-
pacitated for performing any manual labor
and who periodically require the aid of
other persons, but who are un

able to establish the fact of the
requirment of constant attendance.
It occurs to me that it would be a just pro-
vision to create a higher rate than ZOO per
month for cases of this description anil I
respectfully recommend that a rate of $50
per month be created for them.

There have been received in the pension
office 40.2S2 claims to Sept. 30, 1890, under
the disability pension act of J unc 27, 1830.
It will be readily understood that the care
of such an enormous number of claims
presented in so short a time necessarily
taxed the resources of the office to its fnll-e- st

extent. The work of the mail div ision
ran up to more than 32.000 pieces of mail
per day to be opened, classified and prop-
erly disposed of. At this writing (Oct. 1)

the division is handling 1,000 claims a
day. I have arranged the work of the
oflice so that claims under the old laws
shall be adjudicated as rapidly as are com-
pleted claims under the new laws. If,
upon the assembling of congress in
December, it is found that the present
force is insufficient for the adjudication of
these new claims as rapidly as they are
completed, I will not hesitate to ask that
jou recommend to congress an increase of
the official force of the pension bureau, so
as to secure the prompt settlement of these
claims. It is believed that there are prob-
ably 100,000 claims in this oflice which can
be properlv allowed under the provisions
of the regulations approved September 20,
1800

The act of June s7, 1890, is the first disa-
bility pensiou law in the history of the
world which grants to soldiers and sailors
pensions for disabilities which are not
proven to have been incurred in the service
aud in the line of duty This law recog-
nizes a higher obligation of the people to
their disabled veterans than was ever
formulated into law before. Nothing
shall be left undone by this bureau to give
effect to this latest expression of the grati-
tude of the American people to the soldiers
who saved the republic."

PUZZLED OFFICIALS.

An Important Tariff Question Under the

New Law.

Washington. Oct. 0. One of the most
important tariff questions now under

m by the treasury department and
the department of justice is whether or
not goods dutiable under theoldand ware-
housed prior to Oct 0 (the date when the
present law took effeot) and made free of
duty by the present law, can be admitted
to free entry on and after the Gth. The
question will probably be decided in a few
uajs It was stated at the treasury

this afternoon that in view of
tlie provisions of section 14 of the customs
administrative law, which applies
also to all importations under
the present tariff law, the de-

partment will positively decline to
instruct custom ofiicers on any questions
arising upon the present law affecting the
classification or assessment of duties on
imported merchandise. The section re-

ferred to provides that the decision of col-

lect ois of customs in regard to the rate and
amount of duties ou imported merchan-
dise is final against all persons unless they
protest and take the case to the board of
general appraisers It provides further
that if the importers are dissatisfied with
the action of tlie board they may still ap-
ply for relief to the circuit court of the
United States. The treasury department
holds that there is no other remedy and
that the department can in no way inter-
fere m the matter.

Luther Duncan and Henderson fol-
lowed The policeman was knocked dow n
and severely kicked about the head ami
bod j. In the meantime the orhcer had given
the signal for assistance. Policeman Con-
nor and Malouey responded to the call
When they entered the saloon Henry Dun-
can, who was behind the bar, fired at
them but the shots were not effective.
Shortly afteiward Officer Brady appeared
on the scene Duncau fired aud the officer
fell to the floor shot through the heart.
Several shots were fired by the officers but
no one of them were fatal. Duncan, Ben
Moore, the barkeeper, Edward Collins and
one or two othei sail colored, were arrested.

AT DUBLIN

A Large Number of Prominent
Irishmen Take Part in the

Proceedings.

Eesolntions Adopted Calling Upon the

Government to Provide Employment

for the Destitute,

A Special Appeal to the Friends of Ire"

land in America for Help for the

Distressed, and a Delegation to

Visit the United States and

to Procure Contributions.

Dublin, Oct. 6. The conference of the
Irish Nationalists, called by Mr. Parnell,
was held in this city today. Part of the
business of the conference was the election
of a deputation to visit America for the
purpose of laying before the people of that
country a plain statement of the situation
of affairs in Ireland.

Messrs. John Dillon, "William O'Bryan,
Thomas Powers O'Couner, Tim O'Sulli-- v

an and Abraham Gill were appointed to
form the deputation. The proceedings of
the convention were conducted iu private.
There was a very large attendance and
most of the prominent members of the Na-
tional party vv ere preseut. Mr. Justin Mc-
Carthy moved the adoption of four reso-
lutions, all of which had been previously
submitted to Mr. Parnell. The first of
these pledges the fullest support of tho
National league to the tenants who are
threatened with min in consequence of the
course adopted by the government and
landlord syndicates

The second resolution demands that cer-
tain distressed districts in the southern
and western parts of Ireland be given espe-
cial consideration by the government and
that measures be taken at once for the re-

lief of the inhabitants. The government
is called upon to inaugurate a sjatem of
public improvements for the purpose of
giving employment to the people and en-

abling them to support themselves with-
out charitable assistance.

The third resolution condemns in em-
phatic terms the action of the government
111 causing the arrest of Messrs. O'Brien,
Dillon and the other Nationalist leaders
arraigned at Tipperary.

The fourth resolution says that tho Na-
tionalist party is compelled by circum-
stances to make an appeal to its friends
ev en, w here in behalf of the Irish tenants,
and it looks to its friends in America to
subscribe generouslv for the benefit of a
distressed people. This appeal, the reso-
lution says, is made most unwillingly, but
the desperate stinit in w hich Iris 1 tenants
aie now forced makes its absolutely ne

that assistance should be asked from
friends and sympathize!;, throughout the
world.

Sixty-fou- r members attended tho con-
vention in the Mansion house. A crowd
watched the arrivals, cheering all the
prominent Nationalists. The convention
sat for an hour and a half and then ad-
journed to the city hall. The latter was
so crammed that several met bers of par-
liament were obliged to stand during the
proceedings. After the reading of
the telegrams from absentees, Mr.
McCarthy made the opening speech. Ho
referred to the trial in Tipperary as gro-
tesque. Mr. Parnell, he said, although
absent, was in active cooperation with
everything they did. He had studied and
sanctioned all the resolutions. They had
faith in the union unconquerable people,
whom ages of despotic power had not sub-
dued and they were not likely to be great-
ly intimidated by the sham Cromwellism
o'f the piesent day. They had faith in the
Irishman abroad nnd in the great liberal
Democrac of England. They had faith
m their great leaders, Parnell, Gladstone
and Morlej, and tne prospect was full of
glowing light Loud cheers. Mr. O'Con-
nor in moving the first resolution con-
gratulated the p.irty upon the recovery
of Mr Parnell and inveighed against the
Vinonist syndicate working against the
Ponsonby and other tenants as a conspir-
acy extending from the lirst lord
of the treasury to the miserable
loafers who do the actual work. The Na-
tionalists appealed to Irishmen through-
out the world by generous assistance to
betra and defeat the hopes of the enemies
of Ireland and to show that if the pure of
the exchequer is broad and deep, it is not
so broad and deep as the purses of the
friends of Ireland The first
resolution was carried uunnimous
ly Mr Redmond in moving
the second resolution, paid a high tnbut
to the generosity of Ireland s
friends. But he pointed out that such a j

movement a1 the famine fund would not
be unattended w ith damrer In too many
cu-e-s this cenerositv simplv had the effect
of filling the coffers of Irish landlords If
Irishmen did theirduty to themselves and
the Parnelhtes were" able, as he be
lieved they would Ik. to force
the government to do a small
part of their dutv it would be possible to
tide over the coming distress without the
humiliation and shame of nam appealing
to the chant of the world

Mr Healv and Mr McCarthy moved the
other resolutions AH were earned unani- -

mouslv There was a large crowd outside
the hall and the greatest enthusiasm was
displaved.

Mr Parnell sent a letter expressive of

PQBMALLY ABANDONED.

The Mormon Church Will Hereafter Forbid
Polygamous Marriages.

SALT LAKE, Utah, Oct. 6. At the gener-
al conference at the church of Jesus Christ
of Latter Day Saints, this morning, tho of-

ficial declaration of President vVilford
Woodruff, forbidding in tho future any
marriages in violation of the laws of the
laud, was read, and the congregation,
numbering nearly ten thousand people, in
eluding the apostles, bishops and leading
elders of the church, by unanimous vote,
recognized the authority of the presiuent
to issue the manifesto and accepted it as
authontative and binding. George Q.
Cannon publicly announced his endorse-
ment of the manifesto aud the recognition
of the supremacy of laws that had been
declared constitutional by the supremo
court of the United States. The confer-
ence also the original articles of
faith, among which is this: "Wo believe
in being subject to kings, presidents and
magistrates, in obeying, honoring aud sus-
taining the laws." The action taken set-
tles the vexed question aud places an ef-

fectual barrier against future polygnmous
marriages in Utah. It is tho most im-
portant step taken by the church for more
than a quarter of a century.
