The best of
tho hogs offered were taken by the pack-
ers, speculators standing back and buying
warily. There were a few loads forwarded
in flrht hands.

There has probably been more stuff for-

warded in first hands during the week
thfin any previous week, but as far as
heard from no one has made any money
by so doing. There were but few hogs left
unsold and about everything will bo ship-
ped out tonight and tomorrow.
