But sfterwnrd Herschol modi-
fGed his opinions reapecting the Milky Way,
and Professor Nichol, among more recent
RALrODGIers, sAYS:

“It is anly to the most careless glance
hat the Miiky Way appsars a continuons
gone. Let the naked eve rest thoughtfully
on any purt of i, and if circumstances are
favorabie it will stand out rathier as an ae-
cumuintion of patchies and steesms of light
fn every conosivable wariety of form and
brightuess.®

The Milky Way has ita groatost breadth
in the “Swan,” and in the *Eaglie'" constel
lation it divides Itseif. In the i thiern
Trisngls” the zone is brightest, and in the
“Southern Cross'’ the hole or pace, termed
by the sailors the *Conl Sack,” is very dis-
tinct. It then contracts sud axpands, aod
