Chriso, Butler and "Cowley to
unite with us in this organization to the
end that the fraternal feelings of the war
ma j' be preserved and the principles of
fraternity, charity and loyalty nurtured.

Resolved, That the ofii"ers of t is asso-
ciation shall consist of a president, one

t from each of the counties
composing the reunion district, a secre-
tary ticasurer, executive committee of
live, to which shall be added the president
and secretary as members, the
term of office" being for one year or until
their successors are chosen. The duties of
saiil oflices snail be similar to those exer-
cised by officers in kindred organizations.

Officers were elected as follows:
Col. M. Stewart, president.
Secretary, B. H. Dowiiimr.
Treasurer, General Murray Myers.
This included the work of the forenoon

and the barbecue was the next on the pro
gram. It was a most pleasant feature At
the lowest estimation 7,000 people were
given beans, bacon, bread and coHee, and
the inauageineut was very much surprised
to discover they had underestimated the
crowd by at least two or three thousand.

At 1:30 p. m. Col. J. R. Hallowcll was
presented and responded with many army
stories and a speech that suited the com-
rades supremely. Ho made an effort to
let all hear him and very nearly succeeded
although having a big task aud placed at
some disadvantage.

After music, Anthony said
he wanted to speak from a low platform
fearing his speech would be thin by Komg
so far. Col. Hallowcll could make every
one hoar but he wanted to get closer. The
old so diors had come together to swap lies
and possibly to get into some now crop.
Any o d soldier had the poetic license to
insist that he put down the rebellion.

Soldiers never tell lies nor swap lies.
Every old soldier diedas many times us he
claims and no one should dispute it. Some
oil color orators i:isi-- t that the old soldier
is being mustered out. The speaker said
the old soldior was here to stay They
were all handliut; briuht, iniiiti young
babies and this slumed that the
i Id soldier is tieie to stay.
It was no grand child. This
was cheered to the echo, and the trees in
the park seemed to enjoy tho occasiou.

The speaker announced that Senator
Ingalls would be on hand in the evening,
which was received with cheers. The
speaker said he was glad that ho came be
fore Ingalls.

The speaker inquired wh y keep the?mem-orie- s

of t he w ar alive' Why not forget t he
awful exporienco Tnero were reasons of
patriotism, reasons of humanity andstatcs-manshi-

and if there were not these mem-
ories should le forgotten. The speaker
said the Grand Army was filling as import-
ant a place toda as it did when it was
organized under Grant He did not favor
the weak scntimentalism It was illog-
ical to talk about forgotf nines. By way
of illustration the speaker referred to dan-go- r

poiuts which found out wore made
kown and not forgotten Tho danger
points for the lilp of state should be
marked and not to do so, to talk forget ftil-ne-

was unpatriotic aud almost verging
on treason. Thore was no need to get
down on his knees and apologise for it.
"Did not have to apologize for it." He
was in favor of Grand Army organiza-
tions; favored the Loyal 1egiou and espec-

ially favor i lis feature that provides for
the perpetuity of the organization. He
hoped spme such provision would be pro-

vided for the Grand Army, aud make it
perpetual aud a remembrance institution.
This idea was respouded to with applause.

When the people complained about
purchasable legislators they must
remember they themselves had sent
merchandise to congress instead of man-
hood. It was the fault of the people in
making such a mistake. The question of
the day was what the people could do to
maintain the government and not what
the government could do to maintain the
people as a few rampant individuals
claimed.

The speaker said that tho patriotism of
the women of tho north had resulted in
filling the union ranks and in filling the
soldier with patriotism and courage. A
number of instances of woman's Self
sacrifice wore cited with telling effect.

The speaker said thejGraud Army organ
ization should be larger. More than one-tent- h

of the union army are in Kansas
today and yet comparatively only a small
per cent belong to the Grand Army organ-
ization. Kansas was the home of tho
union soldier and a good place to come
and a good place to stay. The name
of Kansas a golden thread in the
history of the struggle for human liberty.
The speaker said if there was anything
that made him despise a man, it was to
hear him abue Kansas, When he heard
a man born abroad, abusing America he
always told him he had better go back,
and that by doing so he would confer a
great favor.

The speaker paid tho colored soldiers a
high tribute, eulogizing their bravery in
tho field, and at the same time their sub-
mission in the outh to their masters.

Touching the pension question, it was
reforred to that the pension bureau pays
out more than the cost of the German
army. It was answered that it was honor-
able for a government to pension those
wonnded in defonse of tho government,

and almost cowardly and ridiculous to
keep up flashing standing aimies. If one
had a thermometer to test the patriotism
of a man, a pension croaker would not
swell the mercury a thousandth part of an
inch.

After music by the Mulvane drum corp3
Judge Theo Botkin being presented was
received with cheers. He told some camp
fire full moon stories on Col. Hallowell,
giving him the worst of it. The
speaker said that he had met comrades
during the day he had not seen since the
muster out. All had had a most pleasant
time from the association. The power of
association was something indescribable.
After some more experiences the speaker
said he had thought to make a very long
speech tonight, but Ingalls was loaded and
would hurt himself if he did not speak.
He was nearer Wichita than Ingalls and
he would surrender his opportunity. This
closed the afternoon meeting.

THE CAMPFir.E.

It was a mass of humanity at the park
last night. It was a mass of enthusiastic
humanity. There was never beforo as
large a crowd at the park. It was a sea of
faces. The woods were full of people.
They were happy people. They acted like
they represented and came from happy
homes. There were many estimates of the
number. No one placed it at less than
twelve thousand. Some made the figures
at twenty-fiv- e thousand; some even as
high as thirty thousand. But there was
no way of finding out the exact number.
It is not believed that any one will insist
that there were less than twelve thousand
present, and, in fact, about twenty
thousand

The great crowd commenced to assemble
by 0 o'clock. It spre id like wild-fir- e that
Senator Ingalls would be present. Every-
one wanted to see him, aud not only to see
him, but to hear him speak. The opposi-
tion were stationed onevery corner, saying
he would not be here. They had
positive information about the whole bus-

iness. They were sure he would not ba
on hand. Fred Beutley was authority on
the thing and was generally quoted. It
was out that Fred said he would not come.

The senator mule a speech yestorday
afternoon at Winfield. It was suited last
evening by some who heard it that it was
tho greatest political speech he ever made.
At 4:30 n. m. he left Winfield for Arkansas
City, spoke to a large crowd there and des-

pite the reports to the contrary, reached
Wichita before ! o'clock.

By 7 j). m. the great crowd at the park
was anxious forsomething in the line of a
program. They wanted mnsic and the
same was given them. They wanted to
hear soeeches and they would put a tellow
up o'n a box, aud make him speak. They
would huve three or four of them speak-
ing ut tho same time in different,
places. They would sing some
patriotic songs and then made the rounds
of band and speech-makin- It was neces-

sary to havo something go on. If thore
was no general leader the spirit of the
occasion would spring up a number of
them.

It was 7:J"j when Anthony
callul the meeting to order. He said that
he was known to bo very dignified and he
proposed to preside in a dignified manner,
lie did cot want to hear any one laugh
loud. If auy one became loud he might
expect to be thrown into the river. He then
read a "late local" from an evening paper,
in which tho Riverside crowd was placed
at COO. Ho said the article should have
been headed, "Oh, How Wo Do Love to
Lie." The item called it a political
meeting. The speaker then said he felt
indignant that he had been brought into a
political meeting. There were calls for
Hallowell and tho chairman said ho would
have Hallowell respond if he did not go off
j) ilitical. Col. Hallowell said he was glad
to see so many people out to meet a
distinguished Kansas senator. They had
also given Anthony an ova-

tion, aud he was glad to see it. He had
understood that Judge Botkin had told a
story about him shooting at the moon.

Comrade Anthony said he was sorry to
seethe two distinguished men at sword
points. He hoped the matter would bo
settled. He told a storv about Botkin
snooting his ramrod away and remarking
that it must have made a long hole in "that
rebel." He had after the war visited the
battle ground and found the shirt of the
lebel ou tho ramrod, aud now has it in his
library. Judge Botkin was then presented
and said he had considered Hallowell a big
liar, but since hearing Anthony he had
concluded Hallowell had just commenced
to go to school. He had been training
with them both, but had not absorbed any
of their bad habits and mental traits.

At one time a class of fellows had abused
the soldier and said all ought to be branded
"A. Lincoln, my dog." The same class of
fellows are now insulting two or three
thousand soldiers by the "GOO item." A
traitor in Kentucky, Texas or Kansas
is all the same. The crowd yelled
itself hoarse and abonl this tima the
cannon commenced roarinc near by. Bot-
kin said they were shooting to shut him
off, and he believed it was Hallowell again
shooting at the moon.

The seventeen suns were fired in honor
of the arrival of Governor Humphrey. The
governor reached the stand and was
cheered wildly. Comrade Anthony intro-
duced the governor for whom three cheers
were given. A drunken cuss in the
crowd yelled out "Robinson and Resub-
mission." The drunken cusu was one rather
well known in town and from whom
such extreme courtesy was not expected.

The governor said the feeling of comrade-
ship had brought out the old boys. They
had all had experiences together and whilo
they all had time they enjoyed to
to swap stories and every one would excuse
them if they had a good time. The boys
were inclined to look upon the happy side.
There were two sides and devilish hard
sides. About this time the drunken man
made another disturbance, but the gover-
nor was quite able to pay no attention
to it and went on giving experi-
ences. In his first hattlo he remem-
bered how small the trees looked.

He had been something like the fellow
ou the sea who was afraid he would die the
first hour and the second hour he was
afraid he would not die. About this time
the drunken fellow appeared again with
his favorite yell and some more stuff, he
being just tipsy enough to not guard
against letting out his feeling. The gov-
ernor, however, proceeded with his shot
and shell stories. He thanked the
audience for the kind attention and at the
close the governor was liberally cheered.

After "marching through Georgia,"
Comrade Hanbach was introduced and
received with enthusiasm. He said that
all had come from happy homes to rejoice
together that the labor performed years
ago was not in vain. Kveryoue remember-
ed what he was doing when the call came
to him to go out with the army in defense
of a principle. H remembered that he
was digging post holes on. old man Mor-
gan's farm in Illinois, and "sparkin" his
daughter. He went away, and after the
war hustled around in uch a way that the
Miss Morgan became his wife. "The speak-
er went over the agitation just preceding
tho war and also recalled vividly many
stnkiug scenes.

During the speech Senator Ingalls ar-
rived and when he was seen coming into
r.be stand the crowd broke loose with a
tremendous cheer. He shook hands with
a number of his friends In the stand,

Mr. Hanback, when he insisted on
Mr. Hanback going'ahead with his speech.

He proceeded to give a description of
Look-ou- t Mountain, where the gallant
soldier boy, Lyman U. Humphrey, carried
the flag in the Eighty-sevent-h Ohio. The
reference was responded to by deafening

"cheers.
Governor Anthony said-- it fell to his

joyous lot a few days ago to introduce a
gentleman and in doing it he said he in-

troduced a man whom the world had heard
for eighteen years. He was afraid his
voice was so impaired 12 000 people could
not hear him. The name of Ingalls and
two minutes of cheering followed.

The distinguished Kansan responded
briefly, under much difficulty. It was
plain to see in a moment that his voice
would not permit a speech. He thanked
the crowd for the enthusiastic reception
given and expressed tho hope he would be
able to address them within a few days.
When he took his seat there were cries for
Ingalls. when the senator, turning to a
friend, said, "Oh, how I would like to be
able to speak to that crowd."

Governor Anthony, turning to the
crowd: said no one regretted more than the
senator himself his inability to speak, and
his friends could not expect more. Mr.
Anthony proposed three cheers, which
u ere given, and no mistake about it.

JCKKY SI31PSON AT TUB GAHHELD.

Jerry Simpson spoke at the Garfield last
night to a medium-size- d crowd. The
Eagle's stenographer was present and
caught the salient assertions which are
given verbatim as follows:

"If ever a man has reason to feel Grate-
ful towards Wichita it is your humble
servant."

"Jim is the best advertising agent I ever
had. When this thing is over, and Jim is
out of a job, I am going to write to Barnutu
in Jim's behalf."

"I was in the army three months and
twelve days."

"Have you got to have a lawyer or a
fighter to represent you in congress? If
you have, why get a good one; send and
get John L. Sullivan."

"I never killed a man in my life; that's
true."

"What we want in this country is somo
reforms in regard to these railroad
systems, so we can make them carry
at cost, and save some of the products
of the farm, or proceeds of it, to pay our
debts. We want a system different from
the one we got now. " Then there
will be no overproduction."

"I want to say, to the honor of Wichita,
that I am impressed with the reception I
have received here on several different oc
casions, l aiuu t expect it. l uiun't real-
ize that there would be so many people in
the city in sympathy with this move-
ment."

It will be remembered that some time
ago the Eagle printed the following para-
graph taken from Simpson's speech at Gar-

den City:
"Judge Sluss of Wichita, is ridiculing a

warehouse system, and says if it should
a law, he would want to put up eggs

and get warehouse receipts; and Sluss says,
how would the government find its secur-
ity when it finds the ergs had rotted after
being stored? Judge bluss talks a good
deal about rottenness; having lived in
Wichita so long he knows all about rotten-
ness, aud rotten eggs of all kinds; aud I
must say, that of all the rottenness and
rotten eggs for which Wichita is celebrat-
ed, in my opinion the rottenest one Wich-
ita ever undertook to hatch was the one
she dropped at Dodge City."

Regarding Simpson's military record as
given by himself, he differs somewhat
from the adjutantgeneral of Illinois, whose
records show that Simpson served eighty-nin- e

days in a thseo mouth's enlistment,
having been discharged because of chronic
diorrhea, a disease that; with ordinary sol-

diers it took at least a year's service beforo
it could become chronic.

Such was the remark of one gentleman

to another as they stood listening to tho
music on the Tacoma hotel porch the other
evening. The person addressed had his
lower limbs encased in extra wide troupers,
and therefore the crookedness or straight-nes- s

of thosQ articles could not be gleaned
by a superficial glance.

Acting upon this remark of the appar-
ently observing gentleman, who was a vis-

itor on his way to Alaska, a Tacoma Rec-
ord reporter started out to investigate the
subject for himself. While walking up
Ninth street he kept his eyes open, and
what he saw indeed surprised him. Hard-
ly a man or yonth trod up the hill from
Pacific avenue to Railroad street who was
not afflicted with a bow in either or both
legs. The victims were in all stages of the
terrible affliction, and the eye of an ob-
server could easily detect he who had but
recently started to curve underneath and
also he who had "been there" for years.

Out of fifty men, youths and boys who
struggled up that hill just thirty-fiv-e were
bowlegged, some much so and some just a
little bit so. In every group of three
or more tho majority carried with
them bent lower limbs. One man almost
tread one foot upon the other as be walked,
whilo another, a handsome young fellow
with a beautiful blonde mustache, stepped
out in a curious way, apparently conscious
of tha fact that his limbs were beginning
Id turn, and evidently seeking to hide the
Jact from the general public.

The cause of so much crookedness in the
City of Destiny is a natural one and surely
kn insurmountable one the hills. To
climb them, and Tacomans can not do
without climbing them in some degree, is
r strain on the nether limbs and gradually
they give way, and in some cases bring hu-

miliation to their owners. There are plenty
of handsome young men in Tacoma today
who would give uuything to have their
legs straightened, and as much can be said
of plenty of the young ladies in Tacoma.

Iron from Sea Snnd.
Among the nnmerons magnetic separa-

traction. The machine is very simple, con-
sisting" of a cyclinder, whoso surface js
composed of electro magnets, revolving on
the inside of an endless canvas belt. The
sand is fed to the belt, and a spray of water
separates the particles, the iron being re-

tained by the powerful electro magnets,
and carried off on the belt to a receptacle
at tho other end, while the sand falls into
the trough below. It is claimed that the
iron can thus be extracted for about one-eigh-
