"Washington, Nov. 3. The congress-ion-
committees have about completed

their campaign work, and have figured out
the possible results of tomorrow's election
The Democratic committee estimates the
Democratic majoiity in the house at
thirty. In this estimate are included all
the districts claimed as doubtful, by the
Republicans, iii the south and in Ohio.

The Republican committee concedes to
the Democrats 153 districts, and claims 159
districts, leaving twenty districts doubt-
ful. Of the latter, it claims enough to
give the Republicans the house by a ma-
jority of seven.

THE OUTLOOK IN ILLINOIS.
CniCAOO, Nov. 3. The chief feature of

the campaign in Illinois is the contest
which John M. Palmer is
waging before the people for the United
Suites scnutorship, the only state officers
to be clocted this year being a treasurer
and superintendent of public instruction.
Early in the year General Palmer ad-
vanced the doctrine that a United States
senator should bo rather selected by the
people of the state than by a legislative
caucus of the party in power, and this
doctrine found such ready con-
currence among the rank and
file of the Illinois Democracy that
the state convention in June nominated
Mr. Palmer as the Democratic candidate
f r United States senator next winter, and
rwiiiiMted him to make a nersonal canvass
for the election of a Democratic legislature. ,

The
Democratic committee makes no claim ou
the state ticket, but iusists that their
c.iudidatt s in the First, Third, Eighth and
Ninth districts will win.

THE WISCONSIN FIGHT.
Milwaukee, Wis., Nov. 3. The Bennett

C'Unpul-or- y school law is the issue which
overshadows all others in the election to
morrow in Wiscousiu, whore a lull state
ticket is to be elected tomorrow. Tho un-
expected election of Mavor Peck iu the Re-
publican city of Milwaukee by the aid of
the sectarian opponents of the Bennett law
forced bun to the front last spring,
and he was only a few weeks after-
ward nominated by the Democrats
for the governorship. His Republican op-
ponent is Governor Hoard, the present
governor, who was renominated by accla-
mation by the Republicans, and who has
boldly taken the position, with his partv,
t at the Bennett law is sound and must
remain upon the statute books. By pledg-
ing themselves to its modification or re-
peal the Democrats hope to secure consid-
erable support Irom the Lutherans and
other sectariau societies for thoir ticket.
The only question is as to the extent of
this snpport. The Republicans an: confi- -

dent that they will gain from the Demo-
cratic ranks a sufficient number of voters
who favor the law to more than offset the
sectarian vote.

THE EMPIRE STATE.
New York, Nov. 3. The election in

New York state tomorrow is for a judge
of the court of appe Is. two justices of the
supreme court, thirty-fou- r members of
congress, and members of the assembly.
Robert Earl present incumbent, is a
nominee for the court of appeals judgship
on both the Republican and Democratic
tickets. As this is the only office to be
filled on the general suite tickets, there is
little, if any interest iu the general vote.
The prohibitionists and socialistic labor
party have tickets in the field, but the
votes for these can hardly be an apprecia-
ble element.

Interest centers, therefore, in the vote
for congressmen, and also for members of
the assembly, as the next legislature will
elect a successor to Senator Evarts. The
New York delegation to the fifty-fir- st con-
gress is nineteen Republicans and fifteen
Democrats. The Democrats are hopeful
of making some gains, but the Republicans
are equally confident that they will hold
tln-i- r own, if not increase, their number.
In the suite senate the Republicans have
nineteen and the Democrats thirteen. To
secure a majority on joint bailor, the Dem
ocrats must elect sixty-eig- assemblymen
while the Renublicans reauire oniv sixtv- -
two. In the last assembly the Republi
cans naa seventy-on- e ana tne Democrats
fifty-seve- While the Democrats have
been making strenuous efforts to secure
enough votes to elect a senator, there is
little probability that they will scceed.

Much more popular interest attaches to
the vote for municipal officers in New York
city than to the state election. The elec-
tion is between the Tammany ticket, head-
ed by Mayor Grant, and the People's Mu-
nicipal League ticket, headed by F. M.
Scott, a county Democrat, and containing
both Republican and Democratic names.
Tho latter ticket has been endorsed by the
Republican party and the county Dem-
ocracy, and has had the active support of
all the Republican and mugwump papers.
The camnaigu for both tickets has been
prosecuted with untiring energy, and both
are claiming everything. This election
will be the first uuder the new election
law, the working and effect of which will
be watched with great interest.

Elkhorn. W. Va., Nov. 3. Judge Mc-
Coy, the leader of the notorious McCoy

was killed neir Tennis Camp,Sing, county, Friday evening, by a man
named Dempsey, of the Hatfield gang.
Other parties are supposed to have assist-
ed in the killing. The county is wild with
excitement, and it is believed that Demp-
sey and his associates will be found and
the death of McCoy avenged. There were
eighteen bullets found in McCoy's body.
McCoy is known to have killed eight men,
but he has always escaped punishment.

ANOTHER FEUD.
Birmingham, Ala., Nov. 3. A feud,

which has been brewing for some time near
Cropwell, St. Clair county, broke out yes-
terday in earnest. Two prominent families
are involved, and many lives will probably
be lost before it is ended. Fonseo and
Powell Hancock and George Norgher have
been gunning for each other for sometime.
Yesterday morn ng Fonseo fired two shots
at Norgher, but missed him. Later in the
day Powell Hancock went to Norgher's
house, and the men opened fire on each
other. At the fourth shot Hancock fell
dead. His brother and friends are now
hunting Norgher with the intention of
shooting him on sight. Friends have also
rallied around Norgher.

BURNED TO DEATH.
Peoria, 111., Nov. 3. Mrs. James H.

Carico was engaged yesterday in cleaning
a carpet with gasoline, while on a bed in
the same room lay a little baby. In some
manner the gasoline caught fire and spread
over the room. It so frightened the
womau that she ran screaming from tho
room, forgetting her child. The fire de-

partment extingushed the blaze, hut when
the infant was rescued it was found to bo
terribly burned. Its eyes were burned
out, ai d its lingers burnea off, and it died
in a couple of hours.

A SINGULAR ACCIDENT.
Cincinnati, Nov. 3. A singular rail-

road accident happened about 0 o'clock
last night to an excursion train on the
Ohio and Northwestern road, as it was
coming from Portsmouth to Cincinnati.
At Newburn, seven mdes from the city,
some boys had run some cars on a side
track down an incline until the foremost
one projected so far into the way of the in-
coming train that the end of a freight car
struck the second coach aud tore the whole
side out. Very fortunately only two per-
sons were hurt, Miss Gertie Walker of
Newport, Ky., and Mr John Frantzof this
city. Mr. i; rantz s injuries are not serious,
but it is feared Miss Walker cannot re-
cover.

THE SUNKEN STEAMER.
New York, Nov. 3. No further news

ABIGITRE.

A Large Block iu San Francisco Wiped

Oat by Flame.

San Francisco, Nov. 3. Fire was dis-
covered at 3 o'clocn. this morning in Heut-terBro- s.

& Co.'s paint shop under the
Grand hotel The fire spread rapidly, and
the hotel was soon in flames. There Was
great excitement among the guests, but
they all escaped safely.

The flames spread rapidly throughout
the basement of the block bounded by
Market, Montgomery, Division and Sec-
ond streets, and spread to the first floor,
occupied by the Hall Safe and Lock com-
pany, the Board of Trade rooms, the Pull-
man Palace Car comoany's office, the
Great Northern Railway ticket office and
the rooms of the Syndicate Investment
company.

The smoke in the meantime had aroused
the inmates of the Grand nud the Burling-
ton hotels, and the frightened guests
rushed to the sidewalks with what valu-
ables they could carry. The fire soon
shot up the fr ight elevator in the rear of
the Grand hotel .and a disastrous confla-
gration was looked for. A general alarm
brought the remainder of the fire depart-
ment to the scene. The front of Huetter
ic Co's. store blew out with a crash, aud
large volumes of smoke rushed out, al-

most suffocating the firemen. Jacob
Underbill, a wine merchant, was overcome
by the smoke in the Grand hotel, and was
carried out unconscious. Cashier Weeks,
of the Grand, who was crippled, was al-

most overcome, when he was assisted out
by the elevator boy. There were several
other narrow escapes.

By S o'clock the flAmes had spread along
tho eastern end of the block, bursting from
the roof and windows. The wind was
slight and the efforts of the firemen to con
fine the fire within the block occupied by
the .Burlington and brand hotels, were
succesfuL About 6 o clock the roof of the
Burlington hotel fell in, carrying part of
that of the Grand. In a short time the in-

terior of the Burlington was a complete
wreck, and the front of the Grand on Mar-
ket treet, together with the eastern end
adjoining the Burlington, is also a ruin.
The other end was saved. The first floor
of the Burlington, on Second street, was
occupied by C. H. Mirst, millinery and
Doveltlea; C. P. Hoaig, medicines, and 11.

Wardwell, window shades and fixings.
These were gutted, as were also Huetter
Bros., the Board of Trade rooms, and the
Burr Folding Bed company's place of busi-
ness, on Market street The Southern Pa-
cific and Central Pacific and other ticket
offices under the Grand hotel, together
with Fay's saloon, were damaged by water.

The Grand hotel was opened in l&Tfc by
Messrs. Johnson c Co., and at the time
was considered one of the finest hotels in
the world. It was four stones high, and
had a frontage of 200 feet on Market streeC
Two rears ago about half of the block was
leased to other parties, and was called the
Burlington hotcL

The total loss, including buildings,
stores, furnitcres-an- d stock, is estimated
at 3L3O0.O0O. The fire a b!:eved to b due
to sjtoataneous comtKistion of inflammable
material in Heater Bros. & Co's. pfattt of
basinets.

hotel bar is badly damaged by smoke and
water. The fine collections of minerals
and exhibits of the state board of trade is
believed to be an entire loss.
