The failure of Couuty Treasurer Cart-wrig-

to file bond, and according to law,
causing tho office of trersurer to b- - vacaut,
created considerable comment Some of
the political story winders were out ex-

plaining the whole matter. One of them
stood around wherever ho could find any
one to listen, and said it had never been
tho custom for a county treasurer to give
bond, not only in Sedgwick count v, but no
place else in Kansas, fie was quite sure
this was true, for he had been in thiscoun-t- y

ten years, held anofficesix months after
ho arrived, and had wanted several since.
There were stories that the lack of bond
was purely a matter of neglect, .and Mr.
Cartwriglit could easily have secured a
bond had he not forgotten it entirely.
While the story was scarcely compliment-
ary to Mr. Cartwriglit, it was one of the
explanations of tho Democratic ring.
It may be observed that Mr.
Carl wright was not so forget-
ful of business as to attempt to han-
dle many hundreds of thousands of the
count money without bond, as lie has
been working industriously for a bond, as
many Know, but, among so many unfor-
tunate circumstances, w:i unable to pre
sent it by tho expiration of the time, and
hence all the trouble. And as to tho
ttatemeut that it has not been the custom
to give bond iu Sedgwick county, it is be-

lieved, .aside from the lecor.ls, to bo so
weak it cannot stand before nuyone whoso
appearance is not suggestive of an insane
asylum.

According to County Attorney Morris,
and other attorneys who have rend tho
law on the question, the office of treasurer
was vacant over one week ago, at the expi-
ration of the time for filing a bond. Tho
duty of the county commissioners to ap-
point a treasurer was considered plain, and
it was also considered a duty of the board
to protect the funds of the county with an
efficient treasurer, efficient in the office as
treasurer and ono able to support himself
with n $200,000 bond.

Xo one has been heard to in
sinuate that in tho event the bonrd
was Democratic, and a Republican
treasurer had kicked himself out of tho
office that a Democratic board would have
failed to appoint a Democrat However,
a Republican board said to Mr. Cart-wrigh- t,

yesterday thnt ho was appointed
county treasurer aud would be given
another twenty days in which to file a
bond in accordance to law aud if at the
expiratiinof that time he had not pre-
sented a bond of course tho office would
again bo vacant

The board has not the richtio furnish
the county with a treasurer except time
of vacancy to the next general election.
This is said to be tho plain reading and as
a result at the next general election the
people will have an opportunity to vote on
a short term and long term county treas-
urer.
