ulated anel accomplished through the in-
fluence and impulse of true, unperverted,
sturdy Amenc inism We rejoice in the
example afforded on this occasion of genu-
ine American citizenship, revealed to us
as a safe and infallible interpreter of duty
in all the emergencies of a long and hou-orab-

public career, and as an unfailing
guide to usefulness and fame

In this presence and in the atmosphere
of these reflections, we should not miss the
lesson the) commend to us, nor fail to re-
new our appreciation of the value of this
citizenship, and revive our apprehension
of the sentiments and conditions in which
it has its rise and growth.

selfish people, have no legitimate place in
our national life Here the plain people of
the land are the rulers Their inv estiture
of power is only accompanied with the
conditions that the) should love their
country, that they should je ilouslv cu ird
and protect its interests and fair f lme, and
that all the intelligence with which the)
are endowed should he devoted to an
understanding: of its needs and the promo
tion 01 its welfare

These are the elements of American citi-
zenship, and these are the conditions upon
which our free institutions were entrusteel
to our people, in full reliance, at the begin-
ning and for all time to come, upon Amer-
ican manhood, consecrated by tne highest
and purest p itriotism

HOME INFLUENCE.

A country broad and new, to be subdued
to the purposes of men's existence, and
promising vast and independent resources,
and a people intelligeiitl) in derstanding
the value of a free nation and holding fast
to an intenso affection for its histor) anil
its heroes, have had much to do with
