inspection of bis position. To the crossing
of the river by Burnside but little opposi-
tion was made. The Confederates bad ono
brigade on picket in the town, which
reaches the river bank where the ground
Is favorablo for bridging, and while our
engineers were throwing across pontoons
they were many times driven from their
work by bullets fired from the houses
along shore. Finally, toward this close of
the day, Dec. 11, 1SC2. volunteers from tho
Seventh Michigan, Nineteenth Massachu-
setts and Eighty-nint- h New York braved
the sharpshooters' fire and pushed across
in boats, driving off the riflemen, Barks-dale'- s

Missiseippians, and completely clear-
ing the river for tho engineers.

The army was nearly all across by mid-
day of the 12th, and deployed on tho plains
around and below tho town. A heavy fog
hung over the valley during the forenoon,
and when it cleared away wo saw for tho
first time that go which way wo would it
would provo uphill work to dislodge tho
battalions of Lee. From the point of view
we now had on the plains what before had
looked like knolls became hills and hills
became mountains. Marye's Hill, or
Height, did not extend over more than a
division front of our troops, and a division
was not a twentieth part of tho am v.

The brigades of Andrews
and Palmer followed Kimball's with the
same experiences, and they, too, halted
and lay in their tracks.

To the enemy on the hill and behind the
stone wall this appeared bloody work in-
deed. They noted and admired the re-
markable coolness of Kimball's men in
planting colors to mark their alignments
within stone's throw of the wall, where
the muskets were kept hot with the rapid
firing. Then when Kimball's lino van-
ished, the colors still standing and held by
stout hands lying prostrate on the ground,
their comrades of Andrews' and Palmer's
brigades repeated the daring advance, re-

ceiving the punishment of their temerity
with marked coolness. The Confederates
all of this time knew the grim hopeless-
ness of the task before their opponents.
At the base of Marye's a sunken road runs
the whole distance parallel with the crest,
and on the side toward the town this road
is protected by a high stone wall. There
being a gentle terrace from the base of the
hill to tho crest, this break in tho surface
is not discoverable for the eye at a casual
glance. When Kimball's men reached it
and recoiled tho Union army knew that
the enemy had not permitted tho easy
crossing of the river and the approach to
the heights without a purpose. Marye's
Heights was a "slaughter pen," and but
one division of infantry and a battalion of
artillery was required to hold it against an
army of assailants.

The Union order for attack had been
that Hancock's division should follow
French, and unappalled by tho experience
of that division these noble troops took
up the fight. Gen. John C. Caldwell led
with his brigade, the Fifth New Hamp-
shire, Seventh, Sixty-fir- st and Sixty-fourt- h

New York, and Eighty-fir- st and One Hun-
dred and Forty-fift- h Pennsylvania. Fol-

lowing him was Meagher with the Twenty-eight- h

Massachusetts, Sixty-third- , Sixty-nint- h

and Eighty-eight- h New York, and
Ono Hundred and Sixteenth Pennsylvania,
the Irish brigade at its besp. Last came
Col. S. K. Zook, Twenty-sevent- h Connec-
ticut, Second Delaware, Fifty-thir- Fifty-seven-

and Sixty-sixt- h New York, and
Fifty-thir- d Pennsylvania.

It would simply be a multiplication of
words to attempt a description fittingwhat
followed. Zook swopt along with a lino
as even as though on parade, and at every
step tho men of French, who had covered
themselves on the field, arose aud fell in,
literally taking the place of those of Han-
cock's men killed on tho way up. Kim--

ball's few survivors, still climdng to their
colors, were the last to fall in. But tho
Confederates have been ro-e- n forced at tho
stono wall and their ammunition replen-
ished. Such daring as French's men havo
shown and Hancock's will imitate has
fairly alarmed the Confederate command-
ers, and the stone wall and sunken road are
strengthened for the next charge. Zook's
men recoil before the swno wall after going
within pistol shot, and then comes the Irish
brigade with a cheer. From the heights
above tho green flag of Erin is recognized

After them Caldwell sweeps up, gather-
ing men from all the other commands and
pressing up to within twenty aud even fif-

teen yards of the wall. At t his point dead
men of the four b'gades of Kimball, Zook,
Meagher and Caldwell were fouudattho
time of burial.

Othor charges were made by Howard's
division of the iVoond corps, and by Sykes'
and Humphreys' of the Fifth. They wero
brave movements in the face of the dread-
ful havoc that had gone before, but the
deeds of French and Hancock could not bo
surpassed; their heroic dead marked tho
limits made in the advance. No embel-
lishment could be added to their simple
record more startling than the actual fig-

ures of losses in Hancock's division, wherd
they equaled thoe in any two of tho others.

Hancock took into action 5.000 men and
lost 2.000 in killed and wounded. The
Fifty-thir- d Pennsylvania lo.--t 8 officers out
of 14 aud one-ha- lf its men. The Seventh
New York lost IS officers out of 2j and very
nearly half its men. The Fifth New
Hampshire lost 17 officers out of 23 and
over half its men. It had five commanders
during tho action, the first four being
killed or wounded. Tho Sixty-nint- h New
York lost 10 officers out of 19 and over half
its men, and had four commanders in tho
action. The Eighty-eight- h New York lost
half its complement of officers and men.
The One Hundred and Forty-fift- h Pennsyl-
vania lost nearly 50 per cent, aud tho Oni
Hundred and Sixteenth lost heavily, hav-

ing four different commanders during tho
engagement

The Twenty-eight- h Massachusetts lost
nearly half its number, aud the Second
Delaware suffered severely, having two of
its commander? wounded. The Eighty-fir- st

Ponusj lvama lost twelve officers out
of sixteen and over half its men, and had
three commanding officers wounded. Tho
Fifty-seent- h New York lost nine officers
out of eleven, two of its commanders
among them. The Sixty-sixt- h New York
lost and had three commanders
killed or wounded. There was noue of tho
excitement of a hotly contested battlo to
inspire those men, no dazzling prize bal-

anced in the air to be seized by the bravest
and the quickest. Before them lay tho
stubborn hills, the silent cannon and tho
sullen enemy. In marebing on them they
marched into the jaws of death as grandly
as ever men did on earth.

ELUSIVE MUSTANGS RUN DOWN BY

FLEETFOOTED INDIANS.

"Vholo Herds Are Captared 1y "Walk-inc- "

The Solitary Hunter Secures Hli
by Shooting Tho Indian by Chasing.
Details of tho Best Method.

There are still a few bands of mustangs
or wild ponies roaming the Texas staked
plains. They are now and then made prize
and captured by men who covet them.
There are several methods in vogue for
capturing wild ponies. If the hunters are
ambitious and looking toward taking in
the whole band they go at it with prepara-
tion and in a business way. These bids
of ponies are not wanderers, going up and
down tho western earth, but possess a reslt-den-

and cling to a locality, so that, their
whereabouts once known, the hunter is
certain of finding them at any time there-
after. This gives tho mustangers ample
chance for preparation.

Tho necessities of a mustang hunt con-

ducted on wholesale lines include a corn.,
a grub wagon and team, and three hunt-
ers. When all is ready the hunters arrange
themselves in as many watches of eight
hours each; ono dries the wagon, the sec-

ond sleeps in tho wagon, and tho third
"walks" the mustangs. "Walking" mus-
tangs is simple. The theory of tho hunt is
to keep the wild ponies on the walk night
and day, without food or water, until they
are exhausted. As far as may be they are
walked in a circle so as to be near the cor- -

ral intended as tho final goal of this go-as- - r
you-plea- match against nature. The pro
cess is this: The hunters with their wagon
drive in sight of tho mustangs and the
first man takes their trail on foot. For
eight hours he walks after them, keeping
them constantly on the move, and as much
as possible from feeding und from water.
This last is not so difficult in a land where
watering places are exceptional. In the
beginning the foolish mustang kicks up
his joyous heels and curvetis about, tossing
his mane in contempt of this solitary, slow
pursuit; but as the hours wear on and the
dusty plodder, sticking like a bad habit, is
not to be shaken oa. the fugitives become
less gay. They sober down to n walk and
are not so prone to light and frivolous

CAI'TCHED DT "WALKrXO."

At the end of eight hours tho wagon
drives up and number two of the hunters
begins his eight hour walk. At its close
number three assumes the pursuit and so,
changing every eiirht hours, the weary
march keeps on. All that day and night
tho pons are kept moving. All tho next
day and night sees tho programme repeat-
ed, and tho work continues until, with-
out having had food or water, without
having closed their eyes or rested their
tired legs since the hunt began, tho starved
and sleepy mustangs totter along, almost
as lame as house dogs, and fairly dead on
their feet. When reduced to this condi-

tion, sapped of that gay, brisk nature
which distinguished them at first, the
hunters turn their drooping, drowsy heads
to the corral and drive thorn in as unre-
sisting as sheep.

When some solitary hunter is looking to
capture a wild horse and has no aid to as-

sist him, a favorite method is "creasing."
The mustaner, finding tho watering place
of the baud, puts himself in ambush.
With his rifle ready, he sprawls in his cov-

ert, awaiting the coming down of the po-

nies. Along toward the close of the hot
afternoon tho trampling of the eager hoofs
of the thirsty kind is heard. Led on by
some wise stallion, whose mane and tail
sweep the grass, and whose sagacious eye,
while soft and deep, is full of a cautious
suspicion, born of tho repoijsibilites of
leadership, they como tumbling down and
bend their free, wild necks to the element.

This is the hunter's opportunity. Has-

tily selecting some young and well mus-
cled mare, his rifle comes to his shoulder;
for the part of a second his practiced eye
ranges the sights and then a puff of smoke,
"bang!" and a mustang is sprawling and
kicking convulsively in the mud and wa-

ter. Before it can recover the hunter runs
forward and buckles a pair of hobbles on
its fore legs and nooses a lariat to its neck.
In two minutes the pony regains conscious-
ness and its feet, but the hobbles and the
lariat make the hunter's title sure.

CnEASISO ASD COCKSIXG.

"Creasing" requires skill with the rifle
and an accurate knowledge of horse anat-
omy. The bullet is made to craze the
spinal column well up on tho neck. The
lead mut be placed just so or loss results.
If it strikes too low the spine is broken
and the pony is a thing of tho past, if too
high it results in nothing but a wounded
pony flying with frightened feet, but if
placed aright the shot simply stuns for a
few minutes. The pony drops as if struck
in the head with a maul, and will remain
unconscious about two minutes time
enough to secure it.

Indians, afoot and desirous of a mount,
havo been known to literally and actually
run a wild pony down. They take one by
sheer endurance. There is, of course, as t

great a difference in stamina and staying '

powers among Indians as among the I

whites, but almost any village or cimp
will furnish one or two. or even three
bronze athletes who are good and game at
a day's running, to run a hundred miles
from their last repast. A wild pony can-

not do this.
Unpracticed, grass fed awd soft, he shows

no such strength or bottom. Should neces-
sity point and occasion offer, one of these
savage Mcrcurys will undertake a mus-
tang's capture on foot, coursing him by
sight as greyhounds course hares. The
cime selected is after a light snow this on
account of the plain, open trail it shows in
the event of the pony gettinc out of sight
at any time dunnc the chase. Then, again,
the running Indian can scoop up a bandfnl
of snow as he flys and make it take the
place of water.

When such a chase is arranged for the
Indian or Indians who are to do the court-
ing, camping the night before near the
band of mustangs, arise in the earliest gray
of morning and, stripped of everything
but their moccasins, begin the hunt. They
select their victim, 'cutting it out of the
"bunch,"' and puru st strmigtit aw.i.
They never circle it, a that would make
the Indian's run a greater diaUace loan
the ponvV.

Tho Smallest Tlowering Plant.
Tho smallest flowering plant is WolfBa

microsomia, a native of India. It belongs
to the duckweed family. It is almost
microscopic in size, destitute of proper
stem, leaves and roots, but having these
organs merged in one, forming a frond.
There is a prolongation of the lower sur-
face, the purpose of which seems to be to
enable the plant to float upright in the
water.

The fronds multiply by sending ont
other fronds from a slit or concavity, and
with such rapidity does this take place
that a few days often suflico to produce
from a few individuals enough similar
ones to cover many square rods of pond
surface with tho minute green granules.
Small as these plants are they bear flow-

ers. Two arc produced on a plant, each
of them very simple, one of a single sta-

men and the other of a single pistil, both
of which burst through the upper surface
of tho frond.
