Accounts and Annual Set-
tlement With County

Treasurers."

Yesterday morning trains brought in
quite a number of county clerks to attend
the state meeting. They had left busy
offices to attend to the association work.

The association
work, however, is important enough to
call out quite a number.

Topeka iu liW, the committee on papers
nMguedto me the subject, "Methods of
Keepiug Accounts and Making Annual
Settlement with County Treasurer'"
While I feel that I thoroughly understand
the systt-- which I have used for the nast
three years, when 1 come to the task of
putting the same on paper I keenly feel
my incompetency to make ph'in so impor-
tant a subject. However, 1 endeavor
to comply with the committee's wish. I

divide my subject in two jmrts, first
taking up "the methods of keeping ac-
counts" with county treasurer:

Among the many things assigned to
"duties of county clerks' the statute
we find that he shall "keep a book or
books," in which ho shall charge the
treasurer of his county with all receipts of
money from whatever source it may
lm derived. Namely from taxation

state school fuud, estrays, redemp-
tions; iu fact, everything tlmtthetreasurer
is authorized to receivo by law. These
charges are required to be made in sepa-
rate accounts under appropriate head-
ings. In addition he is required to keep
tin account stn'e of Kansas; with
the county, uuder all the different sub-
headings, such as the general fund,
IKior fund, the bridge fund, thp bond fuud;
with the townships and cities of his
county their different funds; with the
dine rent school districts in his county and
all their different such as teacher's
fund, incidental fund, library fund, bond
fuud, state and couuty fund, aud all
other funds and accounts that are so nu-
merous and absolutely necessary to lie kept
iu all well regulated counties, states or
municipalities. Then, on other hand,
when the treasurer shall lawfully jwy out
any moueys, then the clerk shall give him
credit for the same, charging the
account with the amount so paid.

"It shall be the duty of the county clerk
to draw orders on the couuty treasurer of
the proper county from time to time for
any that may been collected
for or that may be due to any city, town,
township, school district or other munici-
pal organization in his county, in favor of
the proper perron or organization, and
bhall keep a record of the date and amount
of all such orders and in a settlement with
the county treasury ho shall give him
credit for all such orders that have
paid by such treasurer and filed in his of-

lice." Now, this section seems to say, and
in fact it does say, that the "county clerk
shall draw orders on the treasurer for any
moneythat may be due to any city, town,
township, school district" but you say,
hold on there; just turu to Fection 16, arti-
cle 4. chapter 92, compiled laws 1SS9. "We
do so, and then we read, "The county
treasurer shall pay to each district treas-
urer in the county all school moneys in the
county treasury belonging to the district
upon the order of the director
and clerk of the district. Provided,
that said order shall be accom-
panied by a certificate from the district
clerk stating that the treasurer of his dis-
trict has executed aud filed his boudas
required by law."

into public business? Did you ever sit
down take the statute and study how
under the law, coupled with good business
ideas and modes of doing things,
you could formulate a system that
was an improvement upon the
old ay, one that was so
perfect that it would be impossible for
treasurers to be short in their accounts
without you knowing it.' If so, you did a
commendable act. If not, you have not
done your duty. Then, again, many of us
study to see now we can sliglit our work,
doing nothing more than we can absolute-
ly help, knowing tnat our salary will come
just the same. Those of us that do this
are not much better than the common pur-loin-

of other people's propertv. That is
not what we were elected for. That is not
what people have placed us in positions of
tru-- t lor. But I am digressing from my
subject. I, however, hope I have made
plain the thought that uuder the conflict-
ing statutes it is hard for any one to tell
just what the law intends the county
clerk to do, except in a general way. But
having in mind the idea that the book-
keeper or clerk of the people should al-

ways know how things were going, how
much cash was in the treasury, etc., I set
out to formulate a system based on the
law by which I should know, and this is
the way I have figured it out: Let us look
again at section 57. The latter part of
that section says after the clerk has drawn
these orders "that in a settlement with
the county treasurer he shall give him
credit for all such orders that have been
pu'd by such treasurer ami filed in his
office." Now, that wording sounds like
the old fossil namely, "annual settle-
ments;" but I turn over anothe page aud
ruu ncross this: "The county tretsur-e- r

shall take dupiicato receipts
for all moneys, warrants, orders or other
evidences of indebtedness paid out by him
iu his official capacity, and forthwith file
one of such duplicates with the county
clerk." (See section 71 act 4, chapter '2o,

compiled laws, '89.) I had found a section
of law by whici 1 can know what was
paid out at once, without waiting lor
annual or quarterly settlements as had
been the rule. After this all that was nec-
essary to complete the system was the fol-

low ing: "Iu all cases where any person
shall any money into the county treasury
he shall take a receipt therefore from the
county treasurer, but..ai(l receipt shall bo
of no validity until it is countersigned by
the county clerk, except it ben tax re
ceipt." (Sen section it chapter 25, com-
piled laws, '89.) Tnis section permits the
clerk to know of all receipts by the treas-
urer except that from taxes, but under
what is known as the depository law and
which formerly ouly applied to comities of
25.U0U inhabitants, and then amended so
that on the order of the commissioners all
counties having 7,000 inhabitants
could by Mich order have depositories, was
at the 1SS9 session of the legislature in a
manner extended over all counties, and in
that Inw we find this: "AH tax receipts
shall be countersigned by the clerk before
the same are delivered to the person en-

titled to the same, and the clerk shall
charge the amount thereof to the treas-
urer." (See section 73, It. chapter 25, com-
piled Jaws, 'S9.) Now, taking those sec-
tions quoted as they read, throwing aside
all conflicting statutes, and we have a com-
plete chock on the treasurer. This, then,
brings us squarely to the subject:
"The method of keeping accounts
with the treasurer." November 1st
of ench year is the commencement
of the tux3'ear, and therefore the best
time for putting into practice a complete
check and show all the time what is going
on system.

1 shall call it the "daily balance" system
and thou proceed to show how to bring it
about.

The law says "the clerk shall complete
nnd deliver the tax rolls on or before the
first day of November, and shall charge
the treasurer with the amount of the
respective taxes thereon." Now right,
here is the only ploce you may start
wrong and it will bo necessary to explain.
Any person who is accustomed to keeping
books would see in an instant if this was
followed out that there would be a double
charge of the taxes to the treasurer. For
instance, suppose you would charge him
with the ttixes when you turned the rolls
over aud again when you countersigned
thftax receipt. But this is very easily
obviated. Iu place of charging direct to
the treasurer's account nnd giving the
proper funds thoir credit, yon open what I
call a general tav account, charging this
account with amount of the tax rolls and
then, as the taxes are collected, pou credit
the general tax account with the amount
and charge the treasurers account witli

cashier the snme. Thus vou will see you are en- -
