Flower Cushions, Saciiets, Screen Panels
and Toilet Table Slips.

Silk cushions are made in a variety of
shapes. Those that imitate flowers are the
prettiest. Tho vox cushion, consisting of
threo full blown vacs a red, a yellow and
a pink is charming. It can be secured to
tho back of a chair. The poppy cushion is
one large flower instead of a cluster. The
Btalk of the flower is utilized to fasten the
cushion to the chair. These things would
be regarded as purely ornamental in a
room. They look too fragile for use.

Beautifully modeled pansics in velvet
are used for handkerchief sachets as well
as cushions. Another cushion takes the
shape of a cabbage.

Handsome screen panels may be made by
using unbleached linen toweling as a
foundation, covering it with darned work
in gold colored silk, closely applied. Upon
this background a few blossoms worked
in solidly may be scattered over the sur-
face, or a design in outline with a little
shading hero and thero will bo found very
effective. Tho deign should be traced
upon the linen before the background is
darned in.

For toilet table slips nothing can im-
prove upon drawn thrcadwork, and as
elaborate stitchos are by no means tho
most efteclive, some simple pattern nicely
worked will give an admirable finish.

Tho Care or Lamps.
All parts of the burner of a lamp should

be thoroughly clean. A little kerosene or
alcohol on a cloth is as good for this pur-
poses as anything else to clean tho burner,
providing it.is polished clean and dry after-
ward. Every part of the outbido of a lamp
should be rubbed dry and free from oil
when it is filled, daily. Do not cut the
wick of a lamp alter it 13 first put in and
has been evenly trimmed once, but each
day brush off tho charred portion. The
wick will last longer and The light be
evener and clearer if this last rule is strict-
ly adhered to. Always avoid filling a lamp
to tho brim or burning it when the oil is
nearly exhausted. There is no special
economy, says Tho New York Tribune,
which gives tho foregoing advice, in turn-
ing down a lamp; nearly the same amount
of oil is consumed, what is not bnrncd in
the blaze passing off in a gas, which is
often strongly noticeable on going into a
room where tho lamp has burned low for
some hours. In case only a little light is
desired, a night lamp, adapted to a small
Wick, should always be used.

To the surprise of the partakers
the ovsters proved to be unusually good.
On the second occasion pure lard was used,
vs heretofore, with tho expectation of an
Improvement in flavor: but, much to the
hurprtee of tho cook, the oysters seemed to
lack a certain richness they had before
nnd a peculiar, attractive flavor. It was
also found that the. mixed fats were best
when some timo had elapsed before using
them. Mutton fat, not generally used for
frying, cannot le detected, except by ex-

perts, if half lard or other fat is mixed
Mth it.

Kscnllopcd Onion.
To prepare cscallopcd onions stir to-

gether oho tablespoouful of butter and one
tablespoonful of flour, add one cupful of
sweet milk and oook in a saucepan, stir-
ring constantly until smooth. Boil the
onions till soft, adding a little salt to the
water; then fill the baking dish with
onions and cracker crumbs, having a layer
of the crackers on top.

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THE FIRST HOUSE IN 'FRISCO.

It "Was Built by Jncob P. Leece, Who I
Still Alive.

Considering the magnitude and impor
tance of San Francisco it is a remarkable
fact that the builler of its first house is
numbered among the city's present inhab-
itants.

Eorn in St. Clairsville, 0.,in 1509, of Ger-

man parentage, at the age of 20 Jacob
Primer Leece, impelled by the love of ad-
venture common to youth, joined a com-
pany of fur traders bound for California.
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JACOB P. LEECE.

They arrived on tho coast at Los Angeles
in 1833, and suffered so from scarcity of
provisions that they haJ to slaughter and
eat their dogs beforo reaching the flocks
and herds that enriched the mission of
San Gabriel.

In 1630 Leece settled at Yerba Buena, the
village that formed the germ of San Fran-
cisco, and, bringing lumber from Mon-
terey, erected the first house there, close to
a tent occupied by Capt. Richardson, who a
commanded a trading schooner. He was
the first inhabitant. The Fourth of July
was celebrated at tho tent and the shanty
with lavish hospitality. Mr. Leece com-
pleted his residence that morning. Mean-
time his friend and neighbor, Capt. Richard-
son made a trip to Sonoma, to invite prom-
inent persons there, among them Gen. Val-lej-

the Castros and Martinez, with the
chief residents at the mission, in all about
sixty, to a housewarming nnd the first
celebration in California of tho glorious
Fourth. Tho festivities lasted all night
and through the next day, only terminat-
ing on the evening of the 5th. Mr. Lccce
married April 1, 1SS7, a sister of Gen. Val
lejo, and their daughter, born a year later,
was the first infant to see the light in
Yerba Buena.

The house erected by Leece was on the in
corner of Clay and Dupont streets. IIo es-

tablished business relations with the Hud- -

son Bay company, having partners at Mon-
terey, and tradeu with China. lie also held
a commission in the army under Col. Baker,
and spent some time in Alaska as agent of
the Russian Fur coiupanj. For the first
fifteen j ears of its existence. Mr. Leece
snys, San Francisco only extended from
Montgomer3" to Dupont, and Clay to Mar-
ket streets, at the beginning of the gold
fever having but thirty houses.

The subject of this sketch is a finely
built man, in good preservation. He de-

clares that he never had a day's sickness,
though he has met with many accidents,
one occurring during the past summer,
when he was knocked down on the street
by horses. His right eye also has suffered
from sunstroke. Ho has four daughters
and three sons, most of whom are at Mon-
terey. The old gentleman lives at St
Luke's hospital, San Francisco, where he
is known as the "Colonel.'

a Republican. In 1S41 he sold his house at
Yerba Buena to the Hudson Bay company
and moved to Sonoma.
