A Description and Picture of tho Odd

Fellows Homo in Course of Construc-
tion at Worcester, Mass. It Will Cost

830,000 The Other Orders.

A few weeks ago the little Massachusetts
city of Worcester was crowded with a veri-

table host of enthusiastic men and women.
There were nearly 10,000 of them, and they
had traveled from all parts of New Eng-
land to witness the laying of the corner
stone of the Odd Fellows' home, which is
in process of construction in that city.
This home, now soon to bo realized in a
handsome building, is the result of long
years of argument and hard work by mem-
bers of the order who realized the impor-
tance of such au institution who realized
the duty owed by tho order to the children
of brethren who have gone before.

The building will face the south, and
consists of a main structure 100 by 40 feet,
with a large L at the rear 50 by 40 feet, sep-
arated by a brick wall from the main part
as a protection against Are

Tho building is four stories and a half in
height, with a steep hip roof ornamented
with dormer windows. A large central
tower in front 20 feet square, with turrets
at each corner, and an irregularly curved
roof is a very handsome and conspicuous
feature. The most modern style of archi-
tecture prevails. Tho material to bo used
is brick and brown stone. Tho interior will
be finished throughout in ash.

The veranda at the main entrance is of
brick and stone, 44 feet long and 12 feet
wide, and is reached by a broad flight of
granite buttress steps. The front door
enters the estibule, 8 by 17 feet, and tho
office occupies a corner of tho main hall.
Douhlo doors lead into tho main hall, 17
by 37 feet in si7c The stairs are at tho
north oud at tho right, and ascend with

landing. A doublo doorway
on the right opens into the auditorium. 37
by 39 feet, with a .seating capacity of 150.
Opposite this door is the arch to the cor-
ridor of the west wing.

Besides tho halls, tho first floor contains
tho ladies' reception room, tho library,
parlor, public dining room, kitchen, storo
room and toilet rooms. In tho basement
is the smoking room, 39 by 39.

From the lobby a doublo door opens into
the public dining room, 20 by 39 feet, in
the L, with a seating capacity of beventy-flv- e.

At tho right of this room is the
kitchen, 10 by 18 feet, off of which aro tho
butler's and main pantries. Tho back hall
connects with both the dining room and
kitchen, also with tho store room, 7 by 8
feet, at the rear of tho main pantry.

On tho second floor tho west wing ia

Decupled by tho superintendent's private
apartments, opening from a corridor from
the main hull, which corresponds to tno
one bolow. Tho sut consyU of n parlor,
dining room, kitchen, two chambers and a
bathroom.

In tho east wing aro five chambers, each
12 by 15 feet, and women's bathroom,
opening from a corridor. Tho L on this
lloor is devoted to the servant's quarters,
consisting of flvo chambers and a bath-
room. Thoro is also n men's bathroom and
two linen closets on this floor and each
floor above. A public sitting room, 17 by
123 feet, is also on each of the three upper
floors.

On tho third floor, over the superintend-
ent's quartors, aro six bedrooms, and iu
tho cast wing, five chambers and a bath-
room. The h will probably bo u&wl as a
hospital ward. Tho attic stories will con-

sist of dormitories for children and cham-
bers for general use, divided up the same
as the third floor.

Thomas II. Dodge, tho donor of the site,
is a wealthy and generous resident of Wor-
cester. Ho is not au Odd Fellow.

The building when completed will havo
cost frJO.UOO.

SOME SHOOTING DONTS.

Don't fraternize with that Vrother iran-n- er

who is perpetually changing the posi-
tion of his gun when carrying it.

Don't ever swing the gun on game if by
doing so you pass points of danger. The
finger is usually on the trigger and may by
accident discharge the gun at the wrong
moment and kill somebody.

Don't point the weapon be it gun, rlflo
or revolver at any object except that at
tvhich you aim for the purpose of hitting.
Every Meek's papers prove the necessity
for continual urging of this "save all" ad-
vice.

Don't omit to keep a sharp watch on a
companion who prides himself on being a
"snap shot." He commonly fires at every-
thing that moves and will bring you down
one of these days if ou keep his company.
Failing to bag you the best dog is tho next
in danger.

Don't forget to always take a general
view of the Jocality before firing even at
the legitimate object. This will save a few
accident if pursued by all shooters, and at
any rate, you will, perhaps avoid shower-
ing shot over a dear friend behind some
bush or hedge.

Don't fire at a bird flying low unless all
is clear in front beyond to at least 200
j'ards (for a bhot gun and absolutely clear
for a rifle). Sir Kaiph Payne Gulway, in
"Letter to Young Shooters," says he has
known a man's eye seriously damaged by
shot at 191 yards.

Don't omit all possible precaution for
safety. Aim rather to be a safe, sagacious
gunner than a brilliant one. The one rep-
utation you can keep as long as you can
carry a gun, and the other you cannot keep
to the end under any circumstances.
Choose, thenjfore!the most enduring.

Don't forfeit to extract your cartridges
when climbing fences, crowing rough
places ami crawling through a hedge or
other obstruction. You can load attain in
a second, and the precaution is far better
than the risk you may fall or slip, and
tho loaded gun is no respecter of peruous.

Don't allow any obstruction, such as
snow, mud, etc., to clog the muzzle of your
gun. Suoli obstructions are compressed
by the force of tho powder iiibtead of being
forced out in the form of a bolt. Look
through jour barrels before loading for tho
day's shooting, and if you have a missflro
also look or blow through them.

Don't carry tho gun in your hand. The
far and away safest position is on your
shoulder, with the rib facing downward.
This posltiou is, of course, for such times
as when 3011 do not expect to use tho gun
very often. At other tiinen carry it on tho
arm, muzzle pointing front. When stand-
ing and waiting for birds or game rest tho
bint against the right thigh, muzzles np.
