spot, defined by state metes
and bounds, on the American side
of the world.

more sunshine and less mud, more
morality and cheaper acres than
any ether laud on the globe can
truthfully complain of or boast.

valuable as those which make up
the agricultural area of tho Sun-

flower Realm, while others from
the north are flying across the
green native pastures of thie em-

erald commonwealth to put up
fancy prices for yellow fever
graves and paupnr lots on tho
outskirts of tho Gulf.

To elucidate the whys of these
unreasonable juxtapositions might
take up more columns than any-bo- d

would peruse, but the fact
remains jmtent mat witn au tne
puffing and blowing by the Pa
cific coast, and with all of the
pulling and hauling by the south
and north, there is no state in
the union where lands are so

cheap, where markets are so re
plete and where the inducements
for investments are so complete as
are offered by Kansas today. Her
corn-ladene- d vallevs sweep from
horizon unto horizon, her orchard
embellished and d prai-
ries roll on and on, and away
and still on, all dotted with
homes and streaked with flying
trains, yet hero and there, between,
interstitial and everywhere, lots and
plots, farms and ranches go a
begging at prices all out of pro-

portion to what like soft snaps
command in other states. Taxes
are no higher, tho politicians and
other civilized curses no thicker;
tne summers aro longer, the win-
ters milder, and her springs are
all blossoms, while her autumns
are one eternal delight that only
end with Christinas and in a
good timo generally; and, yet, peo-

ple have to be coaxed to invest
in theso advantages at job lot
prices. Tho railroads pay one-sixt- h

of the entire taxes of the state,
tho farmers run the legislature,
wo havo prohibition enough for
all those who prefer it, and
a sufficiency of the other
thing for those who like it;
yet a rain-soake- d hop-patc- h on
the Pacific, or a gravel-scratche- d

desert in Southern California or
a drouth-blistere- d ranch in Texas
commands moro mouey, per acre,
than the rich, inexhaustible, allu-

vial soils of Kansas.
Some day there is going to be

an awakening to theso indisputable
data, when all that Kansas is,

and all that Kansas has, and all
that is expected of, or for, Kan-

sas, will double in price. The
thing is as inevitable as a logical
deduction and as certain as that
tho real is more staple than tho
abnormal. The mortgage of a
bursted boom has cooling qualities,
but not consuming ones, and be-

tween the mortgagee aud the
mortgageor there is but tho dif-

through the many trials we have been
compelled to pass, He has continued to
bless our people.

Tiiat is a most interesting statement,
in its form and its breadth, simplicity
and power We have not seen his com-
munication to his people for this year
and this day's recurrence, but suppose it
was duly promulgated and of even tenor
with the paragraph quoted above.

We havo five large
and handsome churches, good schools,
a normal and business college that
would be a credit to a city of any
s ze. three good hotels, one
used as the headquarters for
tho college faculty and students, three
solid banking institutions, good system
of water works, creamery and other im-
provements to correspond, and last but
not least comes the much talked of sugar
factory, and we havo a few facts which
may be of interest to some of the Eagle's
leaders. Tiie plant was established three
years ago. at a cost of over $2o0,00u.vith
all the latest and most improved machin-
ery for the making of sugar from sorgum
cane.

The enterprise was started, as is too
often the case, by men of limited means,
and they were unable to control so large
a plant: they became involved, to make
matters wore, somebody pocketed the
greater parts of the proceeds from the
sale of the sugar, thereby leaving the
farmers who rai-e- tl the cane with the
sack to hold, ami for this reason the
reputation of the mill and city have been
seriously injured, but this year the mill
has redeemed itself by its good works.

Under the management of J. M. Wil-
son the factory has demonstratd the
fact that cood sugar can be produced at
least Gtie-ha- lf the cost estimated in
the past. It is now a ct ruin ty that the
factory will ie owned and operated next
year by monied men. and that there will
ie three or more smaller mills butlt, to
supply srup to the larger mill. Of
