Kemp gave up the fight after rowing
one mile. In May, 1885, Matterson defeat-
ed C. Messenger for $1,000 a side over tho
Paramatta river championship course.

On Dec 18 Matterson lowered his colors
to W. Black in a great race for the world's
championship and $2,000 over the same
course. He went to England in February,
18S0, and was beaten by George Perkins on
the Thames course May 31 for $2,000, the
Sportsman cup aud the championship of
Kngland. He turned the tables on Perkins
Aug. 10 in a match for $2,000. A fortnight
later ho bested Wallace Ross, but was beat-
en by John Teemcr. On Sept. 10, George
Lee worsted him. Ho then returned to
Australia and was beaten by Peter Kemp
for $1,000 a side and the Tennyson cup,
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Troubles.
