Living on roots
and insects, which the women must fur-
nish, their existence ns a tribe may well be
imagined to be a very precarious one.

This was
plainly the cause of the first great panic in
the United States—that of 1397, Alexan-
der Hamilton's measures had so strength-
ened credit that there was an excessive
confidence in the rapld development of the
Henee a rapid transfer of mova-
ble capital into fixed caplital and a failure
to “renlize.” In that cise there was but
one remedy—to wait until the country
grew up to the investment Hmits,

From 170 to IM3 every panic in the
United States was preceded by a consider-
able, and sometimes very great, iocrease
fu the volume of bank paper. The natural
eonsequences were mpid rise in prieces,
Ereat rage for investment, excessive speen-
lation, commercial fever and then collapse
From the clese of the second war with
Euglamd ill 1829 the specnlation was pgen-
eral, and so the panie of 1819 was followed
by & long depresion. In 1857 the specu-
Intion was chiefly in farm produce; in 1872
in railroad construction. In both cases the
cure came thruuzh sulTering: the people
simply toiled on until the country grow
enough to honor the drufls the speculators
had made on the future

In 1857-39 all the koown eauses of panie
came Logethor —ull thwe destructive forces
were ju f peration ut once. The bunks
inflated the currency, Lthe staple crops
were short, specalation was excessdve; in
vestments in “raw" western lands and city
