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PHYSIOLOGY AND HYGIENE.

The Skin Medium of SIcht Perception
of Light Through the Sense of Tonch.
A Russian physician is credited with the

invention of an instrument by which per-

sons totally blind are able to perceive light
through the sense of touch. The instru-
ment consists of an apparatus which con-

verts light rays into a. thermo-electri- c cur-
rent, which is perceived by the nerves of
the skin covering the forehead when the
instrument is placed unon this part of the
bod'. Good Health says that the sensa-
tions produced by the instrument arc thus
described by the inventor: "The presence
of a light giving or of an illuminated ob-

ject is manifested in t he perceptive field as
n sensation of warmth. A light object on
a dark background is perceived as a per-

ipherally warm sensation, with a sensa-tionle-

center. The dpgrce of the sensa-
tion of warmth increases with the ap-

proach of the illuminatiug object and vice
versa. A movement of the feeling of
warmth toward the right shows that the
light has moved to the left and vice versa.
If the warm area moves downward the il-

luminating object is moving upward, and
vice versa."

Talso Sensations of Cold.
The "Transactions of the Association of

the American Physicians" contains a re-

port, by Dr. S. Weir Mitchell, of a number
or curious cases ot fai-- c benintions of cold.
In some instanced the feeling of cold was
accompanied by an actual rise of tempera-
ture in tho part affected. This peculiar
sensation of cold in one case followed an
injury, but in others the causation was
obscure. One rather remarkable case was
that of a lawyer, 57 years of age. During
the last few yearn he has been annoyed by
subjective sensations of cold, which are in-

creased by mental application. To relievo
these sensations he wears three suits of
the heaviest kind of woolen underwear,
three pairs of the heaviest woolen socks,
felt boots of the heaviest material over his
ordinary boots and shoes, and a flannel
bandago around his body. At night he
wears two of the above mentioned suits, a
flannel bandage, woolen socks, and sleeps
under fivo woolen blankets on a feather
mattress, with a hair one under it. He
always keeps the night temperature of his
room at 80, and after a hard day at court
from 90 to 93. The sensation of cold is
positively painful, though his surface
temperature is normal.

Changes in Color of Hair.
It has been doubted by good authority

(Hcbra and Kaposi) if the hair, after being
once developed, can change except by a
very gradual process. This doubt is based
upon the theory that the hair has no vas-
cular or nerve connection with the general
system, and must therefore be independ-
ent of nervous or systemic influence. This
position is, however, not tenable, writes a
correspondent of Science. The clinical
evidence is positive that the hair does
change color under rystemic influences,
sometimes gradually and sometimes sud-
denly. Cases on record are sufficient to
prove beyond all reasonable doubt that tho
hair does suddenly change color under cer-
tain circumstances, and that the change
takes place in existing hairs.

Remedy for Hives.
About fifteen drops of aromatic spirits

of ammonia in a little sugar and water is
said to be a good remedy for hives. Salt
water is recommended as a good external
application. As hives aro caused some-
times by indigestion, particularly after
eating certain kinds of fruit, attention
should bo paid to this matter, and articles
of food avoided that aro supposed to in-
duce it.

To Stop Palpitation of tho Ilcart.
It is not generally known that excessive

palpitation of the heart can be promptly
stopped by bending double, with the head
downward and the arms pondent, so that
a temporary congestion of the upper part
of the body is produced. This is, however,
asserted to bo tho case by a writer who
adds that if the breath be held at the same
time the effect of this action is hastened.

One Way of Looking at It.
The British soldiers invaded Connecti-

cut in 1779, and during their march
through Fairfield village amused them-
selves by setting fire to all the public and
many private buildings, all of which
wero totally destroyed. Among tho
former was the Congregational church,
at that time even a landmark by reason
of its age. The good people were in-

censed at the proceeding, as they felt
that the application of the match to
churches was uncalled for; but they were
powerless to prevent it. They could sim-

ply look on while the structure was con-

suming. In duo timo another church
was built on the samo site, and it was
used down through the decades till early
in June, 1S90, when in somo mysterious
way it took fire and was destroyed.

This circumstance, while it is a per-
plexing one, proves to have had one fort-unat- o

phase, i. e., it gave the society an
opportunity, if there was any consola-
tion in it, to make things even in part
as regarded the old score, and in this
way: Some years ago tho church com-
mittee wero instructed to insure tho
church property. They did so, placing
a portion of tho amount with American
companies, but tho larger share with a
British company. In the insurance ad-
justment tho latter company was called
on to pay, which it did promptly, the
sum of $15,000. One hundred and ten
years was a long time, but tho church,
realizing the truth of an old saying,
"Everything comes to them who wait,"
havo as their reward tho consciousness
of having made in part at least old
accounts square. New York Tribune.

Aluminum tho Karcst Metal.
Aluminum is now the rarest metal in

tho world, although it is tho most use-
ful, and tho earth from which it can be
reduced is found all over the globe in
Ohio as well as far off India. The largest
piece of aluminum in the world is the
cap of tho Washington monument. This
weighs 100 ounces. A larger piece of the
metal has never been produced. Not
many years ago a Washington chemist
discovered a x'rocess for the production
of the metal.

Ho thought it was perfect, and found
no difficulty in getting $000,000 to back
him np. A huge plant was erected in
Tennessee and work was commenced,
but no aluminum was produced. Use
professor s theory and experiments were
ay good enough, but they did not work
upon a large scale. There have been
dozens of lika expiriences, and thou-
sands of men are today trying to dis-
cover the perfect method that will be
commercially practicable. New York
Telegram.

Photographing Clonds.
A good suggestion has been thrown

out for the benefit of those who have not
had much experience in making cloud
negatives: If the enn is to be included
in the picture films or ground glass
backed plates should be used. Any lens
which will take a good landscape can be
used, and its smallest stop should be em-

ployed. As a rule the exposure will bo
about one second on a slow plate, but in
the case of red sunrises and sunsets this
may often be increased to as much as
eight or ten seconds unless isochromatic
plates are available. The development
must bo very carefully watched, and
not earned too far. Ne York Commer-
cial Advertiser.

Danc-
ing is not a feature of a wedding, but it
may be a charming adjunct, in which caso
the bride opens the first quadrille.
