The Senate Fasses a Few Public
Building Bills and Proceeds

With the Elections Bill

The Appearance of the Senate Subsidy Bill
Oauses a Row in the House Demo-

cratic Applause for Reed.

The President's "World's Fair Proclamation

Will Probably be Issued Next Week

An Increase in Internal Revenue

Collections Capital Notes.

"WAsniKGTON, Dec. 18. Immediately
after the approval of the journal, the sen-
ate, on motion of Mr. Halo, went into
secret session, which lasted but a few mo-
ments.

Mr. Sucrmau, from the committee on
finance, reported a bill providiug against
the contraction of the currency.

Ordered printed and recommitted.
The election bill was then taken up and

Mr. Coke addressed tho senate in opposi-
tion to it.

Mr. Cullom followed Mt Coke. He ac-
cepted the bill as the best that could bo
framed to meet tho evils complained of,
with the understanding that ho should fav-
or such amendments as might be offered
and might.meet hid approbation.

Mr. Bate opposed the bill, and before he
finished his speech, the bill was laid in-

formally aside, and several public build-
ing bills were passed.

After a short executive session, the sen-
ate adjourned.

HOUSE.
WAsm'GTON, Dec. 18. Pending action

on several unimportant public improve-
ment bills, tho morning hour expired, and
Mr. Farquhar, chairman of the committee
on mercnant murine ana lisnenes. moveu
that the house go into committee of the
whole to consider the senate bill to place
the American marine encaged in the for-
eign trade on an equal Ity with that of
other nations, with the house substitute
therefor.

A contest arose as to whether Mr.
Farquhar had the committee's authority
to make this motion.

Messrs. Springer and Fithian positively
denied that he had, and the latter called
fora reading of tho minutes of tho com-
mittee.

Mr. Farquhar was proceeding to read
tho minutes, when he was interrupted by
the speaker, who held that the reading was
not in order. Tho speaker, however, rec-
ognized tho gentleman as the spokesman
of tho committee.and Mr. Farquhar made
a statement of the matter. The statement
was not satisfactory to the speaker, who
decided that the gentleman had not re-

ceived sufficient authority to make the mo-
tion.

Applause from tho Democratic sido was
quickly uppr'Bsed, and Mr. Farquhar
mado amotion that tho house go into
committee of tho whole on the state of the
Union.

The motion was agreed to.
Mr. Farquhar moved that the house pro-

ceed to the consideration of the senate hill
to placo the American merchant marine
on an equal footing with that of other
nations.

Mr. bpringer made the point of order
that th motion was not in order, and that
tlie committeo must proceed to the con-
sideration of the appropriation bills.

The chairman said the committee could
decide what measuro it would take up.

Mr. Springer took an appeal from tho
decision.

The chair was sustained.
Mr. Farquhar's motion was agreed to,

and Mr. Farquhar proceeded to arguo m
support of the bill.

Mr. Outhwalte inquired ab to whether

THE FAIR PROCLAMATION.
Washington. Dec. 16. The president

has becu so busy with other matters this
w cek that he has not been able to complete
his examination of tho papers in the case
of the world's Columtnau exposition. Rep-
resentative Butterworth had an interview
with him ou that subject this morning,
and pointed out the importance of speedy
action. The president frequently ex-
pressed his deep inteiest in the matter, and
has promised to act promptly in regard to
t he proclamation as soon as he is satisfied
that the legal requirements have been
fully met. It is known that the only
thiiig now in doubt is tho sufficieucy of
the subscription fund, and the president is
inclined to be as liberal ou that point as a
fair interpretation of tho law, in his judg-
ment, will allow. As the preparation of
tho proclamation will require some time,
even after the president hus decided that
it can properly be issued, which is not ttie
rase as yet. it looks as though the procla-
mation will not be issued this week.

THE CAUCUS MEASURE.

A Difference of Opinion Between Eastern
and Western SenatoiB.

Washington, Dec 18. The finaucial
measure of the Republican caucus has al
ready come in conflict witli tho election
bill, and the chauces are greatly agaiust
thn nassace of fitlinr Vwifnr .Tmi. 1. Tim
western senators understood at tho caucus
that the election bill would be laid aside
for tho financial bill at the earliest possible
moment. The eastern senators who voted
for the caucus "ill did so understanding
that its fate would be linked with that of
the elections bill and that tho new rule
providing for cloture would be reported
and passed before the car.cus bill was
taken up.

In accordance with this idea, Senator
Aldrich called a meeting of the committee
on rules this afternoon; but Senator ls

declined to attend, beciuse he is
among those who are opposed to pacing
the rule before the financial measure is
taken up. As the Democratic members
w otild not attend, there was no quorum.
Senator Ingalls will not attend a meeting
before Sunday, when he leaves for tho
west. Therefore, the new rule cannot bo
reported before January L

.Senator Aldrich can report the rule
without its having been Iwfore the com-
mittee, but he has no assurance that a ma-
jority of the senate Avill vote for it Even
if he should determine to report, it would
require a quorum of eight Republican sen-
ators to push it, and enough of thqRepub
lican senators are going home for Christ-
mas to break up the Republican quorum.

Another dauger threatens the financial
bill It is a well understood fact that
senate caucuses are not binding upon those
who attend them One or two Republican
s. itators have already announced their
determination to vote agaiust the bill, aud

it is probable that it will not receive the
full Republican vote in the financial com-
mittee. A Republican senator said this
afternoona that the eastern senators hud
accepted it only because there was im-
pending a union of Democrats with a few
Republicans to pass a free coinage bill.

THE FINANCE BILL.
"Washington, Dec. 18. Senator Sher-

man reported to the senate, from the
finance committeo, this morning, the
finaucial bill agreed upon by the Republi-
can caucus last night, and it was recom-
mitted to the finance committee. The
only change of consequence made in the
measuro last uiht was to limit to banks
having a capital of $50,000 each tho oper-
ation of the provision reducing to $1,000
the compulsory requirement of deposits
of bonds with the treasury. The finance
committee will meet tomorrow to consider
the bill, and go through the formalities
necessary to secure consideration for it by
the senate.

HONORS DECLINED.
Washington, Dee. 18. The military

honors connected with the funeral of the
late Major General Terry, tendered by tho
secretary of war and Major General bcho-flel- d.

commanding tho army, have been
declined by the family, it having been de-

cided by them not to have any military
display.

INTERNAL REVENUE.
Washington, Dec. 18. The total collec-

tions of internal revenue for tho first five
months of the current fiscal year show an
increase of $4,735,859 over the correspond-
ing period last year. The increase on to-

bacco is $1,332.73, andouf ermented liquors
$1,503,376.

THE MONEY CONVENTION:
Washington, Dec. 18. The recommend-

ations of the congress for
the meeting of an international money
commission, having been adopted, by all
the American republics, President Harri-
son has issued an invitation to tho first
American moneyconveution, to be held on
first Wednesday of January next.

GUN FACTORIES.
Washington, Dec. 18. Tho secretary of

war today transmitted to the senate a pre-
liminary report of the board on gun fac-
tories and steel forgings for high power
guns, appointed by the president under
an act or the last sessions of concress.

In a letter accompanying the report,
Secretary Proctor states that it may bo
advisable to establish, at no distant day, a
gun factory at some point on tho Pacific
coast of builicient capacity to supply tho
guns required for the armament of that
coast. Secrotary Proctor further says
that it appears from the report that there
is as vet no plant rcadv on the Pacific
coast equal to the manufacture of large
gun forgings, but that capital seems ready
to take hold and has already begun to lo-

cate itself with this object in view at more
than one point.

The commission appointed by the presi-
dent consisted of three officers of tho
army, and they were directed to inquire
into the facilities for producing steel forg-
ing for high power guns on tho Pacific
coast and in the vicinity of the Indianapo-
lis arsenal and tho Rock Island arsonal,
and at some point near the gulf coast, and
the advisability of erectinir gun factories
for the assembling of guns for fortification
purposes.

Regarding tho Watervliet factory, tho
report states it is believed that the limit of
present capacity has been reached, and that
the time required to complete the arma-
ment, either with the existing facilities or
with those which would be added by tho
completion of the Watervliet factory, is
too long.

A factory should be located on the Pa-
cific coast to furnish guns for its defense,
but the boa rd does not consider it advis-
able at this time to recommend tho erec-
tion of a third factory at the Rock Island
arsenal at Indianapolis or on or near the
Gulf coast.

The board estimates that it will take
$340,000 to establish a plant on the Pacific
coast for the manufacture of high power
guns, and for the machinery and tools,

making a total of $1,4S4,'J00.

JUMPED THE TRACK.
Quebec, Dec. 18. The train from Hali-

fax ou tho Inter-Coloni- railroad, met
with a horriblo accident on an embank-
ment at St. Joseph's. Tho train was ma .o
up of baggage and mail cars one second
class, ono first class car and a sleeper. It
was runuingata high rata of speed, aud
after passing St. Joseph's station, the sec-
ond class car appears to have jumped the
track at the end of the station siding, and
rlrjirrrrnfl flr(.f. oln.s nir Jiiicl slenner
with it, and also to have derailed tho mail
wir an,i baggage car ahead of it. Tho
three passenger cars ran diagonally along I

the embankment for 200 yards, tho second
class car strikinit the western abutment
of the bridge which carries the track over j

the public highway at thi point. It was
in this car that the sacrifice of life oc-

curred.
The dead nro five in number. Their

names are Lionne, Bauvin, Ablass, Leclar
and Winner, the news agent of the train.
Conductor Walker was badly hurt, and
very few of tho passengers escaped without
more or less injury.

A RECEIVER ASKED.
KANSAS Cm, Mo., Dec. IS. Suit was

brought today by Clements A. Conrad of
this city, against the Phoenix Insurance
company of Kansas City, asking that tho
company be placed in the hands of a re-

ceiver. Conrad holds stock in the com-
pany, and makes serious charges against
tho officers of the company, who are,
Charles E. Hasbrook. president: W. B.
Clark, treasurer, and E. T. Campbell, sec-
retary. Tho company was organized a
year ago on tho charter of the Mercantile
Insurance company. A capital stock of
$150,000 paid up was secured; but for some
reason, the state insurance commissioner
refused to give the company a license to do
business. Conrad claims that favored di-

rectors and stockholders were given back
their money by the officers, and that other
stockholders and directors have been un-
able to get any accounting with the com-
pany. He therefore asks for a receiver
and an accounting.

General News Notes.

Chicago, Dec. 18. Adjulant General
Corbin has received the following dispatch
from Gen. Miles, dated Rapid City, N. D.:

"My information was reliable of Sitting
Bull's emissaries and runners going to
other tribes, and inciting them to hostility;
and of the reports in returning to his
camp. The order for his arrest was not
given too soon, as he was about leaving the
reservation with 100 fighting men. The
effect has been disheartening to many
others. I have directed the troops to ride
down, and destroy, or capture the few that
escaped after his death, from Standing
Rock. Gen. Brooke has more than 500
lodges, or 5,000 Indians, under his control
at Pine Ridge, but there are still 250 lodges
or over 1,000 fighting Indiaus in the Bad
Lands, that are very defiant, aud hostile
yet."

A PARTT BESIEGED.

Denver, Col., Dec. 18 A News special
from the camp on the Cheyenne river, via
Rapid City, at 3:30 this morning, says a
courier is just in and has aroused the
camp. He states that a party of fifteen
men are besieged fifty miles from here on
Spring creek at Daly's ranch. The Indians
have made three attempts to fire the ranch.
One was nearly successful. One of the oc-

cupants is the Hon. M. II. Day,
to the governor of the state. The

courier who brings tho news had to make
a break through the Indians, firing both
pistol rijjht and left. One of their bullets
penetrated his overcoat.

AT PINE RIDGE.
Rusimi.LE, Neb., Dec. 18. The regular

semi-month- beef issue took placo at Pine
Ridge ngency yesterday, and was partici-
pated in by the usual number of Iudians.
There was no disturbance. The report
that threo marauding Indians were killed
by white men two or three days ago near
French creek, is confirmed. They were
Cheyennes, who were trying to run off
cattle. The news of the death of Sitting
Bull has not yet reached the Pine Ridge
Indians.

Fort Yates, S. D., Dec. 18. Bull Head,
tho lieutenant of Indian police, who led in
the skirmish with Sitting Bull's band, and
who fired the two shots that killed the
chief, died today from his wounds. Re-
ports at the agency tonight indicate that
fugitives from Sitting Bull's camp are
preparing to return to their abaudoued
Homes.

SITTING BOLL'S FOLLOWERS- -

Pierre, S. D., Dec. 18. An Indian
runner arrived at Fort Bennett last night,
bringing word that Sitting Bull's fol-

lowers, who escaped whou their chief was
killed, had camped the night before at the
mouth of Thunder creek on the Moreau
river, being on their way to the Bad lands.
This point is on a direct lino through Big
Foot's and Low Dog's hostile camps, on
Cherry creek. Col. Merriam's command
of the" Seventh regiment left Fort Sully
today to intercep the hostiles. Should the
warriors of Sitting Bull combine with the
camps of Big Foot and Low Dog, they will
greatly outnumber the troops.

A squaw-ma- just arrived from Plum
creek, seventy-fiv- e miles west of here, says
Sitting Bull's men, with about thirty
stragglers, pa-se- d south today, bound,
f1nubr.le.ss. for the'Bad Lands. Thev were
on the wnr path, and in good trim. Old
Indian scouts predict anotner uuster mas-
sacre, unless the greatest caution is exer--
cised, as the Bad Lands are wholly im
pregnable.

PARNELL'S CAMPAIGN.
DUBLIN, Dec 18. Mr. Parnell went to

Gorresbridge today, despite tho warning
of his physician that he ran the risk of in-

creasing the inflammation in his eves, and
possibly of losiue the use of his right eye

'entirely. Mr. "Parnell rode for twelve
miles, with his eyes tightly bandaged, and
a shawl over his head and shoulders to
keep out the bitter cold. He was accom-
panied by Messrs. Scully, John Redmond,
O'Kelly and Nolan. A crowd of many
hundreds of people met them as they en-
tered Gorresoridge.

Redmond opeued the meeting. He ap-
pealed to his hearers to conduct the elec-
tion without resorting to disgraceful
scenes. It was a humiliation of Ireland
to find men participating in the election
reporting to obscene scurrility that would
disgrace the lowest dregs of city slums.
An attempt had been made to throw
quick lime into the eyes of a defenseless
man. whose name, whatever his short-
comings might be, would live in history
as that of the greatest Irishman since the
days of Hugh O'Neil Cries of "Shame"
was there a man among tnem wno. seeing
Parnell led maimed before them, did not
feel his mood course notiy tnrougn ins
veins The speaker here shouted: w e re
ready to resent the dastardly, murderous
outrage" Cheers.

Amid continuous cheering, Parnell was
assisted towards the front of his wagon,
and addressed the people He said the
split in the Irish oarty was due to English
dictation. Throughout his speech, ho ad-
dressed his remarks in terms used in most
of his previous speeches. At the conclu-
sion of the meeting the party was driven
to Goweran. They were well received
there, and Parnell spoke to a large crowd.

DtJBLLV, Dec. IS. At a meeting of the

corporation of Kilkenny today, some of the
members introduced and attempted to pass
a resolution declaring iu favor of Sir John
Pope Hennessey, the parliamentary candi-
date of the McCarthyltes. The Parnell
men objected to this proceeding, and the
meeting was soon in an upro.ir.

The Parnellites
thereupon elected a chairman and passed
a resolution expressing confidence in their
leader.

NONCONFORMISTS.
Dublin, Dec. IS. Rev. Mr. Park, of the

Britain in behalf, he says, of a million and
a quarter of Irish nonconformists, who are
unanimously opposed to home rule except
in the shape of local government subject
to the imperial parliament.

THE IMMIGRATION CONVENTION.
Asheville, X. C, Dec IS. The Inter-

state Immigration convention met this
morning. A resolution denouncing the
elections bill, as tending to arouse old an-
imosities, was laid on the table. Resolu-
tions were referred to a committee, extend-
ing the hand of fellowship of the southern
suites to the northern states, and invit-
ing northerners to make their homes iu
the south, which is designated in the reso-
lutions as that section of the world most
favored by nature and nature's God. The
resolutions further recognize no political
cast, west, north or south, and pledge the
members to every effort in. the upbuilding
of the nation.

The committoo on suggestions reported
that it endorsed the plan of .the railroads'
selling homeseekers excursion tickets to
promote and encourage immigration, and
recommended the appointment of a com-
mittee ou that matter. The committee
also favored tho memorialization of con-
gress to prohibit scalping or ticket broker-
age. The committee's .reported was
adopted.

F. B. Chilton, of Texas, general manager
of the Southern Interstate convention,
made his report He told what had been
done in the past year in the way of adver-
tising the south.

An executive committee was selected,
and the convention adjourned until to-

morrow.
RATE CLASSIFICATION.

Des MOINES, la., Dec. 18. The Iowa rail-
way commission held a conference today
with the of the uniform
classification committee of Chicago. The
object of the latter committee is to seenre
the adoption in every state of a uniform
classification of freight rates, now having
its own secret classification. Tho Iowa
commission favored the idea, but no defi-
nite nction will be taken by the board un-

til after Jan. 1. As soon as tho states gen-
erally have adopted tho uniform classifi-
cation scheme, a new classification com-
mittee will be formed, which will classify
the rates. Tho now classification cannot
be put into effect before July 1.

A Temporary Victory for the Munic-

ipal Bondholders of the Kock

Island Road. ,

Chancellor Snow of the State University

TOPEKA, Kan., Dec IS. Judge Cald-
well this afternoon made a ruling in the
Hock Island case, which is a temporary
victory for the muuicipal bondholders,
who are contesting the rischt of the Metro-
politan Trust company of New York to
foreclose their mortgage on the Chicago,
Kausas and Nebraska railroad, better
known as the Rock Island in Kansas. The
municipal bondholders being cities which
voted for the construction of the road In
Kansas) claim that the Rock Island is at-
tempting to render their bond worthless,
by foreclosing the mortgages. Judge Caid-we- ll

held that not enough evidence had
been presented to show that tho road was
in default in payment of the mortgage,
and that the case must either be dismissed
or a master be appointed to take further
evidence. The parties in Interest to the
suit will attempt to agree upon some ono
for master, and in the event of their fail-
ure to agree, the court will make the ap-
pointment.

THE CHINCH-BU- G PEST.
Lawrence, Kan., Dec. 18. The discov-

ery by Prof. Snow, chancellor of tho Kan-
sas stite university, of the existence of a
disease resembling cholera, peculiar to the
chinch-bu- will doubtless afford farmers
relief from the destruction of crops by this
pest. The discovery was mado a year ago
laBt summer, and Prof. Snow has now
brought his experiments to a final and
successful conclusion. During the sum-
mer diseased bugs were let loose in a bug
infested field. Tho disease spread so rapid-
ly, and was so fatal, that the field was rid
of tho pests. They died iu such numbers
as to whiten the ground. The experiments
were carried on in nine differeut wheat-growiu- g

states, and wero in every cise
successful. Many farmers have made ap-
plication to Prof. Snow for cases of bugs,
whioh have died from the cholera, so that
they may place them in their fields, the
first thing next summer, and kill off the
chinch-bug- s before they do their usual
amount of damage.

THE CODIFYING COMMITTEE.
TOPEKA, Kan., Dec. 18. An interesting

time may be expected in the legislature,
when the report of the senate codifying
committee comes up for consideration.
Senator Murdock claims that the sugges-
tions of the committee, if adopted, will
save the state SSOO.OOO per year.

If tho suggestions of the committee are
acted upon favorably, $25,000 will be saved
annually by reducing the number of dis-
trict judges from thirty-fiv- e to twenty-fiv- e.

Theclerks in each state officer's y

will be reduced both in number and
salary, and many boards now in existence
will be abolished, and public institutions
will bo prohibited from entertaining guests
and boarding officers and employes at the
exjense of the state.

The fees of justices of the peace will be
cut down, as will those of sheriffs, court
clerks, probate judges and registers of
deeds. The salaries of treasurers in coun-
ties containing more than 25,1-0- popula-
tion will be cut in two, and they will bo
paid 2,000 a year instead of $4,000. It is
estimated that in this way the emolu-
ments of county officers will on an average
be reduced $5,000 in each county, which
amounts to $53 .000 in the 106 counties.

These reductions will not be made with-
out objections being interposed. Every
county officer, every justice of the peace,
every state officer and every politician now
occupying a place on any of the state
boards will protest. Every clerk in tho
state houso will plead with the member
from his county to vote against any meas-
ure which will take his "means of making
a livelihood" away from him. The result
will be thnt a lobby will find its way to
Topeka this winter, composed of office
holders of all shades of political belief and
s,necure politicians who hav had places
UJUUC 1U1 111CLU I.UU.

The Irrigation Qnestion Profits of Alfalfa
Bnfialo Jone3 and His Ranch.

Garden City, Kan., Dec 17 Special.

the result of the experiments already be-

ing made by the government, as well an
others recommended by the late conven-
tion at Oberlin, Kan., is awaited with In-

terest The prewjnt irrigation ditches are
now dry, and, indeed, were dry last u tu-

rner when the water was u.ost needed, but
with the adoption of the "underflow sys-
tem," which has proven an abundant suc-
cess at Dodge City, there is no doubt that
the ditches will all run full of water an-
other season. Some farmers have under-
taken irrigation on their own account,
using windmills and powerful irrigation
pumps, and, as the water is at & very shal-
low depth, and inexhaustible in quantity,
and the pumps throw a stream eight to
twelve inches in diameter, a large extent

Kan., Dec la Considerable
destitution has been found to exist among
the settlers in northwestern Kansas, and
measures for their relief are being devised
in the older parts of the state under direc-
tion of the state board of railroad commis-
sioners. The distress is confiued to farm-
ers who have had a successiou of crop fall
ure and are without means to tide over
the winter. The Kansas railroads have
agreed to transport donations free, and it
is not contemplated to go outside the state
for assistance. Tho state board has ap-
pointed L. J Holcombas aid commissioner
for Norton county, and Frank D. Henslev
commissioner for Rawlins county. Solici-
tors will be designated to cauvass eastern
Kansas, and all donations received will be
shipped to the authorized commissioner,
who will have charge of the distribution.
This commissioner will report to the rail-
road board every week the receipts and
disbursements, so that there can be no
misappropriation of supplies.
