ALL AROUND THE HOUSE.

S rat Touches In Flnls'ilnff Off and 3Ionnt
Ine Ornamental Needlework.

The finishing touches, by which is meant
the bordering, the cords, the tassels,' the
lining and mounting, are all important
items in decorative needlework. In finish-
ing off fancy work a handsome substitute
for cord or frills is found in a three plait
composed of many strands of silk. The ef-

fect is delightful. For the draw strings of
opera, carriage or work bags the same plait
is chosen in place of strings of ribbon or
cords. Then, acain, the tassels are' not
sewn on to the draw string; they are formed
with the ends left of tho silk plait; these
are tied round tightly until they assume
the shape of tassels. Sometimes silks of
several different colors are used for the
plait; they correspond always with the em-

broidery.
For instance, an opera bag is of terra

cotta satin lined, with a pale shade of terra
cotta cord. The embroidered pattern is
done in shades of gray, green and gold.
The plait and tassels are of tho same shades
as the embroidery, but fewer are used, one
of deep smoke, one of pale green and one
of gold. About two-third- s of the plait is
of smoke gray, which is a charming con-

trast to the terra cotta. The linings are
shorter than the satin bags. They are
loose below the drawstring, but are just
sewn to the center of the bottom of the
satin- - This pulls up the latter, and makes
it look full aud soft. This plan would
not answer for sack-?- , but it in admirable
for round bottomed bags.

Narrow gold gimp is most useful to the
mounter. Embroidered book covers have
rows of it across the back to represent the
gold lines on leather bindings. Some are
also edged with it. It is good, too, lor hid
ing the sewing which is necessary when j

covering casket3 aud boxes with cmbroid- -

ered satin or velvet. Table covers of ori- - .

ental fabrics, serge or embroidered mate- -

?rvS SmScrewels or silks-j- ust an outlined vandyke,
Bay, of blue, with one line of gold up the .

center. Another method of finishing off
the edge of the material is to work tire or
seven deep buttonhole stitches not very
close together, then to leave a space of half
an inch or so, then repeat the stitches.

Gauze Fans and Grate Screen. I

The artistic arrangement in our cut rep-

resents a hanging panel time may be used
as a grate screen, and three gauze fans for
decorative purposes.

The shaped panel is in gausie silk of a
delicate tint of pink, embroidered with siik
to represent a large trail of roses and birds
with a dragon fly. It is stretched over

Superstitious Jews.
The most of the Jerusalem Jews are

poor, and nine-tenth- s of them are
by dirt and squalor. 1 took a

little Greek boy for a guide one day and
made a tour through the Jewish quar-
ters. My Greek could talk half a dozen
different languages, and wo went
through section after section of the city
in which thousands of these Jews lived.
Their houses were of stone, and they
looked as though they had been dug out
of a rock like cave YhoQ families

.,. fa Qne of tho si2a of a
Uan bedr,and few of these ro.m,

any windows. Many of them
opened out on little courts, and I found
up two flights of stairs si.v families liv- -

ing in as many cave like rooms around
a dirty little close square.

Outside of each room was a little pen
in which there was a rudo atovo for the
burning of charcoal, and in these little
box like pens, only large enough for a
woman to turn aronnd in, all the cook
ing of the family was done. Through
the center of the court ran a well which
was the property of the whole com-

munity. There were no sanitary ar-

rangements of any kind, and the smell
of filth was disgusting. On the door-
posts of each of these rooms was tacked
a strip of parchment six inches long, on
which were Hebrew characters. 1 asked
what these meant, and was told that
they represented the name of Johovah
and tho ten commandments. These
Jews have great faith, and they believe
this parchment protects them from in-

jury. Thoy wear the ten command-
ments tied aronnd their arms, under
their clothes, and at times of worship
they bind philacteries about their fore-

heads. Frank Q. Carpenter in National

Trntio Judgments nf Literature.
The truth is, our ideas of literature

are steeped in tho colors of our trades.
Our interpretations of Shakespeare re-
