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A DEAF MUTE COLLEGE.

DEGREES CONFERRED ON STUDENTS
WHO CANNOT HEAR.

The Wonderful Progress In the Education
of the Deaf and Dumb The Curriculum,

of the National College at "Washington.

Some of tho "Work Done.

Very little is known about tho ancient
treatment of tho deaf, but Aristotle is
credited with saying somewhere in his
musty works that the deaf are wholly
incapable of receiving intellectual in-

struction. History tells us, huwever,
that deafness was sometimes deemed a
visitation of divine wrath, and that the
poor victim was frequently destroyed to
gave tho family honor, or was chiased
with tho idiotic or insane and treated as
an outcast This opinion must have
prevailed many centuries, for it was
within the last 150 years that it was dis-

covered that the deaf were capable of
receiving intellectual instruction.

A college for deaf mutes w.is founded
in the city of Washington about twenty- -

six vears aero to combat the popular
prejudice. The college grew and thrived,
Few people know anything about the
National Deaf 3Iuto college, or the Co-

lumbian Institution for the Deaf and
Dumb, as it is known officially, at Ken

losophy, the calculus and ancient and
modern languages, and graduates from a
college with a degree.

THE COLLEGE.

The Columbia institution was incor- -

porated in 1357, and has bince then been
sustained by congress as an institution
where deaf mute children living in the
District of Columbia and children of
soldiers and sailors should receive free '

education. Ample provision is also made
for deaf mutes from the states and ter-
ritories, who have not the means of

the expenses of tuition, which
amount to $250 a year. The institution
continued for seven as an ordinary
high school, but in 1804 it was decided
to organize a collegiate department, and
congress passed an act authorizing the
institution to confer collegiate degrees.
Tho institution was then divided into
two departments the school and the
National Deaf Muto college. In one of
his annual reports Dr. Edward 31. Gal-laud-

tho president of tho college, says:
"The object of the directors in estab-

lishing a school of this grade, thus tak-
ing a step unprecedented in the history
of deaf mute instruction, was in part to
prove what had been doubted by some,
that persons deprived of hearing and
speech could, in spite of their disability,
engage successfully in tho advanced
studies pursued in colleges for the hear-
ing. Tho more important end in view,
however, was to afford to a class of per-
sons in the community, already numer-
ous and increasing steadily with the
population, an opportunity to secure tho
advantages of a rigid and thorough
course of intellectual training in the
higher walks of literature and tho lib-
eral arts."

The best evidence of tho success of tho
movement can be fouud in this para-
graph from tho annual report of 1887,
Which tells what pursuits some of
graduates followed:

WHERE THE GRADUATES GO.

"Fifty who havo gone out from tho
tollege have been engaged in teaching,
ono has entered the ministry, three havo
become editors and publishers of news-
papers, three others have taken positions
connected with journalism, ten havo en-

tered tho civil service of the govern-
ment, ono whilo filling a position as in-

structor in a western institution has
rendered important bervice to tho coast
purvey as a microscopist, two havo be-

come accomplished draughtsmen in arch-
itects' offices, ono has been repeatedly
elected recorder of deeds in a southern
city, and two others aro recorders' clerks
in tho

"Another has ieen elected city treas-
urer and is at prosont cashier of a na-
tional bank, ono has become eminent as
a practical chemis-- t and assayor, two
havo taken places in the faculty of

mater and aro rendering valuable
service as instructors, some have gone
into mercantilo and other offices, some
havo undertaken business on their own
uccount, whilo not a few have chosen I

agricultural and mechanical pursuits in j

which the advantages of thorough men-- 1

tal training will givo them a superiority
over those not to well educated."

Congress has been liberal with tho
institution. 1881 a fine gymnasium
was completed, which cost $14,000.
Most of the students in college are
graduates of the lower department of
the institution, but not a few received
their early education in separate local
school. The entire curriculum, includ--1

ing an introductory year, embraces a
nf fiv vpiirc. rM,,, r a.

mission to the introductory class are ex-
amined in these bubjecta: Tho com-
mand of English as shown in oral or
finger-spelle- d conversation; in rendering
at sight paragraphs selected from school
books and from newspapers; in extem-
poraneous English composition; arith-
metic; history of the United States;
history of England to tho beginning of
tho reign of Henry VII; political
geography; physical geography, and ele-
ments of natural philosophy.

Tho curriculum of the college is about
Ihe same aa that of any other college. It
includes mathematics, English, Latin,
Greek, history, zoology, botany, chem-
istry, physics, physiology, "French,
German, logic, mental and moral
pcionco and political philosophy. The
degrees which the college has conferred
are: Bachelor of arts, bachelor of
science, bachelor of philosophy, master
of arts, master of science and doctor of
philosophy. New Sun.

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IDEAS OF HELL.

Different Places "Where the Good of 3Iaay
Nations HaTe Located It.

We give a summary of the "hell"
opinions of many religions and that of a
famous astronomer: The hell of the
ancient heathens was divided into two
mansions Elysium on the right hand,
which was the abode of good men's souls;
Tartarus on the left, a region of misery
and torment, the awful abode of the
damned. The ancient philosophers were
of the opinion that the infernal regions
were at an equal distance from all parts
of the earth, which may be the founda-
tion of the modem idea of hell being in
the center of the earth.

The people of Hermione, contrary to
the usual belief that one's own country
is the best in the world, thought that it
was a very short distance from their
shores to the "lake that burnetii forever
and ever;' for this reason the people of
that country never put money in the
mouths of their dead to pay passage to
the land of oblivion. The ancient Jews
placed hell in the center of the earth.

According to them, there were three
passages leading to it: the first the wil-

derness, by which ronte Dathan, Korah
and Abiram descended; the second is
the sea, because it is written that "Jo-
nah cried to God out of the belly of
hell;" the third passago is in Jerusalem,
because it is said "the fire of the Lord ia
in Zion, and his furnaco i3 in Jerusa
lem." IMohammed said that hell has seven
gates; the first for the Mussulman, the
second for the Christians, the third for
the Jews, the fourth for the Sabeans, the
fifth for the Magians, the sixth for the
Pagans and the seventh for the hypo-
crites of all religions.

Among modern philosophical opin-
ions that of Mr. Whitton, the English
scholar, was perhaps the most unique.
Tho comets, according to Whiston, are
so many hells appointed in their orbits
to alternately carry the damned into the
confines of the sun, and then to return
them beyond the orb of Saturn, there to
starve them in the regions of dismal
cold.

Three Hundred Stones Inside of Him.
Sir Charles Hall, a celebrated physi

cian of the Seventeenth century, relates
an extraordinary case of a man who ac-

customed liimself to swallow stones.
This man, Thomas Gobsill byname,

and about 26 years of age, had for some
time suffered from colic, till a sympa-
thetic friend advised him to swallow
small, round pebbles. He followed the
prescription and obtained relief. On
being seized some months afterward by
a violent return of his complaint he
swallowed nine stones, and as these had
no effect, repeated the dose until about
300 pebbles had accumulated in his in-

terior. He endured their presence for
two and a half years before submitting
lumself to Sir Charles Hall. Sir Charles
found the stones were situated in the
lower part of the body, and on shaking
his patient he could hear them rattle.

His first experiment was to suspend
the sufferer by his feet, in the hope that
the stones might be shaken out of him.
This met with no success. Nor did
medicine have any effect. The man
was unable to work without pain, and
suffered much uneasiness at all times.

Too Much Shade.
In a recent number of The Sanitarian

Dr. W. T. Parker protests against thick
planting of trees very near the house.
Not only do they prevent the free access
of air and of sunshine or even light, but
they also injure tho character of the soil
as suited for permanent occupation. "A
soil," says the writer, "loaded with roots
and densely shaded is unfit for man to
live upon constantly. Vegetation pro-
duces a great effect upon the movement
of the air. Its velocity is checked, and
sometimes in thick clusters of trees or
underwood the air is i lmost stagnant.
If moist and decaying vegetation be a
coincident condition of such stagnation
the most fatal forms of malarious dis-

eases are produced.
"A moist soil is cold, and is generally

believed to predispose to rheumatism,
catarrh and neuralgia. It is a matter of
general experience that most people fel
healthier on a dry soil. In some way
which is not clear a moist soil produces
an unfavorable effect upon tho lungs. A
moist soil influences greatly the devel
opment of the agent, whatever it may
be, which causes the paroxysmal fevers." I
