Iler face betrays tho happiness and
satisfaction she feels in giving away her
daughter. Incessantly bhe returns thanks
for the silent congratulations which the
spectators offer her. The immense train
of the empress is carried by her four ladies
in waiting. To the right of her walks the
mistres of tho robes, to the left the
palace lady, Countess Burhl, then again
follow a long number of generals, adjut-
ants, the chief of the headquarters and
other distinguished military men.

Now comes tho reigning empress whose
train is carried by her four ladies in wait-
ing, dazzling with diamonds and pearls,
led by the bridegroom's father who is
somewhat bent with old age.

bEDGWlCK COUNTY TKACHUKS' ASSO-
CIATION.

From the large number of teachers as-

sembled at the Iywis academy yesterday
afternoon and the amount of enthusiasm
displayed, it would seem that the prepar-
ations for holiday:) festivities hud in no way
interfered with the Sedgwick county
teachers.

The meeting was called to order prompt-
ly at 1:80 by the president, V. L. Alex-
ander.

After tho reading of the minutes of the
last meeting. Prof. J. V. Colville, princi-
pal of the Mulvane school, presented a
paper eutitled "DofeoUi q( Kansas School
Laws."

Prof. Colville. urged that railroad tax
mould be distributed equl among the
school districts o' a township instead of
paying to individual districts as at pres-
ent. He was in favor of n, state uniformity
of text books, but was not in favor of tho
state publishing its own text books as it
had been tried ami proved a failure iu
every instance. He also favored the date
ot the annual school meeting being
changed from July to April or May as bv
so doing teachers would have a better
chance to procure schools for the follow-
ing yeai and school boards would be
obliged to be iu such a hurry to select
tht ir teachers.

This subject was discussed bv M. H
"Weyueth, who advanced the idea that

the state should furnish text books fr.n.
of charge to the pupils of the public
MJioois.'- - tne proposition provotea quite t

a general aiscussion.
The next subject of the program wa a

paper. unjections to tne senos ot text
books adopted by the Sedgwick county
text book committee, read by L. S. Bailey.
Mr Bully proceeded to criticise the series
adopted in the most approved style. The

following aro some of the most important
points which he presented. First The
physiology (Cutter) adopted is not only
wearisome on account of its elaborate
description of the most minute and g

points, but it is also entirely to
specific bordering on anatomy.

Barnes' history was criticized because of
the uninteresting manner in which even
tho most important point are presented.

Harvey and Ray each came in for a share
of criticism on the ground that they were
several decades behind the requirements
of t he educational world, at present.

The paper was well prepared and showed
careful examination on the subject in
hand. Prof. Cutter as one of the members
of the text book committee arose in
defence ot the series adopted nnd quite a
lively discussion followed. Mr. O. V.
Miller spoke in defense of the series ad-
mitting that it had some faults, but he
thought that on the whole it was as cood
as could have been adopted.

The next subject presented was a paper
read by Mrs. Clark, entitled. "What do
you think of the synthetic system of teach-
ing primary readihg." This paper was
very entertaining as well as insructive and
was well received by tho audience. Mrs.
Clark took a position opposing the syn
ihetic system, and as there were several of
its most enthusiastic supporters present a
very lively discussion took place.

The following are some of the most im-
portant points presented in the paper:

A recognized principle of primary in-

struction is to proceed from the known to
the unknown. The synthetic system re-

verses this order.
It teaches the elementary sounds first.

These sounds havo no meaning to a child,
indeed, they mean but little to grown up
children.

The true unit of language is the word
because it can be taught to mean some-
thing to the pupil.

Another remarkable thing about this
system is the rules for pronunciation.
Rules are in their very nature abstract
and primary teaching is in its nature con-
crete and opposed to generalization.

No system of reading is wholly good or
wholly bad. In our father's early school
clays children were taujrht to read from
tho New Testament, but they learned to
read.

In our own childhood the alphabet
method was in style. We also learned to
read. A few years later the word method
with its devices of object lessons came in
vogue, and the teacher wa in the habit of
going to school with a cat on her shoulder,
a doll in her arms, and her pockets full of
glass and shingles nails as material to be
used as object lessons, and still the child-te- n

learned to read.
A little later tho Phonic method was

developed, had its growth and decline,
and now fashion, which always travels in
a circle and sooner or later returns to first
principles, has made a new combination
of the Phonic and Alphabet methods
under the name of the Synthetic system,
and I understand that even now children
learn to read.

Upon motion of Prof. Culter, Mrs Clark
was asked to allow the publication of the
paper in the estern school Journal.

As this paper finished tho regular pro-
gram the association then proceeded to
consider miscelaneous business, aud the
following set of resolutions were intro-
duced by L. S. Bailey.

Tho resolutions were considered by sec-
tions, which with tho exception of the
fifth were almost unanimously carried.

Resolved, That it is the sense of this
association that the best interests of the
district schools of Kansas demand,

First. That the county superintendent
of public instruction should hold a first
urade certificate or a diploma from some
leading normal school as a condition of
eligibility to that office.

Second That cities of the first and sec-
ond class should be prohibited from votii g
for county superintendent of public in-
struction.

Third That tho annual school meeting
should be chauged from July to April.

Fourth That tho township system
should be substituted for tho district sys-
tem, thus giving us uniform and lower
taxes, equal school terms, better teachers,
and more satisfactory results.

A very energetic discussion followed tho
introduction of this set of resolutions and
the debate upon the fifth was very sug
gestive of a political conventions.

The fifth section was rejected by a vote
of about 5 to 4 ratio.

Upon motion of Prof. McMichael the
meeting adjourned to meet tho third Sat-
urday in January.

The sections rejected read as follows:
Fifth That the rights of the people de-

mand tho immediate resubmission of the
prohibitory amendment.

Sixth That the secretary be instructed
to send a copy of these resolutions to each
member of the state legislature from this
county.

000,000 full legal tender treasury notes, or
as much thereof as is necessary, to make
up to the soldiers the difference between
depreciated greenbacks and gold.

Be it also resolved, that the legislature
enact a law taxing all judgments as all
other property is taked and that the stat-
ute of limitations in regard to notes and
judgments be amended more in the inter-
est of the debtor class.

Mr. Burn moved to adopt the resolutions
as read, when Keis kicked on the Jay
Gould observation.

Mr. Hendee read the following, which
passing unanimously:

"Whereas, The laws of Kansas provide
that the attorney general may appoint an
assistant in any county of "this state if
deemed necessary'to aid him in enforcing
the laws thereof. Therefore, we, tho
People's party, in mass convention as-
sembled, do hereby recommend and en-
