cloths. AntlbO it goes. Juich and every
interest considers itselt entitled to special
recognition; each is rallying all the forces
and all the influence at its command. Each
intends to get what-- it wants or to know
the reason why. Verily there are troublous
times in store for the next two years for
commissioners and directors alike.

But after all the Sunday opening ques-
tion is perhaps the most perplexing one
with which the commission will be called
upon to deal.
