It "Was Pretty Touch, for ETen a Bayonet
Could Not Go Through It.

In the history of the days of '61 there arc
many events of those stirring times which
trill not appear in the records. The little
incidents of army life, stories of heroism
and amusing tales that give a faint humor-
ous tinge to sober and awful momonts are
fast dropping out of sight as
of old rapidly part company on the earth's
big camp ground.

From mouth to month passes the old
yarn when the veterans meet in their re-

union, and the hearty laughs speak of
their enjoyment of the oft repeated tales.

The thousands of old soldiers attending
a reunion furnish a stock of them, and
could they have been picked up just as
they fell from the lips of the men that told
them volumes would be needed to pre-

serve them.
One gray haired veteran, who lost a limb

at Shiloh,"had caught the attention for a
moment, and broke out with the follow-
ing:

"You fellows that were not in my divis-
ion missed half the good fighting, and
speaking of heavy fighting reminds me of
the time I was taught the best lesson of
my life.

ELECTRIC SPARKS.

Telephones ore being introduted in hos-
pitals to enable patients to talk with
their friends without danger of communi-
cating disease.

In Germany an alcoholic solution of io-

dide of potassium traversed by a current of
carbonic acid is subjected to the electric
current, and iodoform is produced in the
shape of small yellow capsules.

A new electric lantern has been designed
in Vienna for the use of lecturers and medi-
cal classes. By a combination of lenses the
magnified image of an object is produced
on a white screen in its natural colors.

The effect of the --lectric light current on
the compasses of some vessels is so great
that it becomes necessary to determine how
many hours the dynamo has been running
before working out the vessel's reckoning.

Iron articles can be protected from rust
by sinkiug them near the negative pole of
an electric bath composed of ten liters of
water, fifty grammes of chloride of man-
ganese and 200 grammes of nitrate of ammo-
nia. Under the influence of the current the
bath deposits on the articles a film of man-
ganese, Arhich prevents them from rusting.

Electricity is going to revolutionize lcath
er tanning. Two tanneries, one in Paris
and the other in London, are successfully
employing the invention of Worms and
Bale. The principal feature is the circn
lation of an electric current within the tan
ning liquor. By this method an operation
is completed in four days which ordinarily
required from seven to eight months with-
out the use of icid?.

L Simple. Experiment That Show tho

Upward Pressure of Liquids Described
and Illustrated So That All Slay Un-

derstand.

A disk of cardboard and a lamp chimney
are all that is required to show the upward
pressure of liquids. Apply to the top of
the glass chimney a round piece of card-
board, which you can hold in place by
means of a string. The tube thus closed
may now be plunged into a vessel filled
with water. The piece of cardboard is held
now by tho pressure of the water upward.
To separate it from the opening it suffices
to pour some water into the tube up to the

level of the water outside. The outer
pressure exercised on the disk, as well as
the pressure beneath, is now equal to the
weight of a body of water having for Its
base the surface of the opening of the tube,
its depth being the distance from the card-
board to the level of tho water.

Syringes, pumps, etc., are based upon
the effects of pressure. Bal-

loons rise in tho air by means of the buoy-
ancy of gas. A balloon being a body plunged
in air, is submitted to tho
tarns laws as a body plunged in water.
Boats float because of the pressure of
liquid, and water spurts from a fountain
for the same reason.

Numbered with useful of
the principles of fluid pressure is the fol-

lowing: A horse was laden with two tubs
for carrying a supply of water, and in the
bottom of the tubs a valve was fixed.
When the horse entered tho stream the
tubs were partly immersed; the water then
exercised its upward pressure, the valve
opened and the tubs slowly filled. When
they were nearly full the horse turned
round and came out of the water. The
pressure had ceased. Thus tho action of
the water first opened the valve and then
closed it

Blicroscopio Organisms In Cheese.
M. Adametz has lately made some re-

searches upon the microscopic organisms
that inhabit cheese. In a soft
variety of Gruyere cheese, he found in
each gramme when fresh from 90,000 to
140,000 microbes. This number increases
with time. But the population of a cheese
is not everywhere distributed the same in
it The center is bnt moderately inhabited
with respect to the exterior portion. The
population of a soft cheese near the periph-
ery is from 3,600,000 to 5,600,000 microbes.
According to the mean of these two
figures there are as many living organisms
in 300 grammes of such a cheese as there
are people upon the earth.

Curious Anluialculns.
Plants have their lowest

called protophytes. Animals which cor-
respond to this class are termed protozoa,
from the Greek proton, first, and zoon, ani-
mal. The protozoa are microscopic creat-
ure consisting of one or more cells and
are infinitely Bmnll, thousands existing in
a drop of water. They have no distinc-
tion of sexes, and their generation takes
place by subdivision or blending of cells.
The infusoria are the highest of the pro-
tozoa. Their numbers are infinite, and in
a drop of water some very interesting
specimens will be found. (See cut.)

Thsee infusoria are a jelly like substance,
and some have hairy appendages with
which they agitate the water and cause a
kind of current that brings them food. It
is this partaking of food that serves to di- -
